General Education Requirements

The University of North Carolina at Pembroke seeks to graduate students with broad vision, who are sensitive to
values, who recognize the complexity of social problems, and who will be contributing citizens with an international
perspective and an appreciation for achievements of diverse civilizations. In addition to meeting all major program
requirements, students awarded baccalaureate degrees by UNCP are required to complete a 44-hour General
Education program. The General Education program has been designed to provide students with an understanding of
the fundamental principles and contributions of a variety of disciplines and to foster the ability to analyze and weigh
evidence, exercise quantitative and scientific skills, make informed decisions, write and speak clearly, and think
critically and creatively. The specific areas of student learning are:

I. Communication Skills (6 or 9 hrs)Communication, Critical Thinking, Problem Solving

Full-time students must enroll in ENG 1050 (Composition I), unless they place into ENG 0104. Students enrolled
in ENG 1050 must earn a grade of "C" (2.0) or better before enrolling in ENG 1060 (Composition 11). Students
must remain continuously enrolled in ENG 1050 and 1060 until they have successfully completed the sequence.
The ENG 1050-1060 sequence must be completed before a student earns a total of 60 credit hours.

In some cases, students place into ENG 0104 (Written Communication skills), a pre-college composition course.
In that event, they are required to enroll in the course immediately and Pass it before moving on to ENG 1050.
(NOTE: ENG 0104 does not count toward graduation, though it does count as hours earned. ENG 0104 hours
are not figured into the 140-hour tuition surcharge rule since they are not "degree creditable” hours.)

Unlike most other General Education classes, ENG 0104, 1050, and 1060 can be dropped by a student ONLY
with the permission and signature of the Director of Composition.

Students are tested individually for oral speech competency at UNCP during their first semester. Those who show
deficiencies or need for significant improvement are required to enroll in SPE 1020 (Fundamentals of Voice and
Diction) as early as possible. When SPE 1020 is required of a student, it fulfills Basic Skills requirements and
reduces (by 3 hours) the number of Humanities Electives required for General Education completion.

Academic Content and Skills (30 hrs)

A. Arts and Humanities (12h0UrS). . . ..o v it innennn. Arts, Literature, History, Ideas
Students are required to earn 12 semester hours in four different areas: Fine Arts, Literature, History and
Philosophy/Religion.

(1) Fine Arts: Students must choose one course from this group. (Note: These are  history/appreciation courses,
rather than skills/studio courses.)

(2) Literature: Students choose one literature course from the four options. HOWEVER, completion of ENG
1060 is required before enrolling in the literature course. Therefore, the literature course is generally taken at the
beginning of the second year, or later.

(3) History: Students choose one history course from the five options. While courses are arranged according to
historical time period, they do not have to be taken in sequence. A student may, for example, take HST 1020
without having taken HST 1010.

(4) Philosophy/Religion: Students choose one philosophy or religion course from the five options. Note: If
a student opts to take religion (rather than philosophy) REL 1300 is the only course that will satisfy this particular
requirement.



B. Social Sciences (9 hrs) ..o oo vini i The Individual and Society

Students must earn three hours of credit in three (out of five) disciplines: Economics, Geography, Political
Science, Psychology, and Sociology.

They may choose only one course from a given area, e.g. only one SOC course, one GGY course, etc. Note: ECN
1000 does not satisfy a Business degree requirement Business majors should take ECN 2020 to fulfill one of their
Social Science requirements and ECN 2030 as a General Education elective. Likewise, Political Science majors
need to choose as one of their options in this category, PSPA 1000. Sociology majors are required to take SOC
2010. Similar guidelines apply to other majors.

C. Natural Sciences/Mathematics (9 brs)................. Mathematics, Science, Technology

(1) Natural Sciences: All students are required to complete two courses from the natural sciences; one course
from each of two of the four following areas: biology, chemistry, geology, physical sciences. Labs are not required
for General Education.

(2) Mathematics: Students must complete one math course to fulfill General Education requirements. Those
in math-related majors will, of course, be required to take other math courses beyond the one required for General
Education. Students take a math placement test during orientation, the results of which indicate the level at which
the student can be expected to perform successfully. Please see the note below regarding placing into MAT 0104.
The placement test results are a recommendation, rather than a requirement. Student and advisor should work
together to determine which math course the student should take. Note: A student who "places into" MAT 1090,
for example, may take a lower-level math if he/she chooses.

Some students "place into” MAT 0104, a Pre-College math course. In that event, the student is required to
take MAT 0104. MAT 0104 serves to prepare the student for MAT 1070 and, like ENG 0104, does not count
toward graduation. Neither is it figured into the 140-hour tuition surcharge calculation since the MAT 0104 hours
are not "degree creditable.”

Physical Education and Wellness (2 hrs)  Wellness

Students must complete two PE courses, chosen from a wide range of options.

General Education Program Electives (6 hrs, or 3 hrs if SPE 1020 required)

Students choose two additional courses from this group. These two courses must be from different divisions
except for the foreign language option. Students who take SPE 1020 for Basic Skills take 3 hours of electives,
which may not be SPE 1000 or SPE 1010.

Freshman Seminar (1 hr) Orientation to University Life

All new students must enroll in FRS 1000 -- Freshman Seminar, a one-hour course. (Transfer students with fewer
than 15 hours are also required to enroll in the course.)

AMERICAN INDIAN STUDIES « 910-521-6266

AIS1010.......... .. Introduction to American Indian Studies . . . ................. Fall, 3 Credits
An introduction to the study of American Indian history and culture. It will examine the issues and forces, past and present,
affecting the lives of American Indian people.

AIS (SOC) 1050...... Introduction to Cultural Anthropology . ........................ Fall, 3 Credits
Introduction to Cultural Anthropology provides students with a basic understanding of the various sub-fields of cultural
anthropology. In learning the concepts of culture, cultural relativity and ethnocentrism, students gain greater insight into how
their own behaviors and values are influenced by their culture, and they recognize and appreciate the diversity of behaviors and
values that exist throughout the world, and among different groups within their own culture. Unlike SOC 1020 and SOC 2090
which focus on American society and culture, SOC/AIS 1050 examines social institutions in other societies and it exposes
students to an international perspective by examining the topics of social change and social problems from a more global
perspective.

SOC/AIS 1050 is an elective course for students majoring, minoring, and concentrating in Sociology, as well as for those
majoring in American Indian Studies and American Studies. SOC 1050 is a required course in the Social Studies Education
Program.

AIS (HST) 1100....... History of the American Indiansto 1865............. Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
History of the American Indians to 1865 (HST 1100) surveys the history of American Indians from the earliest migrations to
the Americas to the end of the Civil War. Topics covered include, for example, pre-contact tribalism, the contacts between the
European colonists and the Native American, the European imperial wars and the Native Americans, Native Americans and the
formation of the United States, Thomas Jefferson’s policies towards Native Americans, Andrew Jackson’s Indian policy, removal,
and pacification in the West, and Native Americans during the Civil War. In addition, students taking this course will master the
fundamental principles of history; learn how to analyze and weigh evidence, make informed decisions, write and speak clearly,
think critically and creatively; and develop computer skills by utilizing e-mail and the Internet for research and word processing
for written requirements. Typical assignments include reading and understanding a textbook, the analysis of primary sources,
objective and essay tests, and written assignments.

This course meets the criteria set outin UNC Pembroke’s General Education Program. It provides the student with “knowledge
of, appreciation for, and understanding of the contributions to society of major world civilizations and their histories.”

AIS (HST) 1110....... History of the American Indians since 1865........... Fall &Spring, 3 Credits
History of the American Indians since 1865 (HST 1110) surveys the History of American Indian from the end of the Civil War
to the Present. Topics covered include, for example, Changing Indian Policy and Peaceful Indians, Resistive Indian and the End
of Indian Military Power, reservations, Strategies of Evasion, “Friends of the Indian,” Allotment, and of Indian Territory, and
Native Americans in the 20" Century and Beyond. In addition, students taking this course will master the fundamental principles
of history, learn how to analyze and weigh evidence, make informed decisions, write and speak clearly, think critically and
creatively; and develop computer skills by utilizing e-mail and the Internet for research and word processing for written
requirements. Typical assignments include reading and understanding a textbook, the analysis of primary sources, objective and
essay tests, and written assignments.

This course meets the criteria set out in UNC Pembroke’s General Education Program. It provides the student with “knowledge
of, appreciation for, and understanding of the contributions to society of major world civilizations and their histories.”

AlS2010............ American Indian Cultures . .. ... .. . Fall, 3 Credits
American Indian Cultures is a course designed to introduce basic cultural concepts and practices of American Indians in order
to increase knowledge of specific areas of American Indian culture, dispel many of the stereotypes of tribal societies and enhance
understanding and appreciation of a cultural world view different than that of the dominant society. Emphasis is placed on the
ten cultural/geographic areas in the United States. The course will examine specific tribal traits as well as consider overall cultural
concepts.

AIS (REL) 2130....... American Indian Religious Traditions .. ................... Spring, 3 Credits
American Indian Religious Traditions will look at the world view and sacred ways of Native peoples through exploring the
meaning, role and function of traditional beliefs and practices in a select number of tribal groups. The objective is to increase
knowledge, understanding and appreciation of the sacred traditions and observances of indigenous societies as well as to dispel
some of the myths regarding American Indian “religions.” Due to the nature of the Sacred in tribal communities, the course is



designed to be descriptive rather than analytical. Additionally, the words of Native peoples will be included in order to bring
closer the tribal perspective of Native spirituality.

AIS (ENG) 2200. .. ... American Indian Literature . ............... ... ... . ... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
ENG 2200 is a course cross-listed with AIS that introduces students to American Indian literatures. As a survey course, it

assumes background in neither American Indian studies nor American Indian literatures. Course requirements include research

essays, reading quizzes; class attendance and participation; and a mid-term and final examination. Students completing ENG

(AIS) 2200 will emerge with insights not only into “a different world” — The Magic World, one scholar has termed it — but

also into a different network of literatures, oral as well as written. PREREQ: “C” grade or better in ENG 1050 and 1060.

ART ¢ 910-521-6216

ART1010............ Elementsof Design .. ... Fall, 3 Credits
ART 1010 is a basic 2-dimensional design course in which color, line, shape, value and space relationships are emphasized to
reach a better understanding of design. The course is a hands-on course where students become active in the production of actual
2-dimensional artwork. The course is a studio course which is a double period class.

ART 2020 ........... Digital Arts Appreciation............................ As announced, 3 Credits
Art 2020 is an opportunity, for non-Art majors, for introductory study and activity in various contemporary means of visual
communication and design thinking practiced through digital means. The DA 2020 curriculum is focused both on digital literacy
and on design thinking. As such students will find both computers and working creatively with computers and related
technologies co-equal foci of this course. DDA 2020 is open to all student and has no prerequisites.

ART 2050 ............ Art Appreciation . . ... . Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
A course designed to establish an understanding of art, to develop an appreciation for the relation between art and man, and to
study the cultural and historical contexts of artistic production and reception.

ART 2080............. Survey of Art History I: Ancient through Medieval . . .. .Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
An overview of painting, sculpture, architecture, and related visual arts of major world cultures from prehistoric times to around
1400 A.D., including European, American, Asian, African, and Islamic art. Major artistic developments and their cultural contexts
will be emphasized.

Examples of painting, sculpture and architecture, with an emphasis placed on being able to both identify the work and to discuss
the characteristics of the particular style to which it belongs, will be explored. Lectures will aid this emphasis by introducing
strategies to analyzing and interpreting individual works as well as making comparisons to others. Finally, understanding the
function of art in cultural and historical settings is a means to understanding those societies that produced it.

Upon completion of this survey the students should be able to: recognize and differentiate the various forms of visual art, discuss
the various techniques used in art by means of appropriate terminology, demonstrate a working knowledge of the different time
periods in art (both Western and other specified cultures worldwide), and be able to recognize various historical works. These
competencies will be attained through lectures, slide presentations, museum exposures, class discussions, descriptive analysis,
comparative essays, etc. The knowledge obtained by the student will assist their individual artistic production, facilitate informed
discussion and possibly lead to more successful advanced courses and, or, degrees.

ART 2090 . ... Survey of Art History Il: Renaissance through Contemporary . . . .Fall or Spring, 3 Credits
An overview of painting, sculpture, architecture, and related visual arts of major world cultures from the Renaissance to the
present, including European, American, Asian, African, and Islamic art. Major artistic developments and their cultural contexts
will be emphasized.

Examples of painting, sculpture and architecture, with an emphasis placed on being able to both identify the work and to discuss
the characteristics of the particular style to which it belongs, will be explored. Lectures will aid this emphasis by introducing
strategies to analyzing and interpreting individual works as well as making comparisons to others. Finally, understanding the
function of art in cultural and historical settings is a means to understanding those societies that produced it.

Upon completion of this survey the students should be able to: recognize and differentiate the various forms of visual art, discuss



the various techniques used in art by means of appropriate terminology, demonstrate a working knowledge of the different time
periods in art (both Western and other specified cultures worldwide), and be able to recognize various historical works. These
competencies will be attained through lectures, slide presentations, museum exposures, class discussions, descriptive analysis,
comparative essays, etc. The knowledge obtained by the student will assist their individual artistic production, facilitate informed
discussion and possibly lead to more successful advanced courses and, or, degrees.

ART 2560 ........... WebDesign.............c i, As announced, 3 Credits
Art 256 Web Design focuses on contemporary methods of webpage and online graphics design. In this course students will work
toward an effective understanding and utilization of interfaced-based applications for the construction and development of web-
based media. PREREQ: ART 2300 for majors) or 2020 (for non-majors).

ARTS IXXX .. ........ Special Topicsin ArtHistory . ..................... As announced, 3 Credits
Study of a specific genre or topic in Art History: its characteristics and significance as both a cultural product and a form of
artistic expression. Title and topic will vary from year to year.

BIOLOGY ¢ 910-521-6245

BIO1000............ Principlesof Biology . . ... Lectures, 3 Credits
Biology 1000 is an introduction to some of the basic ideas underlying the study of biology such as the cell, genetics, ecology and
evolution. This course is required for all biology majors and also, serves as a prerequisite for all required biology major courses
except Biology 2100. Biology 1000 does not have a laboratory included in the 3 semester hour credit for the course. Thus,
students who are biology majors or who plan to transfer to other colleges should sign up for the Biology 1000 Laboratory to
complete a four hour credit for the introductory level biology course or, if they wish to complete the requirement for a laboratory
course at UNCP.

BIO1010............. GeneralBotany............................ Lecture and Laboratory, 4 Credits
General Botany is designed for biology majors and students who are seriously interested in the plant sciences. The course is
demanding and exhaustive in its survey of plants and organisms traditionally studied by botanists. The major objectives are to
discuss concepts, principles, and terminology relating to plant science, to relate taxonomic relationships and life cycles, and to
explore the anatomy, morphology, and physiology of plants. Students will learn to recognize representative species (both live
and preserved) and their morphological and anatomical features. We will consistently compare and contrast plants with other
organisms. Prerequisite: BIO 1000.

BIO1020............ GeneralZoology . ..., Lecture and Laboratory, 4 Credits
Introductory coverage of the animal kingdom with emphasis on seven vertebrate systems, classification of the animal kingdom,
and a survey of ten of the animal groupings (phyla). Cellular respiration will also be covered in an intermediate level of detail.
Laboratory time will mainly be spent on histology (slide work), anatomy (fetal pig & selected invertebrates), and a survey of
animal phyla. A prerequisite to all other zoology courses. Prerequisite: BIO 1000.

BIO1030............ BasicHumanBiology.............. ... ... Lecture, 3 Credits
This course is designed to provide the student with an elementary study of the human body in health and disease. Upon
completion of the course, the student will have attained a fundamental knowledge level of human anatomy and physiology, a
better understanding of current technological advances as they relate to the human body and their effect(s) on society and the
surrounding environment.

ENV2100........... Environmental Science. ................ ... ... Lecture, 3 Credits
This is a course in environmental science that helps the student to understand and extend his knowledge of the basic ideas of
ecosystems and the impact of humans on the “Planet Earth.” Students will consider the demands placed on the earth’s natural
resources which result in environmental deterioration, human attitudes toward the environment, and techniques and policies
which could be put into place to help sustain the natural environment.

BUSINESS ADMINISTRATION e 910-521-6214

DSC1590........... Technology-Anabled Decision Making . . .. . Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
This course examines a variety of social issues from the economist’s perspecnve The ba5|c pr|nC|pIes of economics are
introduced and used to form a framework for analyzing an issue. Often more than one point of view is presented. Some of the
topics studied in the course are pollution, the farm problem, drugs, monopolies, funding national defense, unemployment, banks,
interest rates, and inflation.

This course uses less mathematics than ECN 2020 or ECN 2030. Some familiarity with graphs and slopes will be helpful, but
graphs and slopes are reviewed at the beginning of the course.

Business students may take ECN 1000, but they will be required to take ECN 2020 and ECN 2030.

ECN 1000........... Economics of SocialIssues . ....................... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
This course examines a variety of social issues from the economist’s perspective. The basic principles of economics are
introduced and used to form a framework for analyzing an issue. Often more than one point of view is presented. Some of the
topics studied in the course are pollution, the farm problem, drugs, monopolies, funding national defense, unemployment, banks,
interest rates, and inflation.

This course uses less mathematics than ECN 2020 or ECN 2030. Some familiarity with graphs and slopes will be helpful, but
graphs and slopes are reviewed at the beginning of the course.

Business students may take ECN 1000, but they will be required to take ECN 2020 and ECN 2030.

ECN2020........... Principles of Microeconomics ... ................... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
This course develops the economic theory that applies to the decisions of individual consumers and businesses. It explains how
individual prices are determined and how firms decide how much to produce. It examines consumers’ behavior and the behavior
of firms in four types of competitive situations. The theory is used to assess how efficiently these businesses satisfy society’s
wants. ECN 2020 and ECN 2030 form the traditional principles of economics sequence that is offered at most universities.

This course is required of business majors. It makes more use of mathematics and graphs than ECN 1000 does. It emphasizes
the principles and theories more fully than ECN 1000 does and spends less time on specific issues.

ECN2030........... Principles of Macroeconomics...................... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
This course develops the economic theory that explains how the inflation rate, the GDP, unemployment, and interest rates are
determined. The theory explains how changes in taxes, government spending, the size of the money supply, and exchange rates
will affect our overall economy. ECN 2020 and ECN 2030 form the traditional principles of economics sequence that is offered
at most universities.

This course is required of business majors. It makes more use of mathematics and graphs than ECN 1000 does. It emphasizes
the principles and theories more fully that ECN 100 does and spends less time on specific issues.

FIN2050 ........... Personal Finance . ........... ... .. ... ... ....... As announced, 3 Credits
FIN 2050, Personal Finance, focuses on tools consumers can use in making purchase decisions. Topics include planning and
managing personal finances, credit, insurance, real estate, financial investments, retirement planning and estate planning.

CHEMISTRY & PHYSICS e 910-521-6247

CHM1300............ General Chemistry | ............ . ... ... . ......... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
This course is taught at an introductory level appropriate to serve the needs of both science and non-science majors, and basic
algebra skills will be used to a significant extent to support the topics discussed. Though recent previous coursework in chemistry
(for example, in high school) would be beneficial, students of nontraditional background should also be able to navigate this
course successfully.  The content covered in this course includes the very essentials of chemistry, the “central science”, for
example: observation and measurement, matter and energy, physical and chemical change, atomic and molecular structure.
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CHM 1310........... General Chemistry Il . ... ... ... .. ... ... ... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
A continuation of CHM 1300, this course is taught at a more rigorous level, and successful students will be those who have a
firm grasp of the concepts introduced in General Chemistry I. Topics covered include condensed phases of matter, solutions,
kinetics, thermodynamics, and electrochemistry. PREREQ: Chemistry 1300.

CHM1400............ Chemistry for Health Science | .. .......... ... .. ... .. ....... Fall, 3 Credits
This course is taught at an introductory level and is designed to meet the needs of students planning a major in the health
sciences, though it can also be of interest to non-science majors who prefer a focus on health-related topics in chemistry. The
majority of topics covered in both semesters of General Chemistry are treated, but in an abbreviated fashion, with an emphasis
on how the material relates to the allied health fields.

CHM 1410........... Chemistry for Health Science ll . .................... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
A continuation of CHM 1400, the second semester of this course sequence introduces students to fundamental concepts in
organic chemistry and biochemistry (in fact, similar courses at other universities are often titled “General, Organic and
Biochemistry”). Relevance of the topics to health related fields is even more obvious in this second course of the sequence.
PREREQ: CHM 1400.

PHS 1100, 1110...... Physical Science I, Il . ............. ... . ... ... . .... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
Designed for nonscience majors, this course engages students in the study of fundamental concepts in the physical science
(physics, chemistry, astronomy, etc.), with specific content varying somewhat depending upon the course professor. Topics are
presented with both historical background and contemporary perspective to emphasize the human nature of scientific
investigations and to clarify the society context of science and technology. Though the treatment of topics is not mathematically
intensive, simple algebraic skills are required and are developed throughout the course by guided work on data analysis problems.
A popular choice among the physical science options of the General Education requirements, “Physical Science” is sure to
enhance student’s scientific literacy and critical thinking skills. PREREQ: Nore for PHS 1100; PHS 1100 or equivalent for PHS
17170.

PHS1560............ ASTIONOMY . . . o Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
This course is designed to give non-science students an overview of the astronomical universe. Astronomy is the study of the
universe in which we live. Our primary questions in this course will be: what do we see as we look at the sky; what patterns do
we observe in what we see in the sky; and what explanations can we construct for these patterns? We will start with general
considerations about what we see in the sky and how we gather information from the sky. Then we will consider in detail
observations about the planets that surround our sun and their satellites. Our considerations will proceed outward to other stars,
the galaxy we live in, and the universe as a whole. We will study how stars are born and how they die. We will learn about black
holes, how they are created and how we identify them. We will learn about the expansions of the universe and how it all started
with a big bang. We will do some observations on clear evenings at the end of class to observe the sky for ourselves. We will
examine slides and photographs taken through large telescopes to learn what others have observed. In class we will discuss the
patterns and possible underlying mechanisms of what we have seen. The sky is a beautiful thing to look upon and ponder.

PHS2460........... Weatherand Climate. ............. ... ... ... .. ....... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
Please refer to GLY/GGY 2460 under Geography and Geology.

PHY 1000, 1010...... Elementary Physics I, 1l.......................... As announced, 3 Credits
You can’t fully enjoy a game unless you know its rules. Whether it’s a ball game, computer game, or party game — if you don’t
know the rules, it can be boring. You miss out on what others enjoy. Just as a musician hears what untrained ears can't, and just
as a cook tastes in food what others miss, a person who knows nature’s rules can better appreciate nature. Learning that satellites
follow the same rules as a tossed baseball changes the way you see orbiting astronauts on TV. Learning the rules of light changes
the way you see blue skies, white clouds, and rainbows. Richness in life is not only seeing the world with wide-open eyes, but
also knowing what to look for. We begin by looking at some of nature’s basic rules — physics. We treat physics conceptually in
this class, which means concepts are presented in familiar English, with equations as “guides to thinking.” Comprehension of
concepts before calculations is the key to understanding. We will cover mechanics, matter, heat and sound and light. PREREQ:
None, but it is belpful (not required) to take PHY 1000 prior to PHY 1070.

PHY 1500 ........... College Physics | ......... ... i i Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
Why do the planets continue to revolve around the sun? How do ice skaters increase their speed of rotation just by pulling their
arms in to the side? If you have a general interest in learning the how and the why of commonly observed phenomenon, the
College Physics I course can answer many of your questions. This course is an algebra-based introductory physics course covering
the topics generally known as mechanics. These topics include one- and two-dimensional motion, force and Newton’s Laws,
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momentum and collisions, work and energy, circular motion, rotational dynamics, and oscillatory motion. Students in this class
will study each of these topics in detail and learn about the physical world around them. This course does satisfy the Physical
Science requirement within the General Education requirements at UNCP. The course is generally taken by students
concentrating in Chemistry, Biotechnology, Science Education, and those in a pre-medical curriculum, but it is suitable for
students who have a general interest in the most fundamental science. PREREQ: MAT 1070 or equivalent.

PHY 1510............. College Physics . ........ .. Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
If you have ever wanted to know more about the equation E = mc? or wanted to know how rainbows are formed, then this
course will answer your questions. The College Physics 11 course is a continuation of College Physics | (PHY 1500). The
foundation in physics established with College Physics I is used to explore in detail the subjects of electricity, magnetism, optics,
and the Theory of Special Relativity. Specifically, the topics covered are charge, the electric field, electric force, electric circuits,
magnetism and magnetic force, mirrors and lenses, and one of the most famous theories in science, the Theory of Special
Relativity. This course does qualify as an elective within the natural Science and Mathematics division of the General Education
requirements at UNCP. PREREQ: PHY 1500.

PHY 2000............. University Physics | .............. ... ............ As announced, 3 Credits
University Physics I isa calculus based introduction to Newtonian Physics. This course uses calculus-based math to describe how
an object will move under the application of forces. There is an introduction to vectors and vector notation. Velocity and
Acceleration are defined in terms of derivatives of a position variable. Newton'’s three laws are reviewed and applied to specific
problems. Then, the topics of work and energy and momentum are defined using their integral definitions. Finally, these topics
are examined again in relation to rotating systems. Special topics include the theory of gravitation and thermal physics. The course
material is accompanied with classroom demonstration. This is a rigorous course, which bases the student’s grade on homework,
quizzes and tests. However, the classes are generally small and result in a high contact with the professor. PREREQ OR COREQ:
MAT 2210.

PHY 2010 ........... University Physics Il ... ... ... ... ... ... ... As announced, 3 Credits
A calculus based study of electricity, magnetism, optics, relativity, quantum and nuclear physics. A beginning course expected
in such curricula as pre-engineering, physics, etc. PREREQ: PHY 2000.

EDUCATION « 910-521-6221

EDNO104............ CollegeReading ............... .. .. Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
This course is designed for those students who would like to improve their reading skills in order to enjoy more success in other
college courses. Strategies to strengthen vocabulary, comprehension, and critical thinking skills are stressed. The course is open
to all interested students. (Will not count toward graduation requirements).

ENGLISH, THEATRE & LANGUAGES e 910-521-6246

The three courses in the Composition Program should help you clarify your thinking, say what you want to say, and
get better grades in your other courses. Briefly the courses in our sequence should prepare you for college writing
(ENG 0104), give you practice in a variety of writing situations (ENG 1050), and develop your skills in arguing and
research (ENG 1060).

I would like to think that we try to make the courses interesting and valuable and that you will get personal attention
from our faculty and will feel free to sit down and talk over your ideas with your instructor and find ways to improve
your work.

To get the most out of the courses, attend class, plan on doing plenty of drafts, and remember that writing isn’t really
asolitary process. Remember that the underlying point in all of your papers should be to try to get your point across,
so share drafts with other students, ask your teacher to look at your drafts, and please use the University Writing
Center. The Writing Center is there to improve your writing. It does not give grades. It is only there to help.
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Students who do not pass tend to want to avoid the course and do so by missing class, waiting until the last minute
to write papers, and think they are writing only so the teacher will give them a grade.

ENGO0104........... Written Communication Skills. ........... ...... Fall, Spring, Summer, 3 Credits
Required for students who do not pass the freshman writing sample and all students entering the College Opportunity Program
(COP). Study and practice of basic elements of the writing process with special emphasis on prewriting techniques and editing
for correctness; extensive practice in short forms including sentences, paragraphs and short essays. Will not count toward
graduation requirements.

ENG1050........... Composition|.............. ... ......... Fall, Spring & Summer, 3 Credits
Practice in prewiting, organizing, drafting, revising, and editing; emphasis on personal and informative writing using various
strategies appropriate to college assignments. A 75-1000 word informative paper using written sources is required. PREREQ:
Passing grade on the freshman writing sample or “C” grade or better in ENG 0704.

ENG1060........... Composition . ........... . ... ... . ..... Fall, Spring & Summer, 3 Credits
Practice in critical reading in the disciplines; research skills using various writing strategies, with and emphasis on analysis and
argumentation. A 1500-2000 word argumentative/persuasive research paper will be required. PREREQ: “C” grade or betterin ENG
1050.

ENG 2010........... Southern Literature . .. ... .. Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
A survey of literature by writers from the Southern part of the United States. Reading may include novels, short fiction, and
poetry by authors such as Faulkner, O’Connor, Welty, Hurston, and McCarthy. PREREQ: “C” grade or better in ENG 1050 and
1060.

ENG2020........... Contemporary Literature . . . ....................... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
A survey of literature from 1945 to the present, introducing students to trends and major developments in fiction, poetry, and
drama. Authors may include Ginsberg, Atwood, beckett, Stoppard, Walcott, Mahfouz, Oe, and Fuentes. PREREQ: “C” grade
or better in ENG 1050 and 1060.

ENG2030........... LiteraryGenres . ........... i, Fall, Spring & Summer, 3 Credits
Study of basic structure or elements of the various genres of literature including poetry, prose fiction, and drama. Rading include
works of major British, American, and world literature authors. PREREQ: “C” grade or better in ENG 1050 and 1060.

ENG 2040........... Mythology of All Peoples . .. ............ ... ...... As announced, 3 Credits
A study of mythic motifs and themes in oral and early written literature, including Asian, African, and American Indian, as well
as Greco-Roman and Teutonic-Norse literature; development of mythic traditions in early and modern societies. PREREQ: “C”
grade or better in ENG 1050 and 1060.

ENG2050............ World Literature Before 1660................. Fall, Spring & Summer, 3 Credits
A survey of western and non-western literature from the beginnings through the Renaissance considered within the cultural
epochs of their creation, including the Classical Period, the Middle Ages, and the Renaissance. Readings may include Gilgamesh,
The Ramayana, and selections from authors such as Homer, Ovid, Confucius, Dante, Montaigne, and Cervantes. PREREQ: “C”
grade or better in ENG 1050 and 1060.

ENG 2060........... World Literature After 1660 .................... . Fall, Spring & Summer 3 Credits
A survey of western and non-western literature from the Enlightenment through the Twentieth Century considered within the
cultural epochs of their creation, including the Enlightenment, Romanticism, Realism, Modernism, and the contemporary world.
Authors may include Moliere, Goethe, Kafka, Camus, Achebe, and Garcia Marquez. PREREQ: “C” grade or better in ENG 1050
and 1060.

ENG2080........... Women’s Literature . ... Fall, Spring, 3 Credits
A survey of literature written by women of diverse periods and backgrounds, introducing students to a variety of genres and

trends in women’s literature. Authors may include Wollstonecraft, Fuller, Woolf, Books, Rich, Kingston, and Kincaid. PREREQ:

“C” grade or better in ENG 1050 and 1060.
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ENG2090........... Literatureand Film . .. ....... ... ... ... ... .. ....... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
A survey of relationships between literary texts and films with emphasis on film adaptations; includes methods of analysis,
discussion of theory, process, reception, and the cultural contexts of the works considered. PREREQ: “C” grade or better in ENG
1050 and 1060.

ENG2100........... African American Literature . ....................... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
Asurvey of African American literature, introducing students to genres, trends, and major periods of African American literature,
ranging from 18"- and 19™- century autobiographies and narratives to 20™- century works. Authors may include Douglass,
Morrison, Wright, and Toomer. PREREQ: “C” grade or better in ENG 1050 and 1060.

ENG2190........... Latino Literature . .............c. . Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
Asurvey of literature by writers of Latin American heritage writing in English. This course examines the experience and dilemmas
of Mexicans, Cubans, Puerto Ricans, Dominicans, and other established and immigrants US Hispanic/Latino groups by studying
recent writers and filmmakers, including an examination of the media images of Latinos. Topics include essentialism,
biculturalism, marginality, transculturation, and acculturation. PREREQ: “C” grade or better in ENG 1050 and 1060.

ENG (AIS) 2200. .. ... Native American Literature . ........................... Fall, Spring, 3 Credits
ENG 2200 is a course cross-listed with AIS that introduces students to Native American literatures. As a survey course, it

assumes background in neither American Indian studies nor Native American literatures. Course requirements include research

essays, reading quizzes; class attendance and participation; and a mid-term and final examination. Students completing ENG

(AIS) 2200 will emerge with insights not only into “a different world” — The Magic World, one scholar has termed it — but

also into a different network of literatures, oral as well as written. PREREQ: “C” grade or better in ENG 1050 and 1060.

ENG2230........... American Literature Before1865..... .............. Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
A survey of notable authors and literary movements from the period preceding and including the Civil War. Reading may include
nonfiction, poetry, short fiction, and at least one novel. Authors may include Bradstreet, Poe, Emerson, Douglass, and Dickinson.
PREREQ: “C” grade or better in ENG 1050 and 1060.

ENG?2240........... American Literature Since 1865............ ........ Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
A survey of notable authors and literary movements between the end of the Civil War and the present. Reading may include
nonfiction, poetry, drama, short fiction, and at least one novel. Authors may include Twain, Chopin, Faulkner, Hughes, and
Walker. PREREQ: “C” grade or better in ENG 1050 and 1060.

ENG 2470........... British Literature Before 1790 ........... ........... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
A survey of British literature form the Anglo-Saxon through the Neo-Classical in several genres. readings may include Beowuif
and works by authors as Chaucer, More, Spencer, Shakespeare, Jonson, Milton, Swift, Defoe, and Behn. PREREQ: “C” grade
or better in ENG 1050 and 1060.

ENG2480........... British Literature After 1790 .......................... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
Asurvey of British literature form the Romantics to the contemporary, including Colonial and Post-Colonial literatures in several
genres. Authors may include Blake, Wordsworth, Shelley, the Brontes, Hopkins, Yeats, Joyce, Pinter, Amis, Coetze, Rushdie,
and Naipaul. PREREQ: “C” grade or better in ENG 1050 and 1060.

FRH 2310,2320...... Intermediate French I, Il . .......... ............... As announced, 3 Credits
Grammar review, translation and composition; oral practice through drill and discussion. An introduction to French civilization
and literature. PREREQ: FRH 1310, 1320 or two units of high school French.

All German courses are designed to give students a sense of the language by means of pattern drills, pronunciation exercises,
reading, listening, responding to questions. If students attend the class regularly and spend at least one hour outside regular
class meetings they can be successful.

GER 1310, 1320........ Elementary German |, Il. ................ As announced, 3 Credit hours each

The sequence of 1310-1320 introduces German grammar and vocabulary and aspects of German culture. Aural comprehension,
speaking, and writing are stressed in that order.
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XXX 1310, 1320........ Introductory Foreign Language Study. ............ As announced, 3 Credits each
The sequence 1310-1320 introduces the grammar and vocabulary of the language, with attendance to some aspects of the related
culture. Aural comprehension, speaking, reading, and writing are stressed in that order.

XXX 2310, 2320........ Intermediate Foreign Language Study. ...... ..... As announced, 3 Credits each
The sequence 2310-2320 develops increased competence in aural comprehension, grammar, translation, and composition.
PREREQ: Completion of the 1310-1320 sequence or two high school units of the specified langnage..

SPN1310............. Elementary Spanish |......... ... ... ... ... ....... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
This is a beginning foreign language course, however it is recommended that the student have had at least 1-2 years of Spanish
prior to entering the University. Thorough study of another foreign language prior to this is helpful also. If one has had no
previous language study, SPN 1310 is a good introductory course also but, it assumes that the college level student has a thorough
knowledge of his/her own native language of English. In this course the student is presented with the forms and function of
the present, present progressive, present tenses together with subject, object, indirect object, reflexive pronouns, possessive
pronouns along with a lot of vocabulary. In class, the students are presented the grammar and vocabulary and then attempt to
apply their learned knowledge to the written. Students are often afraid of making mistakes but in foreign language learning you
are supposed to because no one starts out speaking perfect Spanish or English for that matter.

SPN1320........... Elementary Spanish Il . ............................ Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
This course is a continuation of SPN 1310. The same text is used. We continue from 1310 (the first half of the book) into the
second half of the book. As in 1310, students should not be intimidated by making mistakes. That is part of the learning process
in a foreign language. Foreign languages do require quite a bit of study outside of the classroom.

SPN2310............. Intermediate Spanish | ........... ... ... ........ Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
Ironically, this class could be viewed as easier than the 100 level classes. It is essentially a review of everything covered in SPN
1310-1320. The students, therefore, are more at ease with the new language. The class at this level also is much smaller which
facilitates more oral language practice and less time exploring the language structure. PREREQ: SPN 1310, 1320 or two units of
high school Spanish; or permission of instructor.

SPN2320........... Intermediate Spanish Il ............................ Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
This also is a continuation of SPN 2310. We continue with the second half of the same text. It is a basic grammar review with
communication practice and some writing. PREREQ: SPN 1310, 1320, or two units of high school Spanish; or permission of instructor.

SPE 1020, 2000, and 2010 can help you be more effective speakers in personal, academic, and business situations. Taking a
speech course can help you learn to express your ideas more clearly and confidently. Expressing yourself clearly and
confidently in class discussions and oral reports can help you get better grades in other classes. You have a much better chance
of getting a job if you speak clearly and with confidence. Many a job is won or lost during an oral interview.

Students who do not do well in the courses often run into problems because they mistakenly think that since the courses focus
on oral communication, they are not as demanding as courses that have a heavy writing component. To benefit from the speech
courses, students need to understand the importance of and be committed to improving their oral communication skills.

SPE1020........... Fundamentals of Voice and Diction....... .. Fall, Spring & Summer, 3 Credits
The primary goal of Fundamental of VVoice and Diction is to enhance the students’ oral communication skills for academic and
career purposes. The purpose of language is communication, and the type of language which one must use to communicate
effectively varies depending on the language environment, which includes both the situation and the people involved. When
writing, for example, one would not write an academic paper or a business letter in the same way one would write a personal
letter to a friend. The same is true in oral communication: to communicate effectively orally, we have to tailor the way we speak
according to the different environment in which we are speaking. To enable students to express their ideas more confidently and
effectively, the course includes work on the identification and clear production of individual speech sounds, as well as overall
speech patterns, grammar and public speaking.

SPE2000........... Interpersonal Communication . .... ................. Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
Interpersonal communication behaviors influence interpersonal relationships. Emphasis on developing personal skills and
attitudes in one-to-one relationships and small groups.
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SPE2010............. Fundamentalsof Speech...... .................... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
The overall goal of Fundamentals of Speech is to help students communicate more effectively orally. When we speak, we do so
in order to achieve certain goals, and the more effectively we speak, the more likely it is that we will achieve our goals. While the
main work in the course is centered around preparing and delivering public presentations, the techniques and skills which are
studied and practiced are also applicable to effective interpersonal communication. In addition to becoming more effective and
self-confident speakers, students learn to become more attentive and critical listeners.

THE 2010............. Acting l: Fundamentals . . .......................... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
Introduction to fundamental acting concepts, including the understanding of self expression and understanding dramatic texts
in terms if goals, obstacles and action. Acting processes are explored through classroom exercises and scene work.

THE?2500........... Introductionto Theatre . .. ............. .. ......... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
Introduction to both Theatre practice and literature; survey of artists of the theatre, literature, criticism and practices from
Ancient to the present.

FRESHMAN SEMINAR e 910-521-6625

FRS 1000 (1 hr)........ Freshman Seminar.......... .............. Fall, Spring & Summer, 1 Credit
The University of North Carolina at Pembroke is committed to providing a quality education to all admitted students, regardless
of their backgrounds. Realizing that a university education requires attitudes and skills that are often quite different from those
that are cultivated at the high school level, the University of North Carolina at Pembroke has developed a course - Freshman
Seminar - to aid in the transition from high school to college.

Freshman Seminar is designed to help you start right academically. In order to succeed at UNCP the development of study skills
must become a high priority. Freshman Seminar, more than any other course, introduces you to these techniques. Included are:

e Time Management *  Note Taking Skills e Test Taking Skills
e Goal Setting »  Text Book Reading Skills

Freshman Seminar is also designed to help you in non-academic areas. The university setting can be a bewildering maze for the
incoming student. Many students are unaware of the strong support system that is in place at UNCP. You will be introduced
to many of these support offices through your Freshman Seminar course, including:

Freshman Seminar is a one-hour, graded course. A grade of “C” (2.0) or better must be earned in order to fulfill the Freshman
Seminar requirement.

GEOGRAPHY & GEOLOGY e 910-775-4024

GGY 1010........... Principles of Geography . . ..... ........ ... ........ Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
Students in GGY 1010 gain more knowledge about how the physical environment works, develop opinions on environmental
issues and resource use. They will gain a greater understanding of humanity’s impact upon our environment, as well as an
appreciation of how the physical environment influences society. Thus, students will gain insight into the relationship between
people and the physical earth. Students will seek to understand the characteristics of, and appreciate the diversity of various world
cultural groups. Furthermore, they will become more aware of global cultural, political and economic issues, and develop more
informed opinions on these issues. Students will learn how to utilize maps, so they will be better able to analyze and understand
the organization of peoples, places and environments. Students will also study how professionals in business, industry and
government are utilizing computer mapping, geographic information systems, GPS and remote sensing imagery to solve real
world problems.
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GGY 1020........... World Regional Geography . . ....................... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
This basic level course takes students on a tour of the world’s regions. In this course students will learn about the distinctive
physical and cultural environments of the many different parts of the world. In addition, they will become familiar with the names
of most of the countries, and will be able to follow current affairs in terms of where breaking news is occurring. Furthermore,
students will learn why the people in far-off places sometimes behave differently than we do, thus students will gain an
appreciation for different cultures. This course is a valuable background course for those interested in world politics, economics,
journalism, and other careers that involve knowledge of the world outside our doors.

GGY 2000........... Cultural Geography . ......... .. Spring, 3 Credits
Cultural geography studies the spatial (geographic) aspects of why we behave as we do. It is focused upon the learned traits of
societies, such as language, religion, politics, and many other everyday activities. In cultural geography, students will learn that
there is not just one “right” way of life, but that many cultures have established their own ways of doing things — ways that work
well for them. Students will also look at how peoples over the planet have built upon the landscape, and learn that this cultural
landscape is as varied as the number of cultures or nations on the planet. Closer to home, they may head into the rural areas to
find still-functioning “out-houses,” or could be involved in a study to determine why some people paint the trim of their houses
blue. [One theory is that it keeps evil from entering the dwelling.] These components of the cultural landscape reflect the cultures
that live in the region, and knowledge of them gives us a better understanding of why and how we live.

GGY (ECN) 2060.. .. .. Economic Geography . .......... .. ... . ... . . ... . ... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
Economic geography is a sub-field of Geography that studies how people earn their living, how livelihood systems vary by area,
and how economic activities are spatially interrelated and linked. Economics Geography examines the environmental and spatial
factors which determine the location of economic activities. Knowing where things are and why is essential to rational decision
making. The analysis of regional economic development problems and prospects is important for an understanding of any global
issue. This course will provide the student with the ability to describe major areas of economic development, examine linkages
between locations, predict future regions of economic growth, and evaluate how changes in the global economy may effect
cultures, political systems and society relationships. Students will be exposed to the vocabulary of economics and geography, as
well as to a number of important models and theories. An integral part of the course will be a focus on active learning and critical
thinking. the course is organized as a collaborative-learning experience with students and professor functioning interactively as
a learning team. Economic Geography is an especially relevant general education elective for Business related majors.

GLY 1000........... Physical Geology . ........ ... .. ... . ... ... .... As announced, 3 Credits
Analyze the Earth’s dynamic processes and discover how they produce the surface and interior. Find out why you can never
borrow a sharp penknife from a geologist. Drift with the continents into new climatic belts. Learn how rocks and minerals form,
are transported, and break down. Consider how the world supply and cost of energy affect how we conduct our lives.

GLY (GGY) 1150..... Earth Science.............. ... ... . ... ... ... .... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
Study the solid, liquid, and gaseous Earth! Learn what rocks, ocean, and the atmosphere are, and how they change with time.
Discover why Pembroke is at risk from an earthquake or could become a seaside resort. Find out the origins of kitty litter and
baking soda, those vital substances on which our entire civilization rests. See how the ocean shapes the Carolina coast, and how
ocean and atmosphere conspire to destroy us during great storms.

GLY 1250........... Earth History . . ... . s Spring, 3 Credits
Why don’t we find oil in North Carolina? Why is there oil in Texas? Was North Carolina part of Jurassic Park? Should we reunite
Gondwanaland?

Learn how we read the Earths historical record by studying rocks. Find out why the history of life as recorded by fossils is vital
to deciphering Earths history. From this, we can discover how North America came into being and changed to reach its current
state. Can this record give us clues to how the Earth will change in the future?

GLY 2620 (GGY 2620) ... .Environmental Geology . ........................... As announced, 3 Credits
In Environmental Geology, we investigate the Earth phenomena that affect us (such as storms, floods, and earthquakes) and
the way that our activities (such as use of energy resources, pollution, trash disposal, and building)affect Earths environment.
We can’t survive without the environment, sometimes we can barely survive with it (hurricanes); can Earths environment survive
us? PREREQ: GLY 1000 or GLY 1150.

GLY/GGY/PHS 2460. . .Weatherand Climate . . ............... ............ Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
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Do you understand your daily weather report? Can you read a weather map? What does it mean when you have a line of blue
triangles headed toward your area? Is that bad? What does it mean when the weather forecaster shows you a big “H” over your
region? When the weather person shows you a “Low”, does that mean that it is going to be cold tonight, or that it will rain today?
Why are some places deserts and other regions tropical rainforests? What makes it rain right after you wash your car? Why is the
air so bad in Los Angeles?

GLY2260............ Oceanography ............... . . As announced, 3 Credits
What makes the ocean slosh? Why did we have to move the Cape Hatteras Lighthouse? Can we get gold from seawater? In
Oceanography, learn about these areas and related larger questions; What is the ocean made of? What is its structure? What
processes operate in the ocean and along its shores? How may the ocean change in the future and how will that affect us?
PREREQ: GLY 1000 or GLY 1150.

HISTORY ¢ 910-521-6229

HST 1010........... American Civilizationsto 1877 . . ... ................ Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
American Civilizations to 1877 (HST 1010) surveys United States History from its origins to 1877, the end of Reconstruction.
The course examines exploration and colonization and the policies of European powers in regards to their colonies and the
indigenous people. The class studies the types of people who abandoned Europe to venture into an unknown territory and the
customs they celebrated in the New World. In addition, lectures and readings will focus on the forced migration of Africans and
the institution of slavery, the rugged individualism of the colonists as they created government bodies, the American Revolution,
the creation of the Constitution, the various presidents who shaped precedents for the young country, and the increasing
sectional tension between an industrializing north with free labor and an agrarian south wedded to slave labor. Then the class
considers the Civil War and Reconstruction period, pondering whether the United States was more unified before or after the
cataclysmic struggle. HST 1010 typically addresses such broad historical themes as: the transfer and adaption of Old World
cultures to New World circumstances; nation-making; race and gender relations; localism and expansionism; and the development
of democratic institutions. Students will develop critical thinking skills, gain a better understanding of history as a field of study
and profession, and realize that history is an interpretative process of which we are all a part. Typical assignments include reading
and understanding a textbook, the analysis of primary sources, objective and essay tests, and written assignments.

The course meets the criteria set out in UNC Pembroke’s General Education Program. It provides the student with “knowledge
of, appreciation for, and understanding of the contributions to society of major world civilizations and their histories.”

HST 1020........... American Civilizations since 1877 . . . .. . ............. Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
American Civilizations since 1877 (HST 1020) surveys United States History from the end of Reconstruction to the Present. It
covers westward expansion, the late 19" and early 20" centuries, the First World war, the Roaring Twenties, the Great
Depression, The Second World War, and the Cold War. Broad themes are explored, including: the growth of the modern state;
race and gender relations; the development of the United States as an industrialized and commercial world power; and the
relationship between war and reform. By developing these various themes, the course should also give students a better
understanding of history as a discipline or field of study. Finally, the pursuit of history will help develop the very basic but
essential analytical and communications skills that all students, regardless of their disciplines and majors, need to be successful
in any profession. Typical assignments include reading and understanding a textbook, the analysis of primary sources, objective
and essay tests, and written assignments.

The course meets the criteria set out in UNC Pembroke’s General Education Program. It provides the student with “knowledge
of, appreciation for, and understanding of the contributions to society of major world civilizations and their histories.”

HST (AIS) 1100. . ..... History of the American Indiansto 1865.............. Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
History of the American Indians to 1865 (HST 1100) surveys the history of American Indians from the earliest migrations to
the Americas to the end of the Civil War. Topics covered include, for example, pre-contact tribalism, the contacts between the
European colonists and the Native American, the European imperial wars and the Native Americans, Native Americans and the
formation of the United States, Thomas Jefferson’s policies towards Native Americans, Andrew Jackson’s Indian policy, removal,
and pacification in the West, and Native Americans during the Civil War. In addition, students taking this course will master the
fundamental principles of history; learn how to analyze and weigh evidence, make informed decisions, write and speak clearly,
think critically and creatively; and develop computer skills by utilizing e-mail and the Internet for research and word processing
for written requirements. Typical assignments include reading and understanding a textbook, the analysis of primary sources,
objective and essay tests, and written assignments.
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This course meets the criteria set out in UNC Pembroke’s General Education Program. It provides the student with “knowledge
of, appreciation for, and understanding of the contributions to society of major world civilizations and their histories.”

HST (AIS) 1110. ...... History of the American Indians since 1865........... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
History of the American Indians since 1865 (HST 1110) surveys the History of American Indian from the end of the Civil War
to the Present. Topics covered include, for example, Changing Indian Policy and Peaceful Indians, Resistive Indian and the End
of Indian Military Power, reservations, Strategies of Evasion, “Friends of the Indian,” Allotment, and of Indian Territory, and
Native Americans in the 20" Century and Beyond. In addition, students taking this course will master the fundamental principles
of history, learn how to analyze and weigh evidence, make informed decisions, write and speak clearly, think critically and
creatively; and develop computer skills by utilizing e-mail and the Internet for research and word processing for written
requirements. Typical assignments include reading and understanding a textbook, the analysis of primary sources, objective and
essay tests, and written assignments.

This course meets the criteria set out in UNC Pembroke’s General Education Program. It provides the student with “knowledge
of, appreciation for, and understanding of the contributions to society of major world civilizations and their histories.”

HST 1140............ World Civilizationsto 1500 . ... ............ Fall, Spring & Summer, 3 Credits
HST 1140 surveys the birth and diffusion of world civilizations from prehistory to about 1500, the beginning of European
overseas expansion. Attention is given the major cultural, social, economic, and political trends within each civilization. The
course begins with the birth of civilization in the ancient Near East and the outward diffusion and transformation of that
civilization. It turns next to the rise of civilizations in India and China and their history before the sixth century AD. The course
then treats the rise and fall in succession of Greek, Hellenistic, and Roman civilizations, stressing the role of the Roman Empire
in transmitting both classical civilization and the Christian religion to Europe. In the aftermath of the collapse of the Roman
Empire in the fifth century AD, consideration is given to how the Byzantine Empire preserved and transformed the Roman
heritage and the parallel rise and spread of the Islamic religion and culture. Studied next is the history of Western Europe during
the Early, High, and Late Middle Ages. Then attention is turned to first East Asia and second to Africa and the Americas. The
course concludes with the beginning of the Modern Age in Europe, and emphasis falls on the Italian and Northern Renaissance
and the Reformation of the sixteenth century. Perennial themes include the origin and diffusion of civilization; the emergence
and character of the great religious and philosophical traditions; the frequent clash of systems of thought and how they expanded,
spread, and were transformed; the rise and fall of empires; technological innovations and the diffusion of technologies;
population growth and its consequences; the development and spread of commerce; and the origins and ever-greater importance
of cities. Typical assignments include reading and understanding a textbook, the analysis of primary sources, objective and essay
tests, and written assignments.

This course meets the criteria set outin UNC Pembroke’s General Education Program. It provides the student with “knowledge
of, appreciation for, and understanding of the contributions to society of major world civilizations and their histories.”

HST1150............ World Civilizations since 1500....... ...... Fall, Spring & Summer, 3 Credits
World Civilizations since 1500 (HST 1150) surveys world history from the onset of the early modern era, roughly 1500 to the
present, analyzing the major political, social, cultural, and economic developments that have shaped the modern world. Attention
will be given to individual civilization and geographic regions, as well as to the process of globalization that has characterized
world history since the beginning of the sixteenth century. Typical units include: The Origins of Global Interdependence, 1500
to 1800, An Age of evolution, Industry, and Empire, 1750 to 1914, and The Twentieth Century. History 1150 is designed to
enhance students’ understanding of world history since 1500, to foster an increased appreciation of and respect for different
civilizations and their historical development, and to improve basic academic and intellectual skills, analytical and communicative
skills in particular.

Typical assignments including reading and understanding a textbook, the analysis of primary sources, objective and essay tests,
and written assignments.

This course meets the criteria set out in UNC Pembroke’s General Education Program. It provides the student with “knowledge
of, appreciation for, and understanding of the contributions to society of major world civilizations and their histories.”
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ESTHER G. MAYNOR HONORS COLLEGE e 910-521-6841

HON 1000........... Contemporary Publiclssues..... ...... .. ... .. .. ... Fall, 3 Credits
Analysis of selected contemporary events from the points of view of history, political science, psychology, geography, economics,
philosophy, religion, and sociology, in the light of weekly world developments. Emphasis upon the appreciation and development
of logic and style in critical thought in considering international and domestic conflicts, human rights and institutional
effectiveness, freedom and responsibility, and resources, technology, and the environment. Honors students receive credit in
General Education for a course in Social Science Division.

HON 1510.......... Contemporary Issues in Science and Technology . ......... ..... Spring, 3 Credits
An interdisciplinary examination of scientific and technological issues of current global significance. The scientific principles
relating to each topic will be examined, followed by analysis of management possibilities and problems, technological
applications, and implications for society. Where appropriate, laboratory experiences (both on and off campus) will be involved
which expose the student to relevant techniques and methodology. Honors students receive General Education credit for a
course in the Physical Science area of the Natural Science and Mathematics Division.

HON 2000 ........... The Humanistic Tradition I: Pre-History to the Baroque Era . ... .Fall, 3 Credits
Interdisciplinary examination of cultures in selected epochs from prehistory to the Baroque Era. Illustrative works and ideas from
literature, art, music, religion, and philosophy, studied to characterize each period and its contribution to humanity’s self-
understanding. Honors students receive General Education credit for a course in the Divisional Electives area of Humanities.

HON2010............ The Humanistic Tradition II: From Baroque to the Present . . . Spring, 3 Credits
Interdisciplinary examination of cultures in selected epochs from the Baroque to the present. Antecedents and consequences
of some focal cultural themes chosen for the semester, e.g. naturalism in European literature, the experience of the American
frontier, the philosophy of the Age of Enlightenment, and political and social upheaval in the French Revolution. Honors
students receive General Education credit for a course in the Division Electives area of Humanities.

HON 2510........... Horizons in Math and Computer Science........ ............. Fall, 3 Credits
Current approaches to mathematical modeling, data acquisition, and data analysis with respect to natural systems, emphasizing
microcomputer applications to scientific problems. Students will gain experience in the use of available computational resources,
including commercial software, microcomputers, and mainframe facilities. Honors students receive General Education credit
for a course in the Divisional Electives area of Natural Sciences and Mathematics.

HON2750........... The individual in Society. .. ........ ... .. .. .. Spring, 3 Credits
Recent topics concerning advances in the study of human behavior are examined within a seminar format. Relevant reading are

assigned on brain/behavior connections, social roles, and theories of personality. Class presentations and discussion form a major

portion of the course. Honors students receive General Education credit for a course in the Social Science Division.

HON3000........... CulturesinContact. ............... .. As announced, 3 Credits
This course is designed to introduce students to a specific world culture through a variety of methods. The readings will include
sociological, economic, historical, and fictional accounts of this country. The objective is to learn about another culture while
also learning how to approach the study of and engagement with that culture. There will also be a travel component to provide
for first-hand engagement with the culture studied.

MATHEMATICS & COMPUTER SCIENCE e 910-521-6244

MAT 0104. ........ .. Fundamentals of Mathematics...................... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
A study of topics in algebra that are essential for success in college algebra (MAT 1070). Content includes solving of linear
equations and inequalities as well as systems of linear equations and inequalities. Topics from geometry, polynomials, factoring,
rational expressions, and radicals are also studied. (This course does not count toward graduation requirements. Most students
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will be placed in this course by scores on the Mathematics Placement Test.)

MAT 1050 ........... Introduction to College Mathematics........ Fall, Spring & Summer, 3 Credits
This course is designed to provide students with an appreciation for and a better understanding of mathematical principles.
Emphasis will be on the application of critical thinking skills in order to identify and solve problems. The student will learn how
to use basic mathematical skills in new and challenging situations. Work problems or application problems will be emphasized
instead of traditional calculation problems. The student will study various topics from mathematics including, but not limited
to, problem solving, number patterns, sets, logic, geometry, probability, and statistics. (Credit for MAT 1050 will not be allowed
if the student has previously received a grade of C or better in a math course with a higher catalog number unless the course is
being taken to replace a grade.) PREREQ: MAT 0104 or appropriate score on the Mathematics Placement Examination.

MAT 1070............. College Algebra. . ....................... Fall, Spring & Summer, 3 Credits
This course will provide the student with a study of college algebra to include a wide range of real life applications that show how
algebra can be used to solve important problems that are faced in our world today, and to prepare the student for more advanced
courses.

MAT 1080 ........... Plane Trigonometry . . . ................... Fall, Spring & Summer, 3 Credits
This course is designed to explore trigonometric relationships, that is, mathematical relationships using the sine, cosine, and
tangent functions along with their cofunctions of secant, cosecant, and cotangent. These functions allow us to explore the
relationships in right triangles. A good understanding of algebra is needed to be successful. Measurement is emphasized by using
the ratio of 2 sides of right triangle to find mission sides and angles to solve problems. Conversion from standard degree measure
to radian measure and conversion from standard x and y coordinates to polar coordinates will be explored. Logic and
substitutions using trigonometric identities will be used to solve equations using trigonometric functions. These functions will
also be graphed. The use of trigonometry in non-right triangles will also be explored. An introduction to vectors and their
properties and applications will also be included. PREREQ: MAT 1070.

MAT 1090............ Precalculus. ... ... .. ... .. Fall & Spring, 4 Credits
This course is an accelerated version of MAT 1070 and MAT 1080 combined. See both course descriptions for a list of topics
covered. This course is intended as a rapid review of the topics in preparation for calculus.

MAT 1180........... Finite Mathematics . . ............................ As announced, 3 Credits
This course is designed to provide an introduction to set theory, probability and systems or equations. Emphasis will be on
symbolic logic, combinatorics, and matrices.

Students will review basic algebra and develop skills that will allow them to solve application problems involving linear
programming, counting techniques, and statistics. Set theory and logic will allow them to make educated decisions in problem
situations by investigating the language involved. Recommended PREREQ: MAT 1070 or equivalent.

MAT 2100........... Introduction to Statistics . .................. Fall, Spring & Summer, 3 Credits
This course is designed to provide an introduction to statistics. Emphasis is given to applications. The only prerequisite is College
Algebra; therefore, it is not calculus based. Statistics is the science of conducting studies to collect, organize, summarize, analyze,
and draw conclusions from data. Descriptive statistics consists of the collection, organization, presentations, and summarization
of data. We begin the class by learning various unbiased methods of collecting data. Then we study frequency distributions used
to organize data. Different charts and graphs are used to present data. To summarize the data, we calculate different measures
of central tendency (If you had to select one number to represent your data, what number would you pick?) and measures of
dispersion (How spread out is your data?).

Inferential statistics consists of generalizing from samples to populations, performing hypothesis tests, determining relationships
among variables, and making predictions. Probability is studied since it is the basis for inferential statistics. Hypothesis testing
allows us to determine what is and what is not significant. In other words, “Where do we draw the line in the sand?” between
being significant and not being significant. Half of the class consists of learning the procedures for hypothesis testing.
Recommended PREREQ: MAT 1070 or equivalent.

MAT 2150............. Calculus with Applications . ............... Fall, Spring & Summer, 4 Credits
MAT 215, Calculus with Applications, is required for biology majors, and is not open to mathematics majors. this course is a
study of functions of one variable; derivatives, integrals and their applications to Biological Sciences and Business. Special
attention will be given to exponential functions with respect to growth and decay applications. Topics of multi-variant Calculus
will also be included. PREREQ: MAT 1070 or MAT 1090 or equivalent.
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MAT 2210............. Calculus|l........... ... ... ... Fall, Spring & Summer, 4 Credits
A study of functions of one variable, topics from analytic geometry, limits and continuity of functions; differentiation of algebraic
functions; curve sketching; various applications chosen from physics, economics and optimization. PREREQ: MAT 1070 and
MAT 1080, or MAT 1090, or equivalent.

MAT 2220. . ........... Calculusll......... ... . .. Fall, Spring & Summer, 4 Credits
A study of integrals (indefinite, improper), the fundamental theorem of calculus and applications of integrals e.g. in physics,
geometry or differential equations. The derivative and integral of exponential, logarithmic and inverse trigonometric functions
are also studied along with various techniques of integration. PREREQ: MAT 2210.

CSC2020............. Microcomputer Programming . . ... .................. Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
This course is designed to provide an introduction to computer programming. Emphasis is given to visual programming. The
idea behind this type of programming is to define objects (analogous to actors in a play) that have specific properties (analogous
to hair color, weight) and capabilities (analogous to talking, walking). Once the objects (player) are defined, they are placed on
a form (the stage on which the play will take place.) When this new program is run, the form becomes a window on the desktop
of the computer, the objects become visible in that window, and they wait for the user to direct their actions using events-
keystrokes and mouse clicks. This type of programming is called object-oriented and event-driven. Each student will do many
programming projects using step-by-step instructions from the textbooks. PREREQ: CSC 1000, or CSC 1550, or permission of
instructor.

MUSIC ¢ 910-521-6230

MUS 1020 ........... Introduction to Music Appreciation. ... ............. Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
Restriction: Not apen to music majors. MUsic Appreciation begins with an in-depth look at the elements of music from the standpoint
of understanding the terminology as well as recognizing aurally the various elements and how they are treated. The primary focus
throughout the course is on “art music” — the music that requires attentive listening. However, other types of music including
jazz, musical theater and music of other cultures are covered. The various musical styles are traced through the centuries up to
the present. The fascinating phenomenon that becomes apparent as the course progresses is the relationship between the music
and the culture that produced it. One of the requirements of this class is to attend live performances of concert music. No
musical background is required, but a willingness to develop good listening skills is helpful. Basic piano keyboard skills are
incorporated into the course.

MUS 1040........... Introduction to Jazz Appreciation.... .................. Fall, Spring, 3 Credits
Open to both music and non-music majors. Jazz draws its artistic inspiration from the rich musical heritages of West African, African-
American Spirituals, Blues and Work Songs, and popular crazes like Minstrelsy, Ragtime, Dixieland, and Swing. Learn as you
listen to the many artists and styles that make up the history of America’s “Classical” music.

MUS2930........... The World of Music: Classical to the ContemporaryEra................ 3 credits
Political, social, and general cultural settings provided the background for the study of music from 1750 to today. The study of
“World Music” is included in the course.

MUS 2940........... The World of Music: Antiquity tothe BaroqueEra.................... 3 Credits
Listening examples go back to the beginning of organized sound and proceed along the evolutionary track through the Baroque
Era. The political, social, and cultural settings for study of almost 4,000 years of music.

MUS2980............ History of Musical Theatre . ... ......................... Spring, 3 Credits
This is an overview of the American Musical from its early roots to the present. This art form is examined through original
recordings, recorded and live performances and web streaming. Exploration includes the political cultural and social settings of
the genre.
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PHILOSOPHY & RELIGION « 910-521-6240

PHI 1000............ Introduction to Philosophy . ..... .................. Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
A survey of issues and philosophers in the history of western philosophy. Using historical sources, the class will address some
of the perennial questions, including the nature of existence, knowledge, and goodness.

PHI1010............ LOQIC . .ttt Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
The methods and principles of correct thinking and argument. Emphasis on deductive reasoning, including an introduction to
symbolic logic, the syllogism, and guidelines for diagnosing fallacies.

PHI (REL) 1020....... Perspectiveson Humanity . .............. .. .. .. .. . .. 3 Credits
A study of the dominant understandings of humanity from the perspectives of philosophy, religion, and science. The class will
discuss alternative understandings of human beings, ranging from Biblical perspectives to evolutionary theory.

PHI2040............ Introductionto Ethics. ......... ... ... ... .. .., 3 Credits
A study of the criteria by which moral decisions are made and their applications to selected contemporary ethical issues.

PHI2050............ Social and Political Philosophy . .......... .. ... ... ... .. ... .. ... 3 Credits
Studies of opposing philosophical views about humankind and the foundation of political and social life.

PHI2110............. American Philosophy . ... ... . 3 Credits
A study of several of the major figures in American philosophy. Beginning with Charles Sanders Peirce, American pragmatism
has had a major impact on the international philosophical community. This class will examine the philosophers who brought
the United States into the international spotlight. PREREQ: PHI 1000 or consent of instructor.

REL 1050........... Introduction to the Old Testament........ .......... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
The Old Testament is one of the most influential books in western culture and yet is one of the least known. It is the product
of the religious institutions of the ancient nation of Israel and yet remains an important part of the religious beliefs of much of
the world today. This course intends to introduce the student to the basic background of the Old Testament, the religion of Israel
from which the literature arose, the history of Israel which was a catalyst for the production of the literature, and an examination
of the literary and religious content of the individual parts of the Old Testament.

REL1060............ Introduction to the New Testament. .. .............. Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
This course is an examination of the New Testament from literary, historical, cultural, and religious perspectives. The New
Testament was the product of the early Christian church and was greatly influenced by Israelite, Jewish, and Greek thought. We
will examine the New Testament in the light of these various perspectives and see how these diverse influences affected the
writings of the New Testament. The origins of the writings will also be investigated.

REL 1080........... Introduction to Religious Thought. ............ ... ... ... ......... 3 Credits
This course will serve as an introduction to key common issues in religious thought, such as the nature of ultimate reality, human
nature and ultimate destiny, and how religious people claim to know divine matters through reason and revelation. The course
will focus on Judeo-Christian theology, though other perspectives will be treated. Some attention will be paid to the cultural
contexts that influence religious thinkers as they formulate questions and offer answers on these inescapable issues.

REL 1300........... Introduction to the Religion . . ....................... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
REL 1300, Introduction to Religion, is an examination of the broad variety of beliefs, activities, rituals, practices, and thought
systems that take place under the overall concept of religion. The basic concepts of religion, or religious phenomenology, is
examined and a survey is made of the five major religions of the world: Hinduism, Buddhism, Judaism, Islam, and Christianity.

REL2050........... Religion, Art,and Culture . . . ...... ... 3 Credits
A study of the interaction between religion and culture, involving intellectual, aesthetic, and theological dimensions of meaning.
A primary focus will be visual art, including painting through Western history and contemporary films.

REL2090............ Religionin America. . ... ... 3 Credits
Religion has played a major role in the shaping of the United States of America in many ways. Our culture, politics, government,
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and national identity have all been heavily influenced by the religious beliefs of the people of the nation. This course examines
the impact of religious belief and religious institutions on the origin, development, and current state of the United States of
America. Considerable attention will be given to the religions which are currently present in the nation.

REL (AIS) 2130....... American Indian Religious Traditions .. ............................ 3 Credits
Please refer to AIS 2130 under American Indian Studies.

REL2140............ Introduction to Religious Ethics . . ... .............. As announced, 3 Credits
This course surveys the question of ethics from the standpoint of religious belief. The course keys on but is not limited to the
ethical patterns of the Judeo-Christian traditions.

REL?2160............ ReligionsoftheFarEast....... ... ... . ... . .. .. . . . . .. 3 Credits
This course is a survey of the beginnings, development and current state of the religion of the Far East: Hinduism, Buddhism,
Taoist, Confucian, and Shinto.

REL 2180...... Religionsofthe NearEast. ....... .. ... .. .. 3 Credits
A survey of the major religions which are major parts of the religious culture of the Middle East. It surveys the origins, history,
present status, and theological patterns of Islam, Christianity, and Zoroastrianism.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION « 910-521-6220

PED 1010........... Wellness and FitneSS . . . ... ..ot e e 1 Credit
Basic, practical concepts concerning health, disease, fitness, exercise, obesity, etc. will be covered as related to personal wellness
and fitness. Topics include safe exercise participation, nutritional analysis and diet, over fatness control, cardiovascular fitness,
muscular strength and endurance, flexibility, risk-reduction programs, stress management, smoking cessation, myths vs. facts
of exercise and health-related concepts and wellness behaviors.

PED 1300........... FitnessWalking . . . .. ... ... 1 Credit
An introduction to the basics and benefits of fitness walking. To develop a skill that allows one to participate and derive
enjoyment from a wholesome fitness activity for a lifetime. The course will enlighten one about the role walking plays on the
cardiovascular system, the musculoskeletal system, metabolism, injury prevention, techniques, warmup, cooldown, and self-
administered testing.

PED1310........... ANCNEIY . 1 Credit
Activity class designed to teach skills, general rules, and terminology associated with archery. Topics that will be addressed
include archery equipment, shooting at various distances, bracing the bow, nocking the arrow, drawing, anchoring, aiming,
releasing, retrieving, scoring, techniques, and safety.

PED1320........... Badminton .. ... 1 Credit
An introduction to the fundamental skills of the game of badminton to include proper grip, serving in a variety of ways,
footwork, proper court positioning, shot-placement, doubles play, offensive and defensive maneuvers, history and background
of the game, rules, terminology, and courtesies.

PED 1330........... GOl . 1 Credit
An introductory course in the basic fundamental aspects of golf. Topics included are the swing, approach shots, putting,
terminology, rules and etiquette appropriate to the golf course, equipment, error corrections, and swing application.

PED 1340............ SWIMMING . . .o e e e e 1 Credit
A basic introductory course in water safety and drown-proofing. Topics addressed are the “fear of the water” syndrome, aquatic
and pool safety, how to become “drown-proofed,” other topics include an introduction to the four basic swimming strokes and
two basic dives, buoyancy, body positions, propulsion, strokes, water entry, and adjustment to water temperature.

PED1350............ TONNIS .« . e 1 Credit



An introduction to the rules, scoring and mechanics of beginning tennis. Topics covered include the forehand and backhand
drives, serving, volleying, scoring in tennis, rules, basic strategy in both singles and doubles play, and etiquette.

PED 1370............ BOWIING . . .. 1 Credit
An introduction to the basics and benefits of bowling. Topics include selection of equipment such as ball and shoes, approach
principles on the lane, aiming and spotting the shot, hook and curve bowling, scoring, and bowling etiquette. §75 fe.

PED1380........... Rhythmsand Dance. ........... .. 1 Credit
Designed to cover basic, fundamental dance and rhythmic movements and skills that can be easily mastered in a variety of

modalities. Topics include listening to music, learning rhythms, basic dance positions, basic dance steps, basic dance turns, and

classifications such as social, ballroom, folk, country-line, Latin, classical, etc.

PED1390............ Racquetball . . ... . ... 1 Credit
Credit, 1 semester hour.

PED1410........... Physical Conditioning . . .. ... 1 Credit
An introductory course on how to develop a sound program for physical fitness with major emphasis on strength training,
pyrometric training, flexibility, aerobic training, etc.

PED1450........... Volleyball . . . ... 1 Credit
An introductory course on the fundamental skills and techniques of recreational volleyball. Topics include serving, passing,
spiking, blocking, court awareness, sportsmanship, basic offensive and defensive alignments, etc.

PED1460........... Weight Training . . . .. .. .. o 1 Credit
This course will provide students with an opportunity to experience a progressive resistance exercise program to fit personal goals
and how weight training can be a lifelong program. Topics will include vocabulary, myths about weight training, nutrition, types
of equipment, proper lifting techniques, safety precautions, the various exercises for different muscle groups, etc.

PED 1770........... Advanced Physical Conditioning .. .......... ... ... .. ... . ... ..., 1 Credit
This course is designed for varsity athletes and is a questionable choice for the “general” student. This course is very demanding
and specific to sport skills as related to advanced conditioning for the elite varsity athlete.

PED1790........... Aerobic DanCe . . ... ... . 1 Credit
This course is designed to be an enjoyable, low-impact exposure to dance for fitness and to maintain a healthy lifestyle. Topics
include target heart rate taking, flexibility, stretching methods, various forms of dance to increase cardiovascular function,
warmup, cooldown period, etc.

PED (MSC) 1800. ... .. Military Physical Conditioning .. .......... ... ... .. ... .. ... .. ..., 1 Credit
This course is designed specifically for the military training; because of its structure, it is probably NOT a good choice for the
“general” student. Special permission is required.

PED (THE) 1810....... StageDancel........... ... ... ........ Fall of alternate years, 1 Credit
Basic dance technique for the stage. PREREQ: Permission of instructor.

PED (THE) 1820 ...... StageDancell ........................... Spring of alternate years, 1 Credit
Basic dance technique for the stage. PREREQ: THE 1810.

PED1900........... Outdoor FItNeSS . . .. .o 1 Credit
A course exposing students to basic skill development in orienteering and elementary rock climbing. Topics include map and
compass use, proper use of climbing harnesses and carabineers, climbing and belaying safety, belaying techniques, knowledge
of camping equipment, trip planning, and camping safety.

PED 1910........... SPINNING . . ... 1 Credit
A course designed for fitness efforts on stationary cycles.

PED 1950........... Water ABIrODICS . . . .. 1 Credit



A course designed to show how water exercise relates to overall physical fitness. Topics include various water modalities, safety
rules, target heart rate taking, warmup, stretching methods and techniques, etc.

POLITICAL SCIENCE e 910-521-6363

The department of Political Science and Public Administration offers two courses as social science options in the General

Education Program. Most UNCP students will benefit from these courses.

The two courses which will meet general education requirements are PSPA 1000 (Introduction to Political Science) and PSPA
1010 (Introduction to American National Government). Either one may be used toward the social science requirements in the
UNCP general education program. Most students who will work in business, education, non-profit organizations, medicine,
journalism, etc. will find the 1010 Introduction to American National Government to be most appropriate for their particular
needs. Students who will work in an international setting may find the 1000 Introduction to Political Science to be more
appropriate.

Both courses provide excellent opportunities to enhance analytic and communication skills necessary for success in any
professional setting. Both courses will provide a foundation in political and organizational thinking which will make you more
astute citizens and professionals who are attractive to a variety of potential employers.

PSPA1000.......... Introduction to Political Science . . ................... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
A study of general political science concepts and approaches to help individuals and groups utilize more effectively the political,
social, and economic systems with which they will come into contact. A comparative approach which examines political systems
and cultures throughout the world will enhance any student’s preparation for participation in the global economy.

PSPA1010.......... Introduction to American National Government. . ... .. Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
A study of general political science concepts and approaches to help individuals understand and utilize American executive,
legislative, judicial, and policy processes which will directly impact on their personal and professional lives. A focus on American
government and administrative processes together with an awareness of general American policy issues will enhance any student’s
preparation for professional and economic success.

PSYCHOLOGY ¢ 910-5621-6240

PSY1010........... Introductory Psychology . .................. Fall, Spring & Summer, 3 Credits
Throughout history people have been fascinated by the connection between the mind and the body. Psychologists use the
scientific method to study the interrelationships among thoughts, feelings, and behavior. Thus, this course will introduce the
scientific method as it applies to psychology. In addition, specific topics addressed in this course include memory, personality,
and psychological disorders. Other topics addressed will vary from section to section.

SOCIOLOGY ¢ 910-521-6380

SOC1020........... Introduction to Sociology . . ........... ... .. .. ... .. Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
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Introduction to Modern Saociology is intended for beginning students and those students who have not yet declared majors or
who have declared majors in fields other than Sociology. Sociology is the study of human society and social interaction and SOC
1020 examines a wide range of social scientific disciplines (including Sociology, Anthropology and Social Psychology.) The
objectives of this course include the following: (1) to define the sociology perspective and to introduce the discipline of
Sociology; (2) to examine recent research findings in Sociology and to discuss the relevance of these findings to our everyday
lives; (3) to identify major social changes and social problems in modern American society; and (4) to provide an orientation for
the departmental majors to Sociology, Social Work, and Criminal Justice.

Among the topics included in this course are culture, socialization and gender roles, social groups and social processes, social
inequality (including the various forms of prejudice and discrimination), social institutions and social problems.

For those who choose to major, minor, or seek an academic concentration in Sociology, Soc 1010 is counted as a Sociology
elective course.

SOC (AIS) 1050. . ... ... Introduction to Cultural Anthropology ... ..................... Fall, 3 Credits
Introduction to Cultural Anthropology provides students with a basic understanding of the various sub-fields of cultural
anthropology. In learning the concepts of culture, cultural relativity and ethnocentrism, students gain greater insight into how
their own behaviors and values are influenced by their culture, and they recognize and appreciate the diversity of behaviors and
values that exist throughout the world, and among different groups within their own culture. Unlike SOC 1020 and SOC 2090
which focus on American society and culture, SOC/AIS 1050 examines social institutions in other societies and it exposes
students to an international perspective by examining the topics of social change and social problems from a more global
perspective.

SOC/AIS 1050 is an elective course for students majoring, minoring, and concentrating in Sociology, as well as for those
majoring in American Indian Studies and American Studies. SOC 1050 is a required course in the Social Studies Education
Program.

SOC2090........... Social Problems in Modern Society .................... Fall & Spring, 3 Credits
Sociology 2090 builds on the fundamental sociology concepts learned in earlier coursework such as Introduction to Sociology.
The array of topical issues may differ from course to course according to the instructor but coursework generally focuses on
matter of societal importance such as: economy, crime, poverty, drugs, environment, population, and education. Students will
view such problems in a national and global context.
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
