Describe the project/initiative/program.
Add a new Assistant Professor in American Indian History.  This would be a joint appointment with the American Indian Studies Department.  The search would be conducted in 08-09 and the faculty member would begin teaching in August 09.
How does this request assist in the fulfillment of one or more elements of the University’s mission?

This joint appointment supports the University’s commitment to diversity and helps the University to fulfill its mission to encourage inclusion and appreciation of the values of all people. It will also help to expand the University’s capacity to infuse the curriculum with interdisciplinary opportunities for all UNCP students. Finally, this appointment will help with the expansion of the scope and function of the AIS Department, which is in line with the Diversity goal of the SPARC Strategic Initiatives (approved April 2, 2007).  

It would also allow History and American Indian Studies to offer more courses in American Indian History.  Our current American Indian Historian is stretched thin.  As a result of the high demands of both departments, neither can offer as many courses in American Indian History as we would like.  Adding an additional faculty member would also allow History and American Indian Studies Departments to offer more General Education courses in American Indian History (to meet the demand created by enrollment increases) and graduate classes to meet the needs of our growing graduate programs, both on and off campus.
Describe the objectives to be achieved and how the requested funding will contribute to the achievement of these objectives.

This joint appointment with History is an out-growth of on-going interdisciplinary work between HST and AIS.  The objective is to offer UNC Pembroke students an opportunity to take more courses in American Indian History. This appointment will also help to expand the University’s capacity to infuse the curriculum with interdisciplinary opportunities for students. 

 At the moment, offerings are limited by a shortage of faculty.  Hiring an Assistant Professor in American Indian History would achieve this goal.

Does this request have a direct effect on enrollment? Is this request a result of changes in enrollment?  If so, please explain.

As the University grows, it would an asset to strengthen our course offerings in American Indian History.  The primary objective is to increase the offerings that are interdisciplinary to HST and AIS and those that fulfill the General Education curriculum needs for students. 

Will this request have a direct effect on student retention? If so, please explain.

Yes, our enrollment in AIS/HST 1110 has increased since the addition of Dr. Rose Stremlau (specialist in American Indian History).  An additional instructor in this area will help to improve student retention in both AIS and HST.

Describe the expected results of this project/initiative/program.

UNC Pembroke students will have the opportunity to take a wider variety courses in American Indian History. Students taking GE HST/AIS courses will have an opportunity to be taught by an expert in the field of American Indian History.   There will be a wider array of American Indian History courses taught on a regular basis.
