2. Minutes approved.  Motion by Roger Killian.  Second by Delores.

3. Data Standards Update – Delores

a. Committee will meet Friday, Dec. 14th.

b. There are some additions proposed by Advancement that must be considered.

c. Documents related to data integrity from UNCW and ASU are being reviewed for possible incorporation into the data standard.

d. The data standard document will be forwarded to the steering committee for review following updates from the Data Standards meeting on Dec. 14th.

4. Data migration issues from Advancement migration – Bonnie.

a. Issues include names that do not match, addresses that do not match, and birthdates that do not match.  Over 12,000 records did not load.

b. After review, about 2,000 names have a significant difference and further analysis is necessary.

c. Several thousand addresses differ.  The committee will need to adopt a heuristic to use in updating addresses.

d. This issue is complicated by the difference in the Accounts Payable (AP) and MA addresses in Banner.

e. Input will be needed by several offices, as updates will affect each module.

f. Migration issues may delay Advancement go-live.

g. This analysis has not included organizations.

h. Bonnie will continue the analysis and bring proposals to the committee.

i. Roger will meet with George and Pam Barkett to review the issue of AP addresses.

5. Student Services Committee – Bob.

a. Bob has met with the Chancellor, who has no objections to overlap and information exchange between these committees.  The Chair of the Student Services Committee will become member of Steering Committee.

6. Social Security Number update - Bob

a. Bob reviewed some comments on ssn issues from Donna Payne.

b. There is a civil liability to exposure of PII, but not Banner Ids.

c. State auditor or attorney general findings for non-compliance.  Consider the recent FSU audit.

d. Political accountability, esp. with the General Assembly.

e. Lack of confidence among students, parents, etc.

f. Bob will invite Donna Payne to next meeting.

7. Lawrence Locklear is completing the Banner Steering Committee web site.  It will be a repository of information – Bob

a. Banner account and class applications will be modified to include the supervisor’s signature as well.

8. Committee Updates – Bob

a. People have been very receptive to serving on committees.

b. Student Core Team – chaired by Lela Clark

c. Business Core Team – chaired by Denise Carroll

d. Data Standards – chaired by Delores Lowry

9. Teacher Education Programming Codes – Kathleen

a. Short discussion of the issue.  Delores will convene Janetta, Kathleen, and Bonnie to identify required form specifications.
10. Banner Crosswalk Chart – Bob

a. There is a desire to have documentation of the correspondence between FRS screen and Banner forms, and who owns the forms.  Tom will research this further.

11.  Extracting data from Banner forms – Bob

a. Extracting data requires modify access to a form.

b. This information should be available in self service.  Bonnie will follow-up with Kathleen to review the issue.

12. Change order modules, electronic approvals, fax server distribution – Bob
a. This issue was submitted by Denise Carroll, who was ill and not available for this meeting

13. Training – Bob

a. Conversion of finance reporting to ODS will require significant training.

b. Tom outlined the differences in Banner and ODS as reporting databases.  Banner is designed to process transactions.  ODS is designed as a data mart, to simply do? reporting.  The third database type is a data warehouse, which is designed for reporting but also includes historical data for trend analysis.

c. The reporting committee will need to grapple with the strategic decisions about where reporting will be done, how data will be secured in a reporting environment, and how it will be rolled out to the campus.  These are policy issues that both affect and are affected by the technology issues.

d. Bob mentioned other tasks for the training? committee such as rolling out reporting to end users, making reporting accessible, and giving end users the ability to run reports.

e. Bob asked the committee members to think about subjects which need to be covered in training and bring those to the next meeting.

14. EMAS Interface – Tom

a. Tom reviewed the issue of updating general person data in Banner using data from EMAS.  Among the issues are the legal name for academic history, and the rule to use when updating existing data in Banner.

b. Bob asked that the committee think about the issue and come prepared for discussion at the next meeting.
