1. Meeting called to order at 10:06am.

2. Present: Preston Swiney, Lela Clark, Bruce Blackmon, Kathleen Hilton, Roger Killian, Bob Orr, George Guthrie, Delores Lowry, Teresa Oxendine, Bonnie Howard, Natrica Drake, Julie Layne, Tom Jackson

3. Agenda approved

4. Minutes of March 11, 2008 meeting approved

5. Report from Business Core group omitted.

6. Report from Student Committee

a. Approved schedule for summer and fall semesters.

b. Reviewed the process of loading data via the EMAS Bridge.

c. eBills – Summer 1 and 2 will use both paper and electronic bills.  Fall will be electronic only. 

i. Current students will be informed of electronic bills via a variety of methods.  New students will be informed at orientation.

ii. George - Federal law requires that financial aid refunds are issued by direct deposit.

iii. Kathleen – Question about holding a refund.  George replied that they could discuss it later.

iv. Bonnie expressed the concern that students are not aware that their email is an official means of communication.  Bob suggested that this is an action item for the student email out-sourcing project.

v. Kathleen asked about registration and tuition due dates.  These dates are not on the Master Calendar.  Tom stated that University Relations administers the calendar but different offices have calendar managers.  Action Item – Natricia to follow up on getting these dates on the Master Calendar. 

7. Report on Advancement

a. Go-live has been postponed to July 1, 2008.   This is a result of the issues with Smart IDs and vendors in Banner.

b. All data in ADS will be migrated to Banner, except for a few very old accounts.

8. Report from Reporting Committee – Ginger Brooks is at a conference and was not able to attend this meeting.

9. Adam Marks has accepted the position of Director of Applications Development, effective May 1, 2008.  Adam will meet regularly with Data Stewards.
10. George Guthrie asked at UNC Online and UCIS participation.

a. Bob and Tom reviewed the tasks UCIS must perform and implementation of a Shibboleth interface to campus authentication.

b. George stated that some offices had been meeting, but was concerned that there were a lot of processes that needed to be worked out.  George also noted his concern that UCIS was not a party to the discussions.

c. Bob expressed gratification that the functional offices were meeting.  Tom expressed concern that UCIS was not a party to the conversations as well and stated that UCIS will be glad to participate in any future meetings

d. George stated that the Registrars had been designated as the campus project leads.

e. There followed discussion of several additional items related to UNC Online, including billing, budgeting, expense tracking, admissions, financial aid, registration, account activation, etc.

f. Bob related that Dr. Collie Coleman had been asked by the Provost to gather the affected offices to meet on the issues.

11. George Guthrie stated that he was moving forward with a plan to purchase a call monitoring system for quality control and training, and invited other offices to participate if they were interested.

12. Tom reviewed the Banner 7.5 and 8.0 implementation schedule.

a. Banner 7.5 is scheduled to move to production the weekend of May 10 and 11.  Bonnie expressed concern about opening registration on May 8 and closing it on May 10.  Bonnie and Natricia will follow-up with Bill Gash.  Delores will work with Data Stewards/Managers on testing the changes.
13. Bob asked for input on consulting hours.

a. Bruce has committed to 24 hours of consulting in FY 2008-09.

b. Others have elected to purpose funding of un-committed hours.

14. Bob mentioned that some faculty had expressed issues with Banner.  However, the chair of the Faculty Senate was not aware of any issues.  Bob, Bonnie and Delores will be meeting with the Academic Support Services Subcommittee later in the day to discuss Banner and any issues faculty have. 

15. Roger raised an issue with Banner Finance Self Service.  Other campuses had modified self service to allow a financial manager to move amounts in budgets they control.  Roger expects that the campus will want this feature.

16. Lela raised an issue with transfer courses.  Currently, advisors can not see the courses from other schools, only the equivalent UNCP courses.  This had caused some confusion at times.  

17. Roger noted that the Business Core Group will meet later in the week.

18. Information on upcoming ReportNet training will be forthcoming shortly.
