UNCP Office of Student Life - NEW DANCES GUIDELINES tc \l1 "GUIDELINES FOR DANCES
Reservations
1.
Dances must be approved two (2) weeks in advance through the Student Life Office.  Dances will be booked no more than 4 weeks in advance.  If the dance is canceled, a representative from the organization must notify the Office of Student Life at least 48 hours prior to the scheduled event.  This allows time for housekeeping, maintenance, and security to coordinate their work schedules.
2.
Advertising in the University Center must be approved through the University Center Director before posting.

3.
To insure fairness and equal opportunity, a group* may not schedule more than one (1)   dance per year.  (Exception: An organization may have a second dance if one is scheduled on the weekend. No more than two (2) dance dates may be scheduled under any circumstances. Groups co-sponsoring a dance count as a dance for all sponsoring groups.)
*
Definition of Group:  Only organizations with an SGA approved constitution, a Charter Application and an Information Update Form on file in the Office of Student Life are recognized by the office as a chartered group.  
4.
Bands and D.J.'s must be approved by the Director of Student Life.  Bands and D.J.'s may have no more than two assistants.  The sponsoring organization is responsible for any damage to the University Center caused by the DJ and/or his or her assistants.
5.
Dances will begin at 10:00 p.m. and end promptly at 1:00 a.m.

6.
Approved dances are subject to rescheduling and/or cancellation.

7.
There will be no other activities to take place during the dance (Bikini Contests, Step Shows, etc.).

8.
Dances will not be scheduled on consecutive days unless approved by the Director of Student Life.

9.
The Office of Student Life is not responsible for off-campus dances and fund raisers. 

10.     A representative from the organization must meet with the Associate Director of Student Life 48 hours prior to     

          the dance to review guidelines.

AT THE DANCE
1. Dances are for UNCP students with a valid UNCP I.D. I.D must be shown to enter. 

2. UNCP students may bring two (2) guests each. UNCP students must sign in all guests by 5:00pm in the Student Government Suite on the day of their dance. No guests will be signed up at dance! There will be no exceptions!
3. All members of the organization sponsoring the dance must show a valid UNCP I.D.
4. Organizations sponsoring a dance are responsible for:
A. Checking all UNCP I.D.’s (Someone must be on hand to check I.D’s until the dance closes.)
· Checking the sign-in sheet. The sponsoring organization is responsible for checking the sign-in sheet to see if the guests of UNCP students have signed in. All guests must be accompanied by a UNCP student.
· Collecting money.
· Checking hand stamps.
· Checking back doors.
· Alerting security/campus police to problems or potential problems.
· Returning I.D.’s after the dance.
· Cleaning the UC Lounge/Auxiliary Gym and bathrooms immediately following dance.
· Using metal detectors and alerting campus security/police of any potential problems.
B. Any damages that occur during the dance. This includes the entire University Center and the auxiliary gym.
C. Providing a list of workers to the Office of Student Life 48 hours prior to the dance. Failure to provide this list may result in cancellation of the dance. Failure to have a minimum of six (6) people working at all times may result in having the dance close early and/or loss of future dance privileges.
5. Any organization refusing to cooperate with rules and guidelines or unwilling to cooperate with the Office of Student Life personnel is subject to having the dance close early and/or losing the rights to sponsor future dances.
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
