Objectives of this course:  This is the second of University Physics. In part II, there is a concentration on the basic laws electricity and magnetism. This will include an overview of Coulomb’s force law, basic circuits, the magnetic force, induction and basic optics.

Science and Nature—The UNCP graduate will understand the fundamental principles of the natural sciences as well as the purpose, methods, and principles of scientific inquiry.
