Report Guidelines:

The lab report will be due no more than 2 weeks after it is carried out. The lab report is a distillation of your data and your results. It must be clean, neat, organized and readable. 20% of your lab grade will be on the overall neatness and organization.

The report will include data, graphs, calculations and conclusions that you are directed to provide in the lab handout that goes with that lab.

The lab will be typed on either Word Perfect of Microsoft Word. 

Here are some general rules.
	Typed
	The lab will be typed using Microsoft Word or Word Perfect.

	Tables
	Data will be entered into tables with a caption.

	Calculations
	Calculations will be done by hand in mechanical pencil on college ruled paper or graph paper. They must be very neat! 

	Graphs
	Graphs will be done on the computer program "Graphical Analysis Workstation" or by hand on graph paper. (Your lab instructions will tell you which to use)

	Cover
	Make sure there is a cover sheet with the lab title, your name, and the date.

	Binder
	Bind the lab in some type of report cover.

(DO NOT expect me to provide you with report covers or ask for covers from labs I have not yet graded. I suggest you go ahead and buy 4 or 5 covers from a discount store.


Late labs will have 10% taken off their grade for each day they are late. If the lab is not turned in at the beginning of class when it is due, 10% will be automatically taken off.
