Extra Credit Program
Design and write a program that extracts five integers (each integer is between 1 and 25) from an input stream.  The program displays these values in histogram form using asterisks.  For example, if the input is 5 9 4 12 7 then the output is


5: 
*****


9: 
*********


4: 
****


12: 
************


7: 
*******

Hint: Approach to this problem:

1. Determine libraries you will need to use

2. Define the variables and give names

3. Use a loop to input the five integers

4. Check each integer to make sure it is within the range 1 to 25

a. If it is not within the range display an error message instead of the asterisks

5. Use five loops to output the value plus the histogram asterisks

a. Remember if an integer is not within the range 1 to 25 then an error message.
