Music for Sight Singing, 7th edition by Robert Ottman & Nancy Rogers
MacGamut 6 User Disk (2003 is upgradable for free)
A three-ring notebook, & staff paper
General Description:
This course is a laboratory experience to develop ear training, sight singing, and dictation skills to reinforce and apply the subject matter of Theory I.

Specific Competencies:
This course is intended to give the student hands-on experience with applications of rhythms and conducting, as well as a progressive study of ear training, solfege, sight singing and dictation which correlate with the Theory I class. This class addresses I.A-ME.2. – the ability to audiate written music as well as II.A. – the ability to sight read musical notation (both pitch and rhythm).
· Course Requirements:
· Regular attendance (see below for policies)

· Consistent practice outside of class on rhythmic exercises and on sight singing with solfege (30 minutes per day minimum)

· 3 one-to-one exams testing the student's ability to perform sight singing and rhythm skills confidently and with a good degree of accuracy

· 3 in-class dictation tests (melodic and rhythmic)

· 3 MacGamut assignments
· If an exam is missed (with an acceptable excuse), it can be made up with a 10-point penalty, but the make-up exam may be more difficult than the original exam. MacGamut assignments will be accepted late for a 10-point penalty per day.
Methods of Teaching:
A limited use of lecture will be used in this class. Most of the learning takes place by doing the exercises both as a group and individually.

Grading:
Each of the 6 exams counts equally for a total of 85%

MacGamut computer work counts for a total of 15%
Attendance will be a factor in the grade. See below for details.
Attendance:
Students are expected to attend all classes regularly, to be on time, and to be prepared for class with textbook, notebook, pencil, etc. Attendance is taken at the beginning of each class. Tardiness will count as half of an absence. No absence will be excused unless the absence is due to an activity sponsored by a campus organization about which I have been officially notified in advance of the absence. The student is allowed two (2) absences without an affect on the grade. Beginning with the third absence, the final grade for the semester drops one point per absence. If the student maintains perfect attendance throughout the semester, two (2) points will be added to the final grade.
