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Lady Braves drop PBC

The UNCP softball
team dropped a pair of
Peach Belt Conference road
games at Georgia South-
western on Feb. 20, with the
Lady Braves falling in game
one by a 7-1 score before
coming up just short in a
game two, 4-3 loss.

In the first game, the
Lady Braves did not get on
the scoreboard until the
sixth inning and left 10 run-
ners on base throughout the
contest.

UNCP plated its only
run in the top of the sixth in-
ning while sophomore
Hillary Jones drew a two-
out walk before a single by
fellow sophomore Kellie
Van Dyke moved Jones to
scoring position.

A single from UNCP
freshman Schanique Barrett

plated Jones.

The Lady Braves fin-
ished the first game with
only seven hits, as Barrett
was 2-for-4 and Jones was
1-for-1 with a walk to lead
UNCP’s hitting.

UNCP sophomore Starr
Gilley was saddled with the
loss inside the circle for the
Lady Braves, as Gilley gave
up four earned runs in just
two innings of work.

In game two, the Lady
Braves jumped on the
scoreboard early, scoring all
three runs in the first frame
but being unable to capture
a hit past that inning in a 4-
3 loss.

The Lady Braves only
managed two hits, both in
the first inning, as Barrett
singled before moving
around the bases and scor-
ing on a fielder’s choice by
senior Courtney Hill, who
would reach base due to a

throwing error.

Sophomore Holly Berry
reached base via a walk be-
fore senior Loren Bartz sin-
gled down the line to drive
home Hill. Berry would
score during senior Jamie
Burwell’s at bat and the
Lady Braves held a 3-0
lead.

The score remained the
same until the fourth inning,
when Georgia Southwestern
scored two runners, before
tying the game with a run in
the bottom of the fifth.

In the sixth, Georgia
Southwestern’s Katie
Wooten delivered a RBI-
single that would eventually
give the hosts the 4-3 win
and doubleheader sweep.

Junior Jamie Burwell
took the loss in game two
for the Lady Braves after
giving up two runs in 2-2/3
innings of work despite
striking out four batters.
