Academic Advisement

New freshmen are advised by the staff of the Center for Academic Excellence when registering for first semester courses, after which time they will be assigned faculty advisors.  In most cases, Freshman Seminar instructors become their students’ advisors until the student declares a major.  As soon as a student decides on a major, the student should take a Declaration of Major form to the department chair of the chosen major.  The chair will assign a faculty member in the student’s major as the new advisor.  The student obtains the signature of the new advisor and submits the form to the Office of the Registrar in Lumbee Hall.

The advisor’s role is to assist the student in planning a suitable academic program and to maintain a record of progress during the student’s college career.  However, the final responsibility for meeting all academic program requirements lies with the student. The Center for Academic Excellence also serves as a resource center for students who may wish to seek additional academic help.  In addition, faculty members may refer students to the Center for Academic Excellence for academic counseling.

6-7.B Advisement
6-7.B1 Academic Advisement

Academic advisement is a campus-wide responsibility shared by both faculty and the staff of the Center for Academic Excellence. It is concerned mainly with assisting students in planning a suitable academic program and helping students interpret the academic regulations of the University in order to meet the academic requirements which are applicable to them. The Center for Academic Excellence is responsible for advising all undeclared students. 
Academic advisement at The University of North Carolina at Pembroke is also a continuing process which, it is hoped, accomplishes five goals:

1.
Exploration of the student's life goals;

2.
Exploration of student's educational/career goals;

3.
Selection of an educational program;

4.
Selection of academic courses;

5.
Assessment of the student's academic progress.

Freshmen are advised by the Center for Academic Excellence until they declare a major. As soon as a student decides on a major, the student should take a Declaration of Major Form to the department chair of the chosen major.  The chair will assign a faculty member in the student’s major as the new advisor.  The student obtains the signature of the new advisor and submits the form to the Office of the Registrar in Lumbee Hall. 
Transfer students are assigned to their major department chair at the time of transfer to UNCP. The chair of the department may delegate the responsibility of advising individual students to any member of the department, but the basic responsibility for an effective advisement program remains with the chair.

Academic advisers will make every attempt to give effective guidance to students in academic matters and to refer students to those qualified to help them in other matters; but the final responsibility for meeting all academic requirements for a selected program rests with the student.

Course Code: PRL

Rationale 

It is of great importance to the jazz program to develop student skill in this area.  Improvisation is the essence of nearly all styles of jazz, and a program in jazz cannot progress without teaching students to perform proficiently in this manner.  We currently offer two semesters of lecture courses in Improvisation.  Though these courses provide a good overview into the elements of improvisation as well as techniques to practice it, two semesters of study are not adequate to develop this ability.  We have students who have taken both of these courses that still want to study and progress.  Further, improvisational approach is often idiomatic to the instrument.  A trumpet will not improvise in the same manner as a saxophonist, to say nothing of the added elements of improvisation for rhythm section instruments such as the piano, vibraphone and guitar.  It is wholly impossible to teach such idiomatic techniques to a group of students playing different instruments in a lecture setting.  It is not only essential to the Jazz Ensemble to have a solid core of capable improvisers, it is doubly important for jazz combos, which represent the overwhelming performance practice configuration of jazz post 1950. 

Private Improvisation will serve interested students who would like to study when the lecture courses are not offered, and will also serve to supplement the instruction of students that have already taken the lecture courses.

Rationale 
 

 The emergence of the Entrepreneurship Program at UNCP provides a logical area of study that corresponds nicely to the needs of music students interested in business and the music industry.  Courses required to complete the Entrepreneurship Certificate Program are built into the proposed requirements. 

The existing program is woefully lacking in the area of technology.  This proposal recognizes the need for the study of prominent technological avenues that dominate the music industry, adding the courses of media integration, web design, and two courses in recording techniques.

Any responsible exploration of the overlapping worlds of business and music should involve the specific study of the music industry, rather than the existing model of studying business and music separately, leaving the student to connect the divergent dots.  In response to this, courses of study in the Music Industry and Recording Industry have been proposed for creation and addition to the program.  

The musical landscape of America is dominated by popular music.  In this regard, existing jazz and commercial music ensembles at UNCP substitute as major ensembles in place of concert band and concert choir.  American popular music is the evolutionary offspring of jazz, and study of jazz history, composition and performance will logically enlighten students of the music industry more aptly than the currently listed major ensembles.  

PHS 1140: Physics of Music, covers topics central to the Music Industry, and doubles as a GenEd elective.

Rationale 

While UNC Pembroke has expanded its offerings in environmental sciences, it has not done so in the humanities. Such multidisciplinary work is especially important today, when temperatures and seas are rising, farmers must work harder to feed a growing population, oil production is plateauing, more species face extinction, and competition for clean water and air intensifies. These changes put extreme pressures on human societies, pressures that demand socially-conscious negotiations of environmental health and cultural understanding—in short, a new environmental imagination. This proposal seeks to rectify the lack of study in environmental humanities as the University works to fulfill its mission to enable students to become “responsible stewards of the world” (Mission Statement) and align itself with the conclusions of UNC Tomorrow:

A. Describe how this course supports the overall mission of the General Education Program. 


This course supports the overall mission of General Education because it assists students in cultivating “broad vision,” “recogniz[ing] the complexity of social problems,” and becoming “contributing citizens with an international perspective and an appreciation for achievements of diverse civilizations” (“General Education Program” X).  By exploring the convergences and divergences of literature and science, the course broadens students’ horizons and encourages them to synthesize the insights and questions of each field.  By interrogating the complicated interpenetrations of culture and nature, the course forces students to consider anew the complexity of social problems, as environmental literature confronts the values and dysfunctions of not only interpersonal relationships but human/environment relationships as well.  Finally, the course’s attentiveness to local human and ecological communities inspires students to contribute to the world they inhabit every day, just as the multicultural foundation of the course endows them with the mindset to do so respectfully and thoughtfully.

B. Explain how the addition of this course will improve the General Education curriculum.


The course will improve the General Education curriculum by breaking down some of the walls between the humanities and the sciences. Although the General Education curriculum exposes students to a wide variety of courses, few courses combine multiple disciplines within themselves. This course provides humanities-leaning students with exposure to the concerns of environmental scientists, just as it provides science-leaning students with exposure to the paradigms and methodologies of humanities scholars.

C. Identify the General Education Objectives that will be addressed by this course.

This course will address the following General Education objectives:Skills

Identify and define a problem.

Collect and organize information necessary to solve a problem.

Arts, Literature, History, and Ideas: The student will

Recognize the contribution of the fine, performing, and literary arts to the human experience; identify the contributions of diverse artists; and evaluate the significance of their works.

D. Describe the ways General Education Goals and Objectives will be assessed in this course.  


This course will assess the mastery of General Education goals and objectives through critical reading; analytical, source-based writing; in-class discussion; student presentations; and service-learning and civic engagement applications. Students will demonstrate evidence of critical thinking through research, interaction with culturally and generically diverse texts (literary, scholarly, auditory, visual, etc.), and the framing and solution of relevant problems.  Students’ usage of technology will enhance and facilitate interpersonal communication.  The course’s study of environmental literature, historicized through the field of environmental history and theorized using philosophical and literary critical paradigms, seeks to define its subject as an area of cultural production worthy of appreciation and demanding of application. Founded on this appreciation of environmental literature, the course engages scientific debates and empowers students to pursue environmentally sustainable, personally and socially healthy, and socially responsible ways of living, evidenced in students’ research-based papers, class discussion, and civic engagement practice. 

E. Describe the anticipated effects that inclusion of this course in the General Education Program will have on department, college, and university personnel and non-personnel resources. 

This course makes minimal demands on department, college, and university personnel and non-personnel resources: professors Jane Haladay (American Indian Studies) Scott Hicks (English & Theatre) already have taught a successful pilot of this course (AISS/ENGS 2111: “Literatures of Ecoliteracy and Environmental Justice,” fall 2008), and the course makes no new demands on space, resources, or other areas. In fact, the course has the potential to maximize student interest in and utilization of existing university programs, such as the Department of Biology’s environmental sciences program.

BIO 4100 includes coverage of marine invertebrates, fish, and birds, and therefore clearly has a large emphasis on animals.  Requiring courses on both vertebrates and invertebrates is (after consideration) unwarranted and can lead to scheduling problems for some students.

6.2  Program Modification: 

Add one course (BIO 3810 Immunology) to the elective choices under the Molecular Biology track (under the B.S. in Biology Degree) (Approved by Department 18-0-0).

Rationale 

The current wording is awkward, incomplete, and misleading, and leads to numerous cases of students either failing to take a required course, or needing the Biology Department Chair to contact the Registrar to allow one math course to count for another (as 1090 counting for 1070).  This new wording will fix most of these problems.  The registrar confirms that Banner can handle this new language and insure that students stay on course with their degree.

6.4  Program Deletion: Delete the B.S. in Biology Education degree program (Approved by Department 16-0-0).

Rationale 

In response to General Administration's request for all campuses to review existing programs for productivity, relevance to UNC Tomorrow priorities, and the institutional mission, our campus identified the B.S. in Biology Education as a low-productivity program which could be discontinued.  The deletion of this program will not have a negative impact on the preparation of future high school science teachers.  Students who may have considered the B.S. in Biology Education degree will be advised to pursue the B.S. in Science Education degree with a concentration in Biology.

7.8 Course Revision: We propose to add the following as a prerequisite for Art 1400 Introduction to Printmaking: Art 1320: Introduction to Drawing, or permission of the Instructor (Approved by Department 11-0-1).

Rationale 

Art 1320 Introduction to Drawing provides students with the skills to succeed in Art 1400 Introduction to Printmaking. Drawing is the basis for most printmaking processes and the students that have strong drawing skills usually do well in a printmaking class. In other words, students that have strong drawing and compositional skills will be better prepared for the aesthetic and technical challenges of a printmaking class. On occasion, there will be a student that has college-level drawing skills without having taken a drawing class. In this case, the student should be allowed to enroll with the instructor's permission.

8. Proposals from the Department of Mathematics and Computer Science
8.1 Course Revision: Change the prerequisites for ITC 2700: Computer Network and Data Communication from CSC 2050 (and CSC 1850 or CSC 1900) to (CSC 1750 and CSC 1760) or CSC 2050 (Approved by Department 18-0-0).

Rationale

This course requires a background  in at least one high level language.  Either Java or C++ is sufficient.  This change gives the students an option of Java, C++, or other programming languages rather than requiring all of them.  This change will also allow this course to be a requirement for the minor in IT and not cause the minor program to exceed 18 hours.

8.2 Course Revision: Change the prerequisites for ITC 4200: Windows and Game Programming from ITC 3100 to (CSC 1750 and CSC 1760) or CSC 2050 (Approved by Department 18-0-0).

Rationale

Only very limited types of games are web-based.  This course should use more generic prerequisites for the programming languages.

8.3 Course Revision: Change the prerequisites for ITC 3100: Website Development and Multimedia from ITC 2060 to CSC 1300 (Approved by Department 18-0-0).

Rationale

CSC 1300 provides the background needed to master the concepts in Web site development.  This change will also allow this course to be a requirement for the minor in IT and not cause the minor program to exceed 18 hours.

8.4 Course Revision: Change the prerequisite for ITC 2080: Introduction to System Administration and Shell Scripting from CSC 2050 and (CSC 1800 or CSC 1900) to (CSC 1750 and CSC 1760) or CSC 2050 (Approved by Department 18-0-0).

Rationale

This course only needs scripting skills in terms of coding.  Current prerequisite is focusing on programming languages, which are too complex than the skill set of a system administrator.

UNCP Pembroke Diversity Requirement Proposal
Recommendations:

It is proposed that UNC Pembroke create a Diversity Requirement. We proposed six (6) hours be taken as part of the student’s educational program (General Education or Major). The six (6) hours must be designated as diversity courses, which are indicated by a [D] in the course description. Only one course in a foreign language may be applied to this diversity requirement. We also suggest that this proposal be distributed throughout UNCP to allow comment from all interested parties.
Institutional Distinctness (Diversity) Statement:

Founded in 1887 as an American Indian institution to serve the Lumbee people, UNCP is now comprised of students, faculty, and staff who possess differing attributes based on race, ethnicity, gender, sexual orientation, disability status, national origin, age, political affiliation, religion, and other characteristics.  Diversity grounds intellectual pursuits and provides us with opportunities for discovery and ways to integrate all individuals, groups, and the natural environment into a larger community, respecting and valuing the uniqueness of all forms of eco-diversity, while simultaneously advancing the University’s historical tradition.  UNC Pembroke thus prepares its students for life and leadership within a diverse and global society.

Recommended Policy:


Beginning with the 2009-2010 Catalog, students are required to complete six (6) hours of a Diversity Identified course. This requirement is fulfilled by courses in the Major and General Education category.  These courses can be duplicated with courses in the Major and the General Education requirement.
Rationale:

Diversity is at the same time a rich source of learning and social/cultural capacity building and a source of misunderstanding and unfounded fears. It is essential that we who live in a democratic multi-cultural society understand how to embrace all social and cultural aspects of diversity, and also how to shape a national social/cultural identity that reflects what it means to have a national identity (i.e., to be an "American").

Diversity has unfortunately determined the social and cultural stratification of American society since the nation was founded in the late 1700s. Such stratification has resulted in unequal opportunities for education, healthcare, employment, and has had a disproportionately negative impact on certain sub-groups in American society. The amelioration of the problems that have historically derived from diversity has been initiated at the grass roots level, and for the most part driven  in an ad hoc manner. More awareness about diversity is needed in order to build social and political structures that support grass roots efforts to assure acceptance of diversity, and perhaps serve as the primary drivers of meaningful social, political, and cultural change in America. 
Human society exists in a natural environment of both biologic and physical systems.  These natural systems influence society while societal actions affect nature.  As the world’s population grows, it is essential for us to understand these interactions to avoid outcomes that cause irreversible changes in the environment.

This requirement is a fulfillment of the UNCP Diversity Goal.
Student Criteria:

(Diversity) Students will be able to:

· articulate how their personal life experiences and choices fit within the context of the larger mosaic of U.S. society, indicating how they have confronted and critically analyzed their perceptions and assumptions about diversity-related issues.

· analyze and evaluate the contributions of various underrepresented social groups in shaping the history and culture of the U.S. 

· analyze individual and institutional forms of discrimination based on factors such as race, ethnicity, gender, religion, sexual orientation, class, etc. 

· analyze the perspectives of groups and individuals affected by discrimination 

· analyze how cultural diversity and cooperation among social groups affect U.S. society.

(Globalization) Students will be able to:

· analyze the accuracy and relevancy of their own worldviews and anticipate how people from other nations may perceive that worldview. 

· describe and analyze how cultures and societies around the world are formed, are sustained, and evolve. 

· analyze and evaluate the influence of global issues in their own lives. 

· describe the values and perspectives of cultures other than their own and discuss how they influence individuals’ perceptions of global issues and/or events. 

· communicate competently in a second language.
(Ecodiversity) Students will be able to:

· analyze the processes that formed the materials that comprise Earth’s physical and biological environment.

· analyze the ways in which the physical environment and ecosystems interact.

· evaluate the diversity of living organisms locally, globally, and through time.

· assess how human society affects ecosystems.

Steps in implementing the Diversity Requirement Policy

1. Appoint a Diversity Subcommittee 

a. Develop the forms necessary to carry out the requirement.

b. Solicit proposals from departments 

c. Evaluate current courses for acceptance as a Diversity Requirement course (major activity)

d. Accept courses and pass through the Senate subcommittees 

e. Develop a system for monitoring compliance with this requirement

2. All future requests would be considered through the Curriculum Committee (should only be a few)
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
