A subcommittee has been appointed to work in collaboration with the Athletics Department on the issue of student absences as a result of university sponsored events.  It is hoped that the issue can be brought back to Academic Affairs for the possible development of a catalog statement.

c.
Academic Support Services - Chuck Lillie, Chair 


The chair reported on the following items:

*The library will begin showcasing faculty publications.  An archive is to be included, which will be an expansion of the current program.  Visitors to the library have increased to over 700 visitors per day, with over 21, 000 visitors in October.  The increases are directly related to increases in student enrollment.

*UCIS is expanding the classroom hotline hours to begin at 7:45 am.  Hopefully, this will allow technical problems to be resolved before the start of an 8 am class.  Also, the helpdesk traffic has increased and UCIS is looking at two ways to accommodate the requests.  The use of graduate assistants will be employed along with faculty technology liaisons within the academic departments.  

*UCIS is increasing bandwidth of the university computing system which will allow better service to users off-campus.  The consolidation of passwords through the active directory and exchange will be up and running between September and December of 2008.  Though the process will begin in December 2007, it will take 9 months to be operational.

*Disability Support Services reports that 10% of the student body is registered with their office for various impairments.  This is consistent with the national average.

*Both the library and UCIS will be issuing student surveys in February for customer-based feedback on services.  This information will be used to make improvements in these areas, as well as for the SACS visit in 2010.

*Both students and faculty need to learn Banner ID numbers, as these are replacing all other forms of identification.
