The proposal from the Bachelor of Interdisciplinary Studies Curricula Development Committee to add a Bachelor of Interdisciplinary Studies with 8 majors passed by a vote of 7 yes; 1 no; 0 abstentions.  (For a list of the majors, see Attachment A to the Agenda of the Academic Affairs Committee.)

Passage of this proposal included the following stipulations: Freshman Seminar will be removed from all the majors; 1 semester hour will be added to the Electives in each major to compensate for the deletion of Freshman Seminar; in the General Education section of each major, a statement will be added that the listed courses are recommended (because they are prerequisites for other courses in the major); the listing of pre-requisites will be made consistent (in the current proposal, some pre-requisites are listed and some are not): and review of courses currently counted toward General Education must be completed, adding the overload to the core of each major.

The meeting ended at 5:20pm after the Committee first voted a 15 minute extension and then a 5 minute extension.  The following items on the Agenda will be carried over to the October meeting.
