The Writing Center is looking for a larger area.  That is because more students are taking advantage of the service.

The computer center has over 100 project that they are prioritizing. Some of the projects that will be noticed by the faculty include: 

- a new login system that will change the way we currently login our desktop systems.
· This will eliminate some of the passwords that we need to use now. 
- Microsoft Exchange will be implemented that will integrate a number of things including the calendaring and email system.  It will be possible to schedule meeting by coordinating with others calendars.
