B.  Academic Support Services – Chris Ziemnowicz, Chair
A discussion on the movement of UNCP from Blackboard to Moodle included positive and negative opinions and experiences.  The notion of cost savings as the impetus for this migration was determined to not necessarily reflect reality.  That would have to be determined after the migration was complete.  Phillips made a motion to recommend a contingent core faculty adopt Moodle during the fall semester as a trial period to be followed by reassessment of the proposed migration.  The motion did not receive a second.  The unmodified proposal failed with a vote of 1-6-2.

D. General Education – Jeremy Sellers, Chair
The subcommittee’s Chair reported that they would like the Senate assigned task force to look more closely at the recommendations of the Senate assigned ad-hoc committee on responsibilities, make-up and procedures of the General Education Subcommittee before any new proposals. VII. New Business – The hearing of the proposal to revise three-year term of department chairs to four year term was discussed in light of committee protocol.  Harrington made a motion to defer the new business proposal to the Committee on Faculty Governance with recommendations on the additional matters on the ‘Chair’s Package’ (term styles two three year terms, as current, one four year term followed by two possible two-year extensions …, as well as summer duties, etc.) be considered.  The motion was seconded.
The Academic Affairs Committee voted to extend the meeting by 10 minutes.
After further discussion, the motion was rescinded.  The original proposal was passed with a vote of 5-2-1.  AA is asked to pass on the request to Faculty Governance to deliberate on the Chair’s Package.
