A.
General Education – Michael Alewine, Chair. The committee had no report.



B.
Academic Support Services – Chris Ziemnowicz, Chair. The committee wants to remind all departments that due to the current monetary crisis which the university is experiencing, it would be wise to make their library request as soon as possible while there is still money available for such acquisitions. 



C.
Enrollment Management – Judy Curtis, Chair. When the Faculty Senate Chair distributed the Retention Audit Report  from the consultant to the Faculty Senators, he asked the EMS subcommittee to review the report and make any recommendations to the Academic Affairs Committee. Vice Chancellor Jackie Clark reported to EMS on the recommendations that have already been implemented:

· Data and data tracking reports are being used to make decisions and refine programs.

· The student satisfaction survey is under discussion with IE.

· The recommendation to expand FRS to 3 semester hours was explored with the Chancellor and Provost but funding is not available at this time. The Chancellor supports the recommendation to keep FRS within CAE.

· Programming to retain sophomore students is being instituted through the new federal grant.

· Centralized student employment opportunities will occur spring 2009.

· Expanded services through CAE will happen through the grant.

· Improving quality service is being addressed through the “Students First” campaign that began Jan. 12.

· Cross training of frontline employees began in fall 2008 and will continue.

· Specialized advisor training will happen in a workshop in February 2009.

· An admissions deadline of July 31 was established for freshmen for fall 2009.

· A special effort is being made to increase faculty participation in FRS.

Academic Affairs previously had raised a question about what the Area Academic Advisors are and what they do.  The subcommittee learned there are 11 area advisors: five in Arts & Sciences, three in Business, and three in Education. They get one course release to work with sophomore students who are undeclared.

EMS formed an ad hoc committee to look at updating the advising and declaration of major wording in the faculty handbook and catalog. The committee is Dr. Curtis, EMS chair; Sharon Kissick, Registrar; and Saundra Richardson-Cox, Director of CAE.

The Faculty Senate Executive Committee has asked EMS to look at the policy on the number of credits students can transfer into UNCP. EMS will look at that at its next meeting and bring a report to AA.

2.2 Program Modification -The MA in English Education will split into two distinct concentrations, the Teaching Licensure Concentration and the Thesis Concentration. The Teaching Licensure Concentration will be the same as the previous program, while the Thesis Concentration will be more like a traditional MA in English-- Passed unanimously

3.1 Program Modification:
1.  Change the ITM track requirement from 18 credit hours (12 required + 6 elective) to 15 credit hours (all required). 

2. The 15 credit-hour courses are: 

a. ITM 3200 – E-commerce 

b. ITM 3500 – Database management systems

c. ITM 3700 – Enterprise business systems

d. ITM 4400 – Project management

e. ITM 4600 – Systems security, reliability and privacy
