Reports from Subcommittees

A. Academic Support Services – Chris Ziemnowicz, Chair

The subcommittee’s chair reported that a motion passed that DoIT create course “shells” (in Blackboard/Moodle) as an automatic process each semester (in case of emergency, virus, etc.).  Copying course content is up to the faculty member.

         B. Enrollment Management- Judy Curtis, Chair

The subcommittee’s Chair reported the student enrollment numbers (6,664- a 5.7% increase, etc.).  The subcommittee was asked to consider several issues:

1. Changing the number of transfer credits accepted.  The subcommittee will not bring forward any recommendations for change on this issue.  

2. Adding students to courses without permission of instructor or chair.  The subcommittee didn’t feel it is an enrollment management issue.  The issue will be discussed at AA.

3. The policy of undergraduates walking in graduation when not completed all requirements.  The registrar is looking to see how many students actually returned to complete the remaining requirements.  (see minutes at

They were asked to remove the bold in 4.1 (Taskstream).  Students will purchase Taskstream online or in bookstore.  Dean Fiorentino stated that students who have taken courses in the present sequence will not have to retake these new courses.  A plan is in place to accommodate these students and keep them progressing through the program.
