Report from the Chair – There was no report.
V.
Reports from Subcommittees

A. Academic Support Services – Chris Ziemnowicz, Chair

The Classroom Utilization Report will be reviewed.

A subcommittee will be formed to look at the laptop requirement for students.

B. Enrollment Management- Judy Curtis, Chair

The policy of undergraduates walking at graduation when they have not completed all requirements was reviewed.  According to the registrar a significant number of students who walk do not complete their degrees:  May 2008: 34 applied; 27 were awarded the degree in August; 7 were not awarded the degree.  December 2008: 6 applied; 2 were awarded the degree in May; 4 were not awarded the degree.  May 2009: 46 applied; 30 were awarded the degree in August; 16 were not awarded the degree.  Much discussion ensued with an emerging consensus that the practice should be ended.


C. General Education – Jeremy Sellers, Chair
The Subcommittee proposed revisions to the General Education Course Proposal Form to make cross-listing courses clearer; to obtain the signatures of all chairs and a departmental vote; and to obtain the signatures of the Chairs of affected departments.  The proposal to revise the forms passed unanimously.
D. Curriculum – Holden Hansen, Chair

1.  Proposals from the Department of Social Work MSW Program
Proposal passed by unanimous vote.

2.  Proposals from the Biology Department 




Proposal passed by a majority vote with 1 opposed.

Proposal 5.6 passed by a majority vote with 2 abstentions.




6.  Proposal from the Department of Health, P.E. and Recreation.


The Proposals passed unanimously.

The Diversity Proposal passed by the Senate on February 4, 2009 was discussed extensively and Committee tried to figure what the Academic Affairs Committee was to do with it.  The Proposal was referred to the Executive Committee with a request for a specific charge.  The goal was to have this charge by the next Academic Affairs Committee meeting.
