4. Proposal from the Department of History

New Course:  Add a new upper-division course on post-independence Mexico:  HST 3870: Modern Mexico. Approved by Department 10-0-0.

4.1 Rationale:  This course will round out a two-year cycle of Latin American History.  Current course offerings are Indians of Latin America and Colonial Latin America, and Modern Latin America.  A course on Modern Mexico is particularly crucial now, in light of the growing Hispanic population throughout the U.S.; the enduringly awkward, passionate, troubled, and dynamic relationship between the peoples of Mexico and the U.S.; and the concomitant need to understand the differences, commonalities, and tensions that characterize the interaction of indigenous, Spanish, Anglo-American and African-American cultures throughout the Mesoamerican and North American regions. 

5. Proposal from the Department of Geology and Geography

5.1 New Course:    Add a new upper division course on an introduction to remote sensing of the environment:  GGY 4040: Remote Sensing.  Approved by Department 4-0-0.

Rationale: The use of satellite imagery is a growing field and is used in an array of applications by professionals in Earth, Environmental and Life Sciences as well as in business and for government agencies.  Human actions involving land-use change and agricultural activities all involve direct interaction with the global land surface.  The extent of these interactions has prompted concern about the possible effects on the global physical, chemical, and biological systems.  Satellite remote sensing is an evolving technology with the potential for contributing studies of the human dimensions of global environmental change by making globally comprehensive evaluations of many human actions possible.  Satellite image data enable direct observation of the land surface at repetitive intervals and therefore allow mapping of the extent and monitoring of the changes over Planet Earth.

6. Proposals from the Department of Art

6.1 Course Revision:  Reconfigure the academic level and content of AIS/ART 4270 as an upper level seminar.  This is being done in response to the establishment of the lower level two-semester sequence in American Indian Art History (AIS/ART 2270 and AIS/ART 2280).  

Prerequisites: AIS/ART 2270 and 2280.  

Revised Course Description: An examination of selected cultural traditions, historic periods, media, issues, areas of content, and/or core concepts in the indigenous art of the Americas, specific content to be presented each term the course of offered.  The objectives of the course may be met by directed research.  Approved by Department 8-0-0.

Rationale: Offering both breadth and depth in areas of Art History beyond the traditional canon of western art speaks to our commitment to cultural diversity in the Art Department.  This proposal speaks to similar interests among the AIS faculty.

6.2 Program Modification: Add ART 4030: Professional Art Practices to the major requirements of the B.A. Art Studio Degree.  Approved by Department 7-0-0.

Rationale: This change would supplement the professional development skills that our students do not receive in other classes offered within our program.  This course is designed to provide art majors with the necessary resources to explore career options, graduate programs, and enhance networking skills.  Additionally, the course would offer students an opportunity to improve necessary writing skills such as grant writing, preparation of an artist statement, and gallery proposals.  The course would also address presentation of artwork such as framing, portfolio assessment, and preparing work for professional exhibition.

7. Proposals from the Department of Music

7.1 Course Deletion: Delete MUS 3300: Rehearsal Strategies.  This course will be replaced with an in-depth study of vocal methods and pedagogy as well as strategies for rehearsals.  In a new requirement, students will participate in the once-a-week Lab Ensemble where students conduct and perform for each other (instrumentally and vocally).  These activities provide the students with direct instruction as well as opportunities to practice and apply skills as teachers and singers.

Rationale: The National Association of Schools of Music reaccreditation “Visitor’s Report” identified vocal methods for Music Education candidates as an area in need of improvement – from both perspectives of learning and teaching.  This proposal follows the model of the instrumental methods curriculum which was positively assessed by the NASM team.

7.2 Program Modification: Delete MUS 3300: Rehearsal Strategies from the Bachelor of Music in Music Education (K-12) Vocal Emphasis, Instrumental Emphasis, Keyboard (Vocal Orientation) Emphasis and Keyboard (Instrumental Orientation) Emphasis course requirements and replace it with MUS 3301: Rehearsal Strategies/Vocal Methods.

Rationale:  Same as in 7.1.

7.3 New Course: Add MUS 3301: Rehearsal Strategies/Vocal Methods.  Prerequisite: MUS 3290.  Course Description: This course is designed to complement MUS 3290 by offering real-life practice and application of conducting skills. Applied skills using appropriate vocal methodologies for the middle and high school choral classroom are practiced in class and in Lab Ensemble.

Rationale: MUS 3301 replaces MUS 3300 in the BM of Music Education (K-12) program. Otherwise, rationale is same as 7.1.

8. Proposals from the Department of Social Work

8.1 Course Revision: Add the prerequisites of ENG 1050 and ENG 1060 to SWK 3710: Writing for the Social Sciences.  Approved by Department 9-0-0.

Rationale: In order for students to understand the concepts of this writing course they must have the fundamentals of ENG 1050 and ENG 1060.

8.2 Course Revision: Add the prerequisites SWK 2000: Introduction to Social Work, SWK 2450: Human Diversity and Populations at Risk, and SWK 3710: Writing for the Social Sciences to SWK 3850 Social Work Practice II. Approved by Department 9-0-0.

Rational: In the past these courses (except for SWK 3800 and SWK 2000) have been co-requisites for SWK 3850.  The faculty feel that the students need the information in SWK 2000, 3800, 2450 and 3710 before they take SWK 3850.  Approved by Department 9-0-0.

8.3 Course Revision: Add the prerequisites of SWK: Introduction to Social Work, and either ECN 1000 or GGY 2060 to SWK 3480: Social Welfare Policies.  Approved by Department 9-0-0.

Rationale: In the past these courses have been co-requisites with SWK 3480.  The faculty feel that the students need the information in SWK 2000 and ECN 1000 or GGY 2060 before they take SWK 3480.

8.4 Course Revision: Add the prerequisites SWK 2000: Introduction to Social Work, SWK 3800: Social Work Practices I to SWK 3910: Understanding Social Research.  Approved by Department 9-0-0.

Rationale: The faculty feel that the students need the information in SWK 2000, and 3800 before they can truly grasp the concepts in SWK 3910: Understanding Social Research.

8.5 Course Revision: Add the prerequisite SWK 2000: Introduction to Social Work to SWK 3450: Human Behavior and the Social Environment.  Approved by Department 9-0-0.

Rationale: In the past SWK 3450 had been a co-requisite with SWK 2000.  The faculty feel that the students need the information in SWK 2000 before they take SWK 3450.

9. Proposals from the Mass Communications Department

9.1 Course Revision: Change in prerequisites for JRN 4600: Investigative Journalism from JRN 3400 and MCM 4360, to JRN 2600, JRN 3060, and MCM 4360.  Approved by Department 5-0-0.
Rationale: Change in prerequisites permit students to take course concurrently with JRN 3400, facilitating completion of their program in fewer semesters.
9.2 Reword course description of JRN 1610, 1620, 2610, 2620, 3610, 3620, 4610, 4620: Student Newspaper Production.  Course Description: Experience in producing a student newspaper, The Pine Needle. Reporting, writing, and editing news stories, news judgment, page design, photography, advertising, circulation, and web-based newspaper production activities are covered. Pass/Fail grading.  Approved by Department 5-0-0.
Rationale: The new wording more accurately describes course content.
9.3 Course Revision: Rewording of course description for JRN 3060: News Editing.  Change prerequisite from JRN 2600 to MCM 2400.   Course Description: Duties and practices of the newspaper copy editor, editing techniques, headline and caption writing, cropping of photography, use of AP style, trends in newspaper page design, and ethical responsibilities of news editors.   Approved by Department 5-0-0.

Rationale: New wording more accurately describes course content. Change in prerequisite permits students to take course concurrently with JRN 2600 facilitating completion of their program in fewer semesters.
9.4 Course Revision: Rewording of course description for JRN 3090: Editorial Writing.  Course Description: Study and analysis of editorial writing in newspapers with emphasis on principles and practices. Practical experience in writing editorials for newspapers. Change in prerequisites from JRN 2060 to MCM 2400. Change from required course to elective course.   Approved by Department 5-0-0.

Rationale:  JRN 3200 becomes required course in place of JRN 3090 course.  Otherwise, rationale same as 9.3.

9.5 Course Revision: Rewording of course description for JRN 3170: History of American Journalism. Course Description: The inventions, events, and people shaping and influencing journalism in the United States. The history and development of American journalism and mass media from Colonial times to the present.  Approved by Department 5-0-0.
Rationale: Same as 9.2.
9.6 Course Revision: Change in prerequisite from JRN 2600 to MCM 2400 for JRN 3250: Sports Journalism.  Approved by Department 5-0-0.

Rationale: Course is offered infrequently. Lower prerequisite will make it available to more students when it is offered and to students in the other mass comm tracks.
9.7 Course Revision: Rewording of course description to include for JRN 3400: Advanced News Writing and Reporting. Course Description: In-depth exploration of news media functions and how journalists gather and report news. Practical experience in identifying news, organizing and writing stories in proper formats for a wide range of reporting possibilities. Change News Writing in course title to two words.  Approved by Department 5-0-0.

Rationale: Rewording more accurately reflects course content.
The prerequisite News Writing and Reporting course title uses News Writing as two words. This advanced course title should match in form.
9.8 Course Revision: Rewording of description to include convergence for JRN 4100: Online Journalism.  Change in prerequisite to JRN 3050 or JRN 2600 and delete JRN 3400 as a prerequisite. Course Description: Practice reporting, writing, and producing stories for online media. Hard news and features, modular story structure, linking strategies, use of verifiable and reliable online resources for journalistic research, convergence.  Approved by Department 5-0-0.
Rationale: Rewording more accurately reflects course content. Change in prerequisite permits students to take course concurrently with JRN 3400 making the course available to a wider number of students.
9.9 Course Revision: Rewording of course description for  JRN 3050: Feature Writing Course Description: Practical experience in writing in-depth articles for newspapers and magazines.  Approved by Department 5-0-0.
Rationale: New wording more accurately describes course content.
9.10 Course Revision: Rewording of course description for MCM 2100 Introduction to Mass Communication.  Course Description: Examination of channels used to communicate with mass audiences in the United States, with emphasis on developments in books, newspapers, magazines, film, radio, television, and the World Wide Web. Includes news, advertising, public relations, New Media, and global communications concepts, and the social, cultural, political, and economic impacts of media on society. Controls on media will be described and media theories will be explored.   Approved by Department 5-0-0.
Rationale: Same as 9.9
9.11 Course Revision: Rewording of course description for MCM 2400: Writing for the Media.  Course Description: An introduction to mass media writing formats, styles, and conventions for print journalism, broadcasting, and public relations. The basic formats, techniques and professional principles needed to develop skills in writing news stories, press releases, broadcast, advertising, and Web copy.  Approved by Department 5-0-0.
Rationale:  Same as 9.9.
9.12  Course Revision: Delete prerequisite "Consent of instructor" from  PRE 3450: Computer-Assisted Editing and Publication Design.  Approved by Department 5-0-0.

Rationale: Course has no prerequisite. 
9.13  Course Revision: Add "or consent of instructor" to prerequisite for PRE 3500: Organizational Communications.  Prerequisite should read "PRE 2200 or consent of instructor."  Approved by Department 5-0-0.

Rationale: Students outside the mass communication major, such as business majors, are interested in taking this course and might not have the PRE 2200 prerequisite.

9.14 Program Modification: Change in required courses for journalism track making JRN 3200 Photojournalism required and JRN 3090 Editorial Writing elective. Journalism Track requirements become: JRN 2600, 3050, 3060, 3170, 3200, 3400, 4600.

Rationale: Students entering the field of journalism are expected to have skills in photojournalism and the ability to take news photographs in their internships and in their future careers. This course needs to be required of all students in the journalism track so they are prepared.
10. Proposals from the Education Department’s Professional School Counseling Program.

10.1 New Course: Create SCNS 5XXX: Special Topics in Professional Counseling.  Course Description: Examination of a special area or topic of special importance and relevance within the field of school counseling.  Topics to be considered will be announced prior to registration and may vary.  This course may be repeated for different topics.  Prerequisite: Permission of instructor.  Approved by Department: 6-0-0.

Rationale: The Special Topics course will allow for innovative and relevant courses to be offered when needed to strengthen the program.
10.2 Program Modification: Revise the Professional School Counseling program plan of study to align with the revised School Counseling specialty area standards approved by the State Board of Education in November 2005.  The proposed courses are designed to align with NC DPI School Counseling standards.  Approved by Department 6-0-0.

Rationale: The role of the school counselor has changed dramatically.  These changes are a result of the efforts from the American School Counselor Association and the national standards for school counselors, the revised NC specialty area standards for school counselors and the national reform movement led by the National Center for Transforming School Counseling at the Education Trust.  In order to better prepare the students in the Professional School Counseling Program, modifications are needed to more accurately meet NC Department of Public Instruction’s specialty area standards.

10.3 New Course: Add SCN 5025: Issues in Life-Span Development.  Course Description: This course takes a systems approach to studying development across the life-span in addition to addressing both the contexts of development as well as diversity in development.  It will focus on basic developmental principles and concepts, theories of development, and research methodology.  The biosocial, socioemotional, and cognitive aspects of each period of development will be discussed.  The discussion of issues of development for each period is intended to facilitate the future school counselor in their expected professional experiences and duties.  Approved by Department 6-0-0.
Rationale: The course is a component of the new plan of study that will align the program with the revised School Counseling standards approved by the State Board of Education in November 2005 and the curriculum standards defined by the Council for Accreditation of Counseling and Related Educational Programs (CACREP).
10.4  New Course: Add SCN 5400: Fundamentals of Counseling.  Course Description: The design of this course is to provide an orientation to the roles and functions of professional counselors. The course also introduces the consultative process utilized in schools with parents and teachers and in conducting ethically appropriate interagency work. Future school counselors will be introduced to selected prominent counseling theories with emphasis placed upon short-term counseling in the public schools.  Focus is on relating theory to practice and on comparing and contrasting the key concepts, techniques, counselor-student relationships, and the contributions and limitations and of each theory.  Approved by Department 6-0-0.
Rationale:  Same as 10.3

10.5  New Course: Add SCN 5700: Career Development and Education.  This course includes overviews of the major theories and skill areas in educational planning, career and lifestyle development, work and motivation. The course is designed to help future school counselors become competent in the use of educational and occupational information and career assessment.    Information will be provided on planning, establishing and managing careers from a life-span perspective, and students will acquire knowledge and skills that are necessary for developing, implementing, and evaluating career development programs in the public schools.  Approved by Department 6-0-0.

Rationale:  Same as 10.3.

10.6  New Course: Add SCN 5800:  Multicultural Counseling and Education.  An examination of selected issues relevant to understanding multicultural lifespan differences, counseling process and practice. The course is designed to equip school counselors and other educators with knowledge, perspectives, and skills necessary for effective practice with students from diverse backgrounds in public schools. The course helps students develop insights into their own culturally-based beliefs and assumptions. In addition, the course helps students develop an understanding of major cultural factors that affect public school students’ school behavior and achievement.  Approved by Department 6-0-0.

Rationale: Same as 10.3. 

11.  Proposal from the Department of Psychology and Counseling

11.1   Course Revision:  Change course name of PCN 5650 from “Counseling Special Populations” to “Counseling Diverse Populations.”  Approved by Department 7-0-0.

Rationale: Course title more truthfully reflects the content and objectives of the course.
