1. The meeting was called to order at 3:30 pm by Tony Curtis, Chair.  He announced that Tommy Thompson has resigned his seat on the Committee.  The floor was given to Lee Phillips, Chair of Academic Affairs, who described the charge given to the Curriculum Committee.
2. The 5 April 2007 minutes were approved.
3. The Agenda was adopted.
4. Janita Byers presented proposals from the Department of Music:

4.1 Course Deletion: Delete all graduate Applied Music (MUSP – Private lessons on an instrument/voice) course numbers in sequence from MUSP 5000 to MUSP 6860 (134 course numbers attached to 38 “like” courses) and MUS course numbers (Graduate Ensemble), from 5730 to 5760 (four course numbers attached to 1 “like” course).  Approved by Department 13-0-0.
The proposal was unanimously approved by the Curriculum Committee.

4.2 New Course: Assign a single course number to each of the 38 “like” courses in all graduate Applied Music (MUSP – Private lessons on an instrument/voice) and a single course number the 1 MUS course (Graduate Ensemble).  Approved by Department 13-0-0.  Modify the number of times MUSP (Private lessons) courses can be repeated to a maximum number of six total hours and the number of times the MUS (Ensemble) course can be repeated to a maximum of 3 total hours.  
The proposal was unanimously approved by the Curriculum Committee.

4.3 Course Deletion: Delete all undergraduate lower level, upper level Applied Music (MUSP: Private lessons on an instrument/voice) course numbers in sequence from MUSP 1000 to 4870 (304 course numbers attached to 38 “like” courses), and MUS (Ensemble) course numbers (95 course numbers attached to 14 “like” courses.  Approved by Department 13-0-0. 
 The proposal was unanimously approved by the Curriculum Committee.
4.4  New Course: Assign a single course number to the sequence of “like” courses in all undergraduate lower level, upper level, and ensemble courses in MUSP (Private lessons on an instrument/voice) and MUS (ensemble).  Modify prerequisites for all MUSP (Private lessons) and MUS (ensemble) courses to include permission of instructor required.  Modify MUSP (Private lessons) courses in the sequence from 1001 to 1361 to allow students to repeat each course for credit a maximum of 8 hours.  Modify MUSP (Private lessons) courses in the sequence from 1501-1861 to allow students to repeat each course for credit a maximum of 6 hours.  Modify all MUS (Ensemble) courses to allow students to repeat each course for credit a maximum of 8 hours.  Modify all MUS (Ensemble) courses by deleting the prerequisite that all courses must be taken in sequence.  Modify code for MUSP courses to “PRL” (Private Lessons) and MUS courses to PFM (Performance). Approved by Department 13-0-0.  
The proposal was unanimously approved by the Curriculum Committee. 

4.5  New Course: Assign a single course number to all undergraduate upper level MUSP (Private lessons) courses.  Modify prerequisite for all undergraduate upper level MUSP (Private lessons) courses to include 6 hours of lower level MUSP courses, Modify prerequisites for all MUSP (Private lessons) and MUS (ensemble) courses to include permission of instructor required.  Modify all upper level MUSP (Private lessons) courses to allow students to repeat each course for credit a maximum of 8 hours. Approved by Department 13-0-0.  
The proposal was unanimously approved by the Curriculum Committee. 

5. Janette Hopper and Richard Gay presented proposals from the Department of Art:
5.1 New Program:  Establish an Art History Minor.  Approved by Department 7-0-0. Approved by Department 7-0-0.  
The proposal was unanimously approved by the Curriculum Committee.
5.2 New Course: Create a two semester course: ART 2280, to be cross listed as AIS 2280: North American Indian Art II.  Approved by Department 7-0-0.  
The proposal was amended to delete the phrase “two semester,” then was approved unanimously by the Curriculum Committee.
5.3 New Course: Create a two semester course: ART 2270, to be cross listed as AIS 2270: North American Indian Art I.  Approved by Department 7-0-0.  
The proposal was amended to delete the phrase “two semester,” then was approved unanimously by the Curriculum Committee.

5.4 Program Modification: Require ART4240 Contemporary Art (3 hours) to be a required course for an art major.  Reduce the number of advance Art History electives from 9 to 6 hours.  Approved by Department 7-0-0.  

The proposal was unanimously approved by the Curriculum Committee.

5.5 Program Modification: Require Drawing as an advanced studio concentration for students seeking a Bachelor of Arts in Art.  Add an upper level drawing course to the curriculum, designed specifically for students seeking Drawing as their concentration.  Approved by Department 7-0-0.
The proposal was amended to delete the word “require” and replace with the word “offer,” and the sentence “Add an upper level drawing course to the curriculum, designed specifically for students seeking Drawing as their concentration,” then was approved unanimously by the Curriculum Committee.

5.6 Course Revision: Change the title of ART 3200 Advanced Drawing to ART 3200 Advanced Drawing I.  Approved by Department 7-0-0.
The proposal was unanimously approved by the Curriculum Committee. 

5.7 New Course: Create ART 4200 Advanced Drawing II.    Approved by Department 7-0-0.
The proposal was unanimously approved by the Curriculum Committee. 

5.8 Course Revision: Change ART 1090 Figure Drawing to ART 2150 Figure Drawing.  Approved by Department 7-0-0.
The proposal was amended to delete the word “change,” and replace with the word “delete,” then delete the word “to” and replace with the phrase “and create,” then was approved unanimously by the Curriculum Committee.

5.9 New Course: Create ART 2120 Watercolor.  Approved by Department 7-0-0.
The proposal was unanimously approved by the Curriculum Committee.

5.10 New Course: Create ART 4031 Professional Art Practices.  Approved by Department 7-0-0.
The proposal was unanimously approved by the Curriculum Committee.

5.11 Course Revision: Remove all prerequisites from ART 1020, 1330 and 1400.  Approved by Department 7-0-0.
The proposal was unanimously approved by the Curriculum Committee.

5.12 Program Revision: Delete the portfolio review as a requirement for entry to the BA Art Studio program.  Approved by Department 7-0-0.
