4. Proposals from the Department of English and Theatre

4.1 New Course: Currently, the English and Theatre Department offers a Laboratory in Writing, ENG 1020, which may be taken for one additional hour of credit. We are proposing an additional course, Laboratory in Writing II, designed to support the coursework in ENG 1060 - Composition II.  This course would also offer one hour of academic credit elective (Approved by Department 34-0-0).

Course Title: ENG 1030 Lab in Writing II   Course Code: LAB
Rationale 
As the course (ENG 1020 – Laboratory in Writing) is described in the current catalog, it may be taken only once for credit; therefore, there is not a laboratory in writing if students need to take a writing lab with more than one composition course.  The English Department has determined that a supporting lab is needed as an option for both courses in the composition sequence.  ENG 1020 has been offered with great success, and since the composition courses cause students great difficulty, the opportunity for extra support and supervised writing practice is needed.  A second lab course will also offer additional flexibility for future course offerings.  

4. 2 Course Revision: An additional course, ENG 1030 - Laboratory in Writing II, has been proposed by the English and Theatre Department.  Therefore, the course title for ENG 1020 should change to Laboratory in Writing I.  Also, a change from P/F grading to standard grading is being proposed (Approved by Department 34-0-0).

5.2 Program Modification: Modify BS in Athletic Training as follows:

1.  Increase credit hours of ATHL 2040 from 1 semester hour to 2 semester hours.

2.  Increase credit hours of ATHL 2050 from 1 semester hour to 2 semester hours.

3.  Delete PED 2070 (Computer in HPER) from the required courses

4.  Decrease the number of General Elective hours from 12 to 11.

Rationale: 
Additional time is needed In ATHL 2040 and ATHL 2050. In order to sufficiently cover the proficiencies associated with those two classes.  PED 2070 is no longer needed because the competencies are covered in other ATH classes.

5.3 Course Revision: Increase the credit hours for ATHL 2040 from 1 semester hour to 2 semester hours (Approved by Department 35-0-0).

Proposals 5.2, 5.3, and 5.4 passed unanimously 7-0-0.

6. Proposals from the Department of Psychology and Counseling
6.1 Program Modification:  

Modify the Psychology Program as follows: PSY 3000 is a new course designed to replace PSY 2000.  We are changing the sequencing of the research methodology courses, making the writing course the capstone of the three, utilizing the skills learned in both Research Statistics (PSY 2080) and Research Methodology (PSY 2100) (Approved by Department 8-0-0).

*Major Requirements: The major in psychology consists of 40 semester hours (of which at least 15 hours must be taken at the 300‑level or higher)

Note: No 3000‑4000 level courses should be taken until PSY 2080, and 2100 have been completed.
I. Core requirements (16 hours):  PSY 1010, 1900, 2080, 2100, 3000, 3040  

II. Psychology area requirements (18 hours). Select two courses from each area. 

Experimental and Cognitive Area:  PSY 2150, 3120, 3550, 4010 

Social and Personality Area:  PSY 2160, 2700, 3160, 3750

Developmental, Clinical, and Counseling Area:  PSY 2050, 3050, 3600, 4030, 4170

III. Directed electives in psychology (6 hours). Select psychology electives for least six semester hours. 

 All of the courses that are included in the computation of the student’s overall QPA and that have a PSY prefix will be included in the computation of the QPA for the psychology major.
Rationale 

As the department expects students to become more involved in research, it makes much more logical sense to place a research capstone course at the end of the sequence that incorporates the skills learned in previous research methods courses into one main coherent project. 
6.2 Course Revision: Change the name for PSY 2080 from Research Methods II:   Statistics to Research Statistics.  We are also making a slight change to the description of the course by adding "reporting" procedures as well as selection and application although the bulk of responsibility for covering all elements of the Results section will continue to reside in PSY 3000 (Approved by Department 8-0-0).

Course Description 

Myth is a central category of religious studies.  This course will survey the mythology of ancient Greece and Rome.  It will also address (in a more limited way) the mythologies of ancient Mesopotamia and Egypt.  Though the course will focus primarily on a survey of the actual mythic traditions themselves, some attention will also be paid to the function of myth, theories of myth, and the impact of classical mythology on subsequent centuries of art and literature.

Rationale 

1.  Mythology is an integral area in Religious Studies (particularly since 1950).

2.  Classical mythology, in particular, is well documented and has a large number of scholarly resources to aid its study.

3.  Classical mythology has had a dramatic effect on western art, literature and religion.  

4.  No courses in our current department curriculum focus upon mythology.

The course will move well beyond classical mythology to include attention to social context, religious diversity and conflict, and ritual studies.  The course will have a heavy reading / composition component and will, most often, be conducted in seminar format (Approved by Department 5-0-0).

 An introduction to the religious thought and practices of the ancient Greeks and Romans.  Topics include ritual, worship, and sacrifice; beliefs about the underworld and afterlife; the ancient mystery cults; philosophical challenges to religion; the religious context of the origins of Christianity and Rabbinic Judaism; Religion and state politics / ethnicity

Course Title: REL 4350 Greek and Roman Religion  Course Code:
Rationale  
 1. Study of religion in the context of the Greco-Roman empire provides a key (and unique) opportunity for exploring issues of politics and religion, religious conflict, development of martyrdom, and religion and ethnicity.

2.  The early Roman empire (the period of the course) was the historical and cultural seedbed for Christianity and Rabbinic Judaism (two major religious systems of the western world).  

3.  The course offers unique opportunities to merge both content instruction and methodology.

4.  No equivalent course is offered at UNCP.
