I.  Call to Order

Dr. Elizabeth Denny, Chair of the Faculty Evaluation Review Subcommittee, called the meeting to order at 3:34 p.m.

II.  Approval of Agenda for November 3, 2009

IV.  Report on recent FIAC activities from FERS chair

Denny summarized the most recent FIAC (called) meeting, noting in particular two topics of discussion.  There is a discrepancy between UNCP practice and UNC policy with regard to retreat rights.  FIA recommended following the existing UNC policy.  Also, the November FIAC meeting will discuss email listserv practices at UNCP.

Report from the Chair regarding information gathered on UNCT task.  Denny reported that the Ad Hoc committee at UNCP has met, and has requested a meeting with the FERS chairperson to take place on November 11, 2009.  Denny will report the discussion from this meeting to the FERS committee.  

VI.  New Business

Suggested changes to the Faculty Handbook (appended to the agenda) were discussed and are to include the following additional modifications: 

A. Miscellaneous corrections, Appendix A 

· Changed the wording under “Rationale for Change” 4.12.J.  The first word of the second sentence is now “Many” instead of “The”.

B. Online teaching and syllabus issues, Appendix B

· The second sentence of item number 6, Section 6-5.B, was eliminated.

· Amended the first sentence of checklist item number 8, Section 14-4 to include hybrid courses.  This first sentence should now read:  “If this is a face-to-face or hybrid course, is the attendance policy clearly stated on the syllabus?” 

Action Item: Chae motioned to accept and send forward the suggested changes. Vallabha seconded the motion. The motion carried 5-0-0.
A student brought forward a model for Student Evaluation of Instruction.  FERS suggested the student take it through proper channels (SGA to Faculty Senate).

Handout (2 pages): Items that represent the revised “inclusive” SEI instrument that FERS voted on 2/23/09 to send to FIAC.  The handout was discussed briefly and will appear on the agenda for the December 2009 meeting of FERS.

The sequence of the Tenure and Promotion calendar in the faculty handbook was discussed.  The committee agreed to invite the faculty general to provide input.  Denny will send an email to the UNCP faculty.
