1. Proposals from the Dept. of Political Science and Public Administration

1.1  New Course:Create PSPA  3312 and GGY 3312:  Political Geography.  Prerequisites: PSPA 1000  (Approved by Department 10-0-0).

Course Description: An examination of how geography and politics are tied together at a variety of spatial scales and in different global locations.  Includes discussions of political geography both within and between states as well as those areas beyond the states, such as the sea and outer space.

Credit: 3 Semester Hours
Term(s) offered: As announced.

Rationale: A growing and important field in political science is Geopolitics--the study of spatial phenomena and their affects on political system.  Offering a course in political geography keeps UNCP in tune to this important subfield.  It also contributes to the growing links between the Political Science and Geography departments on campus.

1.2  New Course: Create PSPA 4225: Environmental Politics and Policy.  Prerequisites: PSPA 1000.  Required for Geo-Environmental Studies major (Approved by Department 10-0-0).  

Course Description: An analysis of environmentalism as a political phenomenon.  Examines controversial political issues about environmental matters and analyzes the impacts of these issues on the formulation and implementation of governmental policies and regulations.

Credit: 3 Semester Hours
Term(s) offered: As announced

Rationale: Environmentalism is a quickly-growing phenomenon around the world, and many universities are integrating courses in environmental studies into their curriculum.  This course gives UNCP a foothold into this growing discipline.  It also allows the Departments of Geography and Political Science and Public Administration to delve into new niches in their respective disciplines.

2. Proposals from the School of Business

2.1 New Program:

NEW PROGRAM AS IT WILL APPEAR IN THE CATALOG:
The Minor in Entrepreneurship

The minor in entrepreneurship will provide students the opportunity to learn how to start and manage their own businesses.  The minor consists of six courses (18 hours).  The first two courses in the minor cover business start-up (ENTR 2000) and sustainability (ENTR 2100).  The next three courses focus on marketing (MKT 3120), finance (FIN 2100), and law (BLAW 2150).  The last course (ENTR 4000) in strategy helps the student create a comprehensive business plan.

Rationale:  Many people want to start and run their business.  North Carolina is promoting small business development in the state.  This minor program will help achieve both of these objectives by providing students an opportunity to learn about entrepreneurship while pursuing their degrees at UNCP.  The minor in entrepreneurship will be open to all non-business majors in good standing.  

2.2  New Course: Create FIN 2100: Small Business Finance   Prerequisites: ENTR 2000 Required for: Minor in Entrepreneurship (Approved by Department 9-0-0).

Course Description: The purpose of FIN 2100 is to introduce financial thinking, tools, and techniques adapted to the realm of entrepreneurship and small business ownership. The course emphasizes the differences between large corporations and Small & Medium Enterprises (SMEs) relative to funding, risk assessment and management.  Topics include introduction to financial tools, financial markets and instruments, management of short terms assets and liabilities, and comprehensive discussion of sources of funds for small businesses, harvesting the venture investment and turnaround opportunities or liquidation under financial distress.  Credit:   3 Semester Hours Term(s) offered:    As announced 

Rationale: Small Business Finance (FIN 2100) is a required class in the proposed Minor in Entrepreneurship.  It equips current or prospective small business owners with the basic and essential financial knowledge required to start and continue operation of a small or medium enterprise. Small business owners/managers frequently cite raising funds as their primary concern in sustaining the growth and development of their endeavor. Often, the very survival of a new business depends on fundamental and sound financial management.  FIN 2100 equips current/prospective small business owners and managers with such necessary financial tools methods, and knowledge. 

3. Proposals from the Dept. of Economics, Finance, and Decision Sciences

3.1  New Course: Create DSCS 4XXX: Special Topics in Decision Sciences   Prerequisites:  DSC 2090, DSC 3130.  Required for:  None  (Approved by Department 7-0-0).

Course Description: The study of a particular topic of special importance, relevance, and currency in the broad field of decision sciences.  The content of the special topics course varies with each offering. Course may be repeated as long as topic being studied is different. Offered as announced.  PREREQ: DSC 209, DSC 3130  Credit: 3 Semester Hours Term(s) offered: As Announced 
Rationale: A special topics class is being proposed (the same as currently offered by the economics and finance wings of the department, and by the other departments within the School of Business) in order to create an opportunity for teaching of emerging methods and topics in decision sciences.  Decision Sciences is a dynamic and an ever-evolving field of study where new interdisciplinary theories and concepts are developed frequently.  The Special Topics course will allow for innovative and relevant courses to be offered when needed to strengthen the program.
3.2  New Course:  Create DSC 4990 Directed Studies in Decision Sciences
Prerequisites:  DSC 2090, DSC 3130
Required for: None  (Approved by Department 8-0-0).

Course Description:  Independent study in an area of decision sciences of particular interest to a student under the direction of one or more faculty members.  Students must submit detailed proposals for a directed study, detailing the proposed plan of study, research involved, dates for deliverables, final product to be produced and faculty who will be supervising.  Proposals will be reviewed by a faculty committee to determine acceptance of the proposal. Offered as announced.  Credit, 1-3 semester hours.  PREREQ: DSC 2090, DSC 3130.
Credit: 3 Semester Hours  
Term(s) offered: As Announced 

Rationale:  A directed studies class in the area of decision sciences is being proposed (the same as currently offered by the economics and finance wings of the department, and by the other departments within the School of Business) in order to create an opportunity for advanced and specialized study with a primarily research oriented approach.  The directed studies class provides the opportunity for interested students to learn an advanced and specialized topic within the broad field of decision sciences under the guidance of a faculty member.  This provided a research-based avenue for students to enhance their knowledge of and skills in recently developed areas of decision sciences in a focused fashion. 
3.3  New Course: Create DSC 1590: Technology Enabled Decision Making as part of the General Education curriculum.  Credit Hours: 3        Term(s) offered: As announced  (Approved by Department 7-0-0).  (Approved by Gen Ed 6-0-0.)

Course Description: This course introduces pertinent elements of computer applications as they relate to making informed decisions. New and emerging learning technologies are introduced and employed to accentuate critical thinking and problem solving skills. Additionally, the course emphasizes effective communication and collaboration in a technology-rich learning environment.  Excel spreadsheets are introduced and utilized extensively in this course. Other techniques taught include collection, analysis, interpretation, and presentation of data as well as the effective use of internet search tools and electronic databases.

Rationale for General Education Proposal: The General Education program has been designed to provide students with an understanding of the fundamental principles and contributions of a variety of disciplines and to foster the ability to analyze and weigh evidence, exercise quantitative and scientific skills, make informed decisions, write and speak clearly, and think critically and creatively.

Promoting the ability to analyze and weight evidence is a stated goal of the proposed “Technology Enabled Decision Making” course. Similarly the course aims to instill in students the ability to collect, categorize, analyze, and interpret data, and to present the result.  Quantitative skills will be enhanced through learning Excel spreadsheets’ quantitative and graphical capabilities.  Finally, the entire course revolves around critical thinking leading to informed decision-making based on collected evidence.

Currently, to the best of our knowledge, there are no courses that integrate quantitative skills, technological know-how, communication and collaboration techniques, the ability to draw conclusions, and the requirement to present the finding under the umbrella of one a single general education course. 

Technology Enabled Decision making does this: “New and emerging learning technologies are introduced and employed to accentuate critical thinking and problem solving skills. Additionally, the course emphasizes effective communication and collaboration in a technology-rich learning environment.”
The Subcommittee on General Education suggests placing this course on page 1 in the Social Science Division under category (1) Economics.

Rational for the Curriculum Proposal: In the last decade, technology has moved from the periphery and into our everyday lives, becoming a pervasive part of how we live, work, and learn.  Networked communications and computer technology have transformed the modern workplace, touching nearly every career and job category. Lifelong learning and versatility are replacing lifetime employment and static skill sets. Reflecting these dramatic changes, schools, too, are evolving, altering their educational goals as well as the strategies and resources they use to achieve these goals. Educators at nearly every level are examining the tools required to produce the 21st century skills that today’s students and tomorrow’s decision-makers need in order to succeed in their school, work, and civic lives. 


Accordingly, DSC 1590 not only equips students with traditional and necessary skills such as spreadsheet construction and data analysis, but also introduces new and emerging learning tools (Blogs and Podcasts, for example) to enhance critical thinking and problem solving skills.  After successful completion of this class, students will be proficient in collecting and categorizing secondary data; using Excel to present the collected data with spreadsheets and graphs; drawing conclusions based on the data collected; and presenting and communicating the results of their findings via effective presentations; Additionally learning in a technology rich environment is emphasized as well as the socially responsible use of such tools and techniques.  

In short, students will learn to use numerous tools and techniques to become more effective decision makers
4. Proposals from English, Theatre and Languages

4.1  New Course:   Create THE 2810: Stage Dance 3

Prerequisites:  THE 1810 or THE 1820 or permission of instructor (Approved by Department 30-0-0.)

Course Description: Prerequisite: THE 2810 or permission of instructor. Further development of technical skills in jazz, modern and other stage dance styles, including  increased movement capabilities, rhythmic accuracy, and spatial  relationships, with emphasis on aesthetic and expressive qualities that lead to performance. (Fall).  

Credit: 2 Semester Hours Term(s) offered: Fall 

Rationale: Adding an advanced Dance Class to provide a course experience for those students in the theatre and music theatre programs who have had previous training in dance will eliminate having to take beginning dance classes with students of less experience.  The Theatre program needs to offer training for those students who will eventually go onto the stage in academic, community or professional theatre.  Dance movement is especially important to acting.

4.2  New Course:  Create THE 2820: Stage Dance 4.  Prerequisites:  THE 2810 or permission of instructor (Approved by Department 30-0-0).

Course Description: Prerequisite: THE 2810  or permission of instructor.    Further development of technical skills in jazz, modern and other stage dance styles, including  increased movement capabilities, rhythmic accuracy, and spatial  relationships, with emphasis on aesthetic and expressive qualities that lead to performance. (Fall) 2 sem hrs.

Credit: 2 Semester Hours Term(s) offered: Spring 

Date for this change to be put into effect: Spring 2009 

Rationale: Adding an advanced Dance Class to provide a course experience for those students in the theatre and music theatre programs who have had previous training in dance will eliminate having to take beginning dance classes with students of less experience.  The Theatre program needs to offer training for those students who will eventually go onto the stage in academic, community or professional theatre.  Dance movement is especially important to acting.

4.3  Course Revision: Change the course value of THE 1650: Stage Costumes from one semester hour to three semester hours.  Prerequisites: THE 1620 or Permission of Instructor.  (Approved by Department 30-0-0).

Rationale: A 3 semester hour value is that normally accepted by theatre programs and the National Association of Schools of Theatre.  The course had a three hour value until we could not find a costumer to teach it; we then reduced the hour value to one hour so one of the present staff could.  This will also remove the electives for the Bachelor of Music in Musical Theatre.  The Theatre/Speech Requirements will change from 24 to 26 semester hours.

4.4 Program Modification:  BA in Spanish: 
1) Add two new courses to the Required 3000-level courses: SPN 3150.  Analytical Skills and Critical Aspects of Spanish (3 hrs.) and SPN 3200. Literary Analysis and Criticism in Spanish (3 hrs.) 

2)  Move four courses: SPN 3210 Survey of Spanish-American Literature I, SPN 3220 Survey of Spanish-American Literature II, SPN 3310 Survey of Literature of Spain I, and SPN 3320 Survey of Literature of Spain II from the list of Required 3000-level courses to the list of Spanish Elective Requirements.

3) Reduce the Required 3000 level courses from 24 to 21.

4) Increase the Spanish Elective Requirements from 12 to 15.

5)  Add a new course to the Spanish Elective Requirements: SPN 3350 History of the Spanish Language. (Approved by Department 30-0-0).

Rationale:  The two new required courses--SPN 3150 and SPN 3200--are designed to solidify students' linguistic skills in Spanish so they are better prepared to take upper level classes.  The new elective will fill a gap in the Elective courses section.  Moving the four survey courses--SPN 3210, SPN 3220, SPN 3310, and SPN 3320--to the Elective Requirements and increasing the Elective Requirements to 15 (instead of 12) will give students more flexibility in choosing their plan of study.

4.5  New Course: Create SPN 3150: Analytical Skills and Critical Aspects of Spanish

Prerequisites:  SPN 3110 and SPN 3120; or permission of instructor; 

Required for BA in Spanish (Approved by Department 30-0-0).

Course Description: Students review and extend their knowledge of all basic patterns (e.g., grammar, vocabulary, sociocultural norms) of the language.  They develop their oral and written skills in describing, narrating and presenting arguments.  They are exposed to texts and audio-visual material that provide them with a deeper understanding of the Spanish-speaking world.  Fall, Spring.  Credit, 3 semester hours.  PREREQ: SPN 3110 and SPN 3120; or permission of instructor.  

Rationale: This course is designed to review and extend students' knowledge of all basic patterns of the Spanish language to reinforce students' linguistic skills in Spanish, and to better prepare them to take upper level courses. 

4.6  New Course: Create SPN 3200: Literary Analysis and Criticism in Spanish

Prerequisites:  SPN 3110 and SPN 3120; or permission of instructor

Required for BA in Spanish  (Approved by Department 30-0-0).

Course Description: Through a variety of representative works of Hispanic literature, this course focuses on the discussion and practical application of different approaches to the critical reading of literary texts.  We also study basic concepts and problems of literary theory, as well as strategies for research and academic writing in Spanish.  Fall, Spring.  Credit, 3 semester hours.  PREREQ: SPN 3110 and SPN 3120; or permission of instructor.

Rationale: This is a course on the critical reading of literary texts to expose students to basic literary theory as well as research and academic writing, and to better prepare them to take upper level literature classes. 

4.7 New Course: Create SPN 3350: History of the Spanish Language

Prerequisites:  SPN 3110, SPN 3120, and SPN 3150; or permission of instructor

 Required for BA in Spanish (Approved by Department 30-0-0).

Course Description: This course offers a panoramic study of the evolution of spoken Latin into modern Spanish.  Topics covered will include: the major historical events that influenced the evolution of Spanish; phonological change; morphological and syntactic change; lexical borrowings from other languages; and semantic change.  We will also study representative texts that illustrate the evolution of the Spanish language, and students will be assigned a similar text as an individual project.  Credit, 3 semester hours.  PREREQ: SPN 3110, SPN 3120, and SPN 3150; or permission of instructor.  Credit: 3.0 Semester Hours   Term(s) offered: As announced 

Rationale: To align UNCP's Spanish BA with other programs in the UNCP system, and to increase the number of electives for more flexibility when planning a student's program of study.

4.8  Course Revision: Revise: SPN 3110: Spanish Composition term offerings to "as announced." (Approved by Department 30-0-0)

Rationale: To be able to offer courses as needed.

4.9 Course Revision: Revise SPN 3120: Spanish Conversation term offerings to "as announced."  (Approved by Department 30-0-0).

Rational: To be able to offer courses as needed.

4.10  Course Revision: Revise SPN 3210: Survey of Spanish-American Literature I as follows: Delete fall from the "terms offered" section and replace with "as announced.  Change the prerequisite from SPN 2320 to SPN 3200, which is a new course that will introduce basic concepts and problems of literary theory, as well as strategies for research and academic writing in Spanish.  (Approved by Department 30-0-0).

Rationale: To be able to offer the course when needed.  To include the new required course SPN 3200, which will give students a more solid foundation before studying literature classes.

4.11  Course Revision: Revise SPN 3220: Survey of Spanish-American Literature II as follows:  Delete Spring from the "terms offered" section and replace with "as announced." Change the prerequisite from SPN 2320 to SPN 3200, which is a new course that will introduce basic concepts and problems of literary theory, as well as strategies for research and academic writing in Spanish.  (Approved by Department 30-0-0).

Rationale: To be able to offer the course as needed.  To include the new required course SPN 3200, which will give students a more solid foundation before studying literature classes.

4.12 Course Revision: Revise SPN 3310: Survey of Literature of Spain I as follows: Delete Fall from the "terms offered" section and replace with "as announced." Change the prerequisite from SPN 2320 to SPN 3200, which is a new course that will introduce basic concepts and problems of literary theory, as well as strategies for research and academic writing in Spanish.  (Approved by Department 30-0-0).

Prerequisites:  SPN 2320 SPN 3200 or permission of instructor;  Required for Elective for Spanish BA

Rationale: 

· To be able to offer the course as needed.

· To include the new required course SPN 3200, which will give students a more solid foundation before studying literature classes.

4.13  Course Revision: Revise SPN 3320: Survey of Literature of Spain II as follows: Delete Spring from the "terms offered" section and replace with "as announced." Change the prerequisite from SPN 2320 to SPN 3200, which is a new course that will introduce basic concepts and problems of literary theory, as well as strategies for research and academic writing in Spanish.  (Approved by Department 30-0-0).

Rationale: 

· To be able to offer the course as needed.

· To include the new required course SPN 3200, which will give students a more solid foundation before studying literature classes.

4.14 Course Revision:  Revise SPN 3710: Business Spanish as follows: Change prerequisites from SPN 3110 and SPN 3120 or permission of instructor, to SPN 3150 or permission of instructor

Rationale: To include the new required course SPN 3150, which will strengthen students' linguistic abilities before they take upper level classes

5. Proposals from the Department of Music
5.1  Course Revision:  Change offering of MUS 3580: Electronic Music from Spring, to Fall, Spring.  (Approved by Department 10-0-0).

Rationale:  Enrollment and inquiries for the course have steadily increased.

The proposal carried unanimously (7-0-0).

5.2  Program Modification: Modify requirements for the Master of Arts in Music Education and Master of Arts in Teaching with Music Specialization.  This modification will offer the option of MUSP 5001-5861: Applied Music to MUSP 5731: Graduate Ensemble.  (These courses are listed under "B. Other Studies in Music" for the "Master in Music Education," and under the "Music Specialty Area," for the "Master In Teaching with Music…" in the course listings of the Academic Catalogue).  Add the following language to the Graduate Music Handbook under B. Ensembles:

3.  Course Options (Graduate Ensemble/Applied Music)

Students whose employment obligations conflict with university ensemble rehearsal schedules have the option to enroll in Applied Music for the number of hours of study equivalent to the degree requirement for Graduate Ensemble.  This Applied Music enrollment is in addition to the hours of Applied Music study required for the degree.

(Approved by Department 8-0-0.) 

Rationale: As almost all graduate students are employed full-time, they are generally unable to meet the rehearsal schedule of university ensembles.  This narrative will certify that Applied Music is an option (not a course substitution, as has been the practice to date.

5.3  New Course: Create MUSP 1771: Private Drumset.  (Approved by Department 10-0-0).

Course Description: Private drumset instruction for those who wish to major in drumset.  Credit: 2 Semester Hours, Term(s) offered: Fall and Spring

Rationale: With UNCP holding a jazz minor degree program, students in that degree should be able to study the primary percussion instrument of jazz, the drumset.

5.4  New Course: Create MUSP 1271: Private Drumset.  (Approved by Department 10-0-0).

Course Description: Private drumset instruction for those not majoring in drumset.  Credit: 1 Semester Hour, Term(s) offered: Fall and Spring

Rationale: With UNCP holding a jazz minor degree program, students in that degree should be able to study the primary percussion instrument of jazz, the drumset.

5.5  Program Modification:  Adjust curricular requirements to allow drumset majors to register for jazz ensembles for graduation credit in all semesters of study.  This modification will offer the option of MUS 1621 to MUS 1410.  (These courses are listed in the academic catalogue under  the Bachelor of Arts in Music Major Requirements and under the Bachelor of Arts in Music with Elective Studies In Business Core Music Requirements.   (Approved by Department 10-0-0).
Rationale: For drumset majors jazz ensembles in various formats are the most logical course of study to fulfill the ensemble requirement.

6.  Proposals from the Department of Geology and Geography

6.1  New Program: Create a B.S. in Geoenvironmental Studies.  This is a flexible, interdisciplinary program that allows students to meet their needs in earth-centered studies.  The major provides a base from multiple sciences that is important to understanding the geosciences in an environmental context.  In the geoscience track curriculum, students can choose to concentrate on geology or geography or a mix.

Rationale: A B.S. in Geoenvironmental Studies would broaden the range of programs at UNCP and meet societal needs for workers broadly prepared to deal with scientific and technological policy issues in this field.  Students can follow this curriculum to career or educational paths in environmental consulting, government, or graduate or professional school.  It will allow UNCP to use its faculty in geology and geography efficiently in a flexible major that will allow students to design programs that meet their needs across these disciplines.  Electives will be added as new faculty bring additional expertise to UNCP.  We anticipate that a policy-related track will be added at a later date.

6.2  New Course: Create: GLY 4010: Geology Internship 

Required for Geoenvironmental Studies major (Approved by Department 4-0-0).

 Course Description: Practical experience with a consulting firm, university, museum, or government agency through a planned internship.  Supervision is provided by a designated member of the firm, university or agency and by a member of the departmental faculty.  As announced. Credit, 3 semester hours. PREREQ: Departmental approval.

Credit: 3 Semester Hours 
Term(s) offered: As announced 

Rationale: The proposed Geoenvironmental Studies major requires either an internship in one of the fields involved (Geography, Geology, Political Science) or an approved field course.  The Internship would also be valuable, in some cases, for students minoring in Geology.  There is currently no Internship course in Geology, so we add the course in this proposal.

6.3  Course Revision: Revising the credits for the GGY 4010 Internship to make the number applicable to requirements in the proposed Geoenvironmental Studies major.  (Approved by Department 4-0-0).

Prerequisites:  Departmental Approval  Required for: Geo-Environmental Studies Major 

Credit: 3-4 Semester Hours Term(s) offered: As announced 

Rationale: Some students may need a 4-credit GGY Internship (the level that has existed In the past), but the proposed Geo-environmental Studies major requires only a 3-credit Internship (as In most other departmental Internships), so this proposal makes this possible In GGY 401.

7.  Proposals from the Department of Health, PE and Recreation

7.1  New Course: Create PED 1910: Spinning and add as a 1 hour PE activity course option for Gen Educ requirements. Prerequisites:  None (Approved by Department 32-0-0).         

Course Description:  Credit, 1 semester hour.  (Note:  No Description included on form.)

Rationale:  Will give UNCP students another option to satisfy their Gen Educ requirement of two 1-hr PE activity courses

7.2  Program Modification: Modify the BS in Athletic Training as follows: Delete ATH 4010 Clinical Education VI and change the course description of ATH 4000 (Approved by Department 32-0-0).

Rationale: The course is no longer needed because the B.S. Athletic Training degree has changed from a six-semester program to a five semester program (approved by Curriculum, Academic Affairs and Faculty Senate as of 10/4/06).  Because ATH 4000 will be the last of the five-semester series of clinical education courses, the course description needs to reflect this change.  Content for each of the clinical education courses is based on the didactic courses taken in the prior semester.

7.3  Course Deletion: Delete ATH 4010: Clinical Education VI from the BS in Athletic Training (Approved by Department 32-0-0).

7.4  Course Revision: Modify the course description of ATH 4000: Clinical Education V (Approved by Department 32-0-0).

Revised Catalog Course Description:  This course is the culmination of the clinical education sequence of courses.  It requires the student to use critical thinking and problem solving skills to demonstrate clinical proficiency in the twelve domains of athletic training.  Although the student may be exposed to multiple learning opportunities, the clinical focus of this course is general medical conditions, psychosocial intervention, health care administration and learning over time.  Credit, 4 semester hours PREREQ:  ATH 3010

Rationale:  To more accurately reflect the content of the course for the students who are in the five-semester BS Athletic Training degree.  In May 08, the final class of students enrolled in the six-semester BS Athletic Training degree program will graduate.

7.5  New Course: Create PED 1501: Varsity Football (Approved by Department 32-0-0.)

Course Description: Athletes only; P/F grade only.  Can only take one time.  Credit, 1 semester hour.

Rationale:  To make the course offerings consistent within the department for a credit hour to be awarded one time during a student-athlete's academic career for participation in a varsity sport.

8.  Proposals from the Department of Psychology and Counseling
8.1  Course Revision: Changing prerequisites for PCN 5150: Theories and Techniques of Counseling to read: (PCN 5000) or (SCN 5050).  Approved by Department 7-0-0.

Rationale: As PCN 5150 is a required course for the Professional School Counseling program that now resides in the School of Education, it is necessary to revise the prerequisites to reflect the courses that the school counseling students will now take with their revised program. 

8.2  Course Revision: Adding SCN 5410 as a crosslisted course with PCN 5410: Career Development through the Lifespan, and modifying the prerequisites for PCN 5410 to read: (PCN 5000 and PCN 5150) or (SNC 5050 and PCN 5150).

Rationale: As the School Counseling Program plans to offer a course (SCN 5410) that will contain the same content as PCN 5410 (indeed, SCN 5410 has used the PCN 5410 course description) these two courses should be crosslisted.
