Summary of the Proposals

1. Proposal from the Department of Social Work MSW Program

1.1 New Course: Create SWK 5710: Grant Writing for Social Workers (Approved by Dept. 9-0-0).

New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 
This course will seek to develop research and grant writing skills and competencies to aid the student in assisting communities, Community Based Organizations, non-profit agencies, etc. in meeting the needs of the communities and/or associated publics.  

The focus of this course is the practical application of social analysis, critical thinking and the development of related skill-sets such as community mapping/research, resource identification, program planning/development, capacity building and change/intervention strategies to aid in the creation of grant proposals designed to address specific community or constituency needs.  Students should expect a major time investment in regards to research, writing and weekly group discussions/activities.  

Rationale

 We are adding this course due to a need from the students and the community for these skills.  Addition to the MSW Program  
2. Proposal from the Department of Biology

2.1 New Course: Create BIO 3750: Neurobiology (Approved by Dept. 15-0-0).

New Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 
"This course covers the fundamentals of neurobiology, the study of the cellular basis of nervous system function, and course will examine the cellular composition of the nervous system, the characteristics and functions of neurons, and the various ways that signals are relayed within the nervous system. We will examine how neurons receive, integrate and transmit information and how groups of neurons produce both simple and complex behaviors. The cellular and molecular basis of sensory and motor systems, plasticity, development and learning will be analyzed, with emphasis on the relationship of cellular and physiological processes to human behavior.  The laboratory/discussion section will include dissection of preserved brains, basic laboratory techniques in neuroscience, and plus analysis and discussion of relevant portions of the recent scientific literature."

Rationale

We propose formalizing a course that has been taught regularly under the "Special Topics" designation for the past 5 years.  The course had been taught sporadically over the past 15 years, but is now becoming a staple of undergraduate biology programs and in the field in general.  The course will serve as an additional elective for several degree programs within the department (Biology, Biotechnology, Biology with Biomedical Emphasis), reflecting both the expertise of our current faculty and the continued growth of knowledge in this field of study.   

Requires additional resources in the form of a very few pieces of laboratory equipment, computer software and consumable supplies that will be used in the laboratory section, with a cost similar to other upper level labs (e.g. BIO 3710, BIO 4610). 

 The continued success of the course, its popularity, the current wealth of neurobiologists on our faculty (R. Poage, B. Bahr, L. Carroll) and the continued explosive growth of the field of study support making the course a regular offering.    The course included 11 students when first offered in Spring 2004 and held 17 students in its most recent, Spring 2009, offering (average,  10.8 students per class).  

3. Proposals from the Department of Sociology and Criminal Justice

3.1 New Course: Create CRJ 3750: Criminal Profiling (Approved by Department 15-0-0).
New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 
"This course examines the basis for the process of criminal profiling and its use in the criminal justice system. Various facets of the profiling process will be examined utilizing numerous case studies, including the typology of the offender, deception, crime scene analysis, and interpretation of evidence. Consideration of the foundational assumptions for, basic approaches to, the limitation and the alternatives to criminal profiling will also be included."

Rationale 

In recent years, there has been a huge increase in the popularity of a variety of subjects relating to criminal investigation.  As shows such as C.S.I. have gained popularity, so has the interest in the studies of the sciences they illustrate. One of the most popular is the profiling of certain types of criminals. The creation of this course would not only compliment and expand the knowledge and skill set of students who study Criminal Justice, but would also meet an increasing demand for this popular topic. The interest shown by students in previous offerings of this course (as a Special Topics class) has proven this demand, and has also supported the need for it to be added to the regular curriculum. This course may also be beneficial to students majoring in Sociology, Psychology, and Social Work.

3.2 Course Deletion: Delete CRJ 2500: Basic Criminal Law (Approved by Department 15-0-0).

Rationale 
We currently have two criminal law classes, Basic Criminal Law (CRJ 2500) and Advanced Criminal Law (CRJ 3000). In order to reduce what we feel is a redundant course, we plan to eliminate CRJ 2500 and change the title of CRJ 3000, dropping both the Basic and Advanced titles. 

3.3  New Course:  Create SOC 4620: Sociological Social Psychology (Approved by Department 15-0-0).

New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 
This course explores the sociological side of the contemporary field of social psychology to help students understand the processes by which we become social individuals, how we construct social reality, and how the social reality we construct influences us as individual members of human groups. Students will analyze and critique various sociological social psychological approaches and methods of understanding individuals within social contexts and assess their various strengths and weaknesses.

Rationale
We are proposing to add the three hour course, SOC 4620 -- Sociological Social Psychology, to the curriculum in sociology beginning in the Fall of 2010.  Additionally, we are proposing that this course be added to the list of required "Sociology Electives" that currently includes: SOC 4180, 4250, 4420, 4610, and 4850. 

Many of the mid level (2000 and 3000 level) courses in the existing sociology curriculum touch on social psychological issues from a sociological perspective, but the department does not have a "capstone" course dealing with this important part of the discipline. The creation of this course would compliment and expand the knowledge and skill set of students who have completed courses in sociology dealing with social problems, death and dying, drug use, criminology, popular culture, collective behavior and social movements, social inequalities, gender, deviance, mental disorders, religion, and everyday life.  This course may also be beneficial to students majoring in other disciplines like criminal justice, mass communications, social work, psychology, nursing and marketing.
4. Proposals from the School of Education: Middle Grades Education and MAT Programs
4.1 New Course: Create EDN 3400: Philosophy and Curriculum of Middle Grades (Approved by Department 16-0-0).

New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 
This course examines the contemporary Middle School, including historical antecedents, concepts, philosophy, trends, issues, instructional strategies, and models. Specific attention is focused on the middle school child, the middle school teacher, integrated and interdisciplinary instruction; standards based curriculum, and assessment.
Rationale

Addition of this course meets the newly created North Carolina Teaching Standards/Outcomes at the initial level and provides the experiences required for program alignment: The North Carolina Department of Public Instruction (NC-DPI) has required all teacher preparation programs complete a self-study and revise their individual courses/programs to ensure that the courses and programs meet the needs of new teachers in the state.  This course is designed to assist initial licensure students to succeed in the certification/licensure programs offered at UNCP in the areas of Middle Grades Education

4.2 New Course: Create EDN 5040: An Introduction to the Basics Tenets of Education  (Approved by Department 32-0-0).
New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 
This course is intended for students pursuing the Master of Arts in Teaching degree. It is designed to introduce students to the foundational fields of education: philosophy and psychology, with an emphasis on the development of an appreciation for the role and responsibility of the teacher as the instructional leader in the educational community. There is a field experience component.
Rationale

The North Carolina Department of Public Instruction (NC-DPI) has required all teacher preparation programs complete a self-study and revise their individual courses/programs to ensure that the courses and programs meet the needs of new teachers in the state.  This course is designed to assist graduate students to succeed in the certification/licensure programs offered at UNCP in the areas of philosophy and educational psychology.

4.3 New Course: Create EDN 5440: Survey of Educational Research (Approved by Dept. 32-0-0).
New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 
This course is designed to broaden students’ ideas and practices of educational research and afford them knowledge regarding typical research approaches and methods in education, interpreting and critiquing professional research literature, using research findings to validate and modify decisions about teaching and learning, understanding commonly used descriptive and inferential statistics, and using American Psychological Association (APA) style.    

Rationale 

The North Carolina Department of Public Instruction (NC-DPI) has required all teacher preparation programs complete a self-study and revise their individual courses/programs to ensure that the courses and programs meet the needs of new teachers in the state.  This course is designed to assist graduate students to succeed in the certification/licensure programs offered at UNCP through the introduction of appropriate research and assessment practices to implement in the K-12 environment. 
4.4 New Course: Create EDN 5450: Introduction to Curriculum Design and Best Practices  

(Approved by Department 32-0-0).
New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 
This course is intended for students who are enrolled in the Master of Arts in Teaching Program. It is designed to provide students with an introduction to curriculum design and best practices in lesson design, including backward design, instructional strategies such as differentiated instruction, and various forms of assessment. There is a field experience component.
Rationale

The North Carolina Department of Public Instruction (NC-DPI) has required all teacher preparation programs complete a self-study and revise their individual courses/programs to ensure that the courses and programs meet the needs of new teachers in the state.  This course is designed to assist graduate students to succeed in the certification/licensure programs offered at UNCP in the area building curriculum for the new K-12 content area standards (new K-12 content area standards revised by DPI).

4.5 New Course: Create EDN 5460: Field Experience (Approved by Dept 32-0-0)  

New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 
This course is intended for students pursuing the Master of Arts in Teaching degree. It is designed to provide the structured field experience that supports the practical application of theoretical constructs.  Graduate students in programs at UNCP will actively engage with clinical teachers and the K-12 students to broaden their knowledge bases and engage in school-based professional activities.  (Course may be repeated)

Rationale 

The North Carolina Department of Public Instruction (NC-DPI) has required all teacher preparation programs complete a self-study and revise their individual courses/programs to ensure that the courses and programs meet the needs of new teachers in the state.  This course is designed to provide graduate students with a structured field experience placement to support the work completed in other graduate level certification/licensure programs.
5. Proposals from the Department of Philosophy and Religion

5.1 New Course: Create PHI 2070: Contemporary Moral Issues (Approved by Department 6-0-0).

New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description)  
 This is a survey course in applied ethics. Issues such as abortion, capital punishment, cloning, and affirmative action will be discussed.

Rationale 

The Department of Philosophy and Religion has several specific applied ethics courses such as Business Ethics and Medical Ethics. We do not have a general course that covers all issues in applied ethics. This course will satisfy that need.

5.2 New Course: Create REL 3025/PSPA 3025: Fundamentalisms (Approved by Department of Philosophy and Religion 6-0-0, AND Department of Political Science 2-1-3
New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 
Over the past two decades or so, Starting in the 1970s there has been a substantial growth in the strength of religious radical movements sometimes known as “fundamentalist,” which seek to manifest their religious faith in the political arena. The course will examine these phenomena in comparative perspective primarily in Judaism, Christianity and Islam. We will focus on the religious players in the Middle East conflict. Special attention will be given to the place of Jerusalem as a focal center for religious extremist activity.

Rationale 
This class presents a significant trend in our contemporary religious and political worlds that is quite under-studied. The class allows students to learn more about major players in the Middle East, which are active in the struggle to combine religion and politics. We will study their theology and the ways, some of them violent and brutal, in which they are striving to achieve their goals. The class will put this trend in a broader context of the adaptation of religious institutions to the modern world.

5.3 New Course: Create REL 4230/HST 4230: Jerusalem In Time, Space and Imagination (Approved by Department 6-0-0). 

New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 

Following a chronological order, this course explores the origins, character and ongoing shifts in symbolic meaning of one of the most ancient and continuously settled cities on earth, Jerusalem. Students will acquire basic knowledge of the major periods in this long history as well as of the communities and traditions that have called it their home.

Rationale 

This course will inform students about a city that has deeply influenced Western religions and has great social-political religious significance today. We will learn about:

1. The physical, climatic, and political geography that conditioned the history of Jerusalem;

2. The archeological and literary critical approaches to reconstructing the early history of the city; 

3. The religious symbols and concepts and the role of religious rhetoric in political discourse;

4. The history of the city’s growth, destruction, rebuilding and redesign;

5. The political, economic, and cultural history of the Middle East, with an emphasis on Israel/Palestine. 

6. Proposals from the Department of Health, P.E. and Recreation

6.1 New Course:  Create PED 4040: Classroom Discipline (Approved by Department 35-0-0).
New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 
This course will explore and examine various methods of school classroom control, management, discipline, and punitive actions if needed based on appropriate grade level(s).  Liability issues will the examined as it relates to school discipline policy(ies). 

Rationale 
NCDPI competencies address classroom monitoring, management, control, discipline, etc.  

6.2 New Course: Change current PED 4000 from a 3-hr course to a 2-hr course and make the format seminar-like for practicing interns to share teaching experiences, techniques, materials, problem-solving, etc.  (Approved by Department 35-0-0).

New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 
A seminar that will explore and examine health/PE teaching methods, materials, techniques, and evaluation procedures as it relates to the teaching of both health and physical education. 

Rationale

NCDPI competencies call for teaching seminars  

6.3 New Course: Change current PED 3190 from a 3-hr course to a 2-hr course and course that specifically targets health/PE in grades 10-12; new modified re-title will be Health/PE Activities in Grades 10-12  (Approved by Department 35-0-0).
New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 
A study of the appropriate teaching methodologies of health and movement materials/activities in grades 10-12 as it relates to health, wellness, and fitness that's appropriate for this age level.  

Rationale 

The current 7-12 grades course is too broad to satisfy all NCDPI competencies  

6.4 New Course: Create PED 3175: Health/PE Activities in Grades 7-9 (Approved by Department 35-0-0).

New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 

A study of the appropriate teaching methodologies of health and movement materials/activities in grades 7-9 as it relates to health, wellness, and fitness that's appropriate for this age level.  

Rationale 
The current 7-12 grades course is too broad to satisfy all NCDPI competencies  

6.5 New Course: Create PED 3170: Health/PE Activities in Grades 4-6 (Approved by Department 35-0-0).

New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 

A study of the appropriate teaching methodologies of health and movement materials/activities in grades 4-6 as it relates to health, wellness, and fitness that's appropriate for this age level.  

Rationale 

The current K-6 is too broad to satisfy all NCDPI competencies  

6.6 New Course: Change PED 3160 from a PE only K-6 structure to a health & PE structure in grades K-3 (Approved by Department 35-0-0).
New or Revised Catalog Course Description (for Deletion, Current description) 
A study of the appropriate teaching methodologies of health  and movement materials/activities in grades K-3 as it relates to health, wellness, and fitness that's appropriate for this age level.  

Rationale 
K-6 is too broad to satisfy all NCDPI competencies
