D. Reports from Administration

a.  Chancellor Meadors reported that UNCP’s fall retention rate was the fourth-best increase in the UNC system and our second-best retention rate in the last ten years.  The fall freshmen class had the best SAT average score.

The sidewalk between the University Center and the Dial Building will be finished in March.
b.  Provost Harrington introduced the new Associate Vice Chancellor for International Programs, Dr. James Callahan.  He announced new department chairs:  Tim Altman (Music) and David Zeigler (Biology).  He stressed the importance of faculty involvement in the “UNC Tomorrow” initiative.  Faculty are asked to avail themselves of discussion.  They are also asked to respond to “QEP” inquiries for SACS.  Deans will be submitting budget priorities for their colleges in a few days.  The university expects approximately 12 to 14 new faculty lines and funds to increase faculty salaries at the assistant professor level, with a target of 80th percentile of our peer group for each rank, by discipline.  Open hearings for academic budget the week after spring break.

Later this semester there will be a dinner for full professors, and they will get their medallions.  Plaque for Board of Governors teaching award winners and plaque for emeritus faculty are almost completed.  Dr. Harrington has requested emeritus status for Drs. Bonnie Kelly, Pat and Suellen Cabe, and Linda Oxendine.  Dr. Pereira is working with librarians on an annual that will highlight our faculty’s publications, grants, etc.

E. Reports from Operations Committees:

(1)  Executive Committee—Zeigler asked Senators to send their committee preferences for next year.  He will bring a proposal to make sure the list of Senate Chair duties is complete in the handbook.  General Assembly sent a chart showing how many AP credits our school allows (the lowest amount in the UNC system).  They want us to increase those.  Academic Affairs committee will address it.
(2) Committee on Committees & Elections—Jim Frederick coordinated the election of next year’s Senate Chair and Secretary.  Paper ballots were counted for the unopposed nominees, Anthony Curtis (Chair) and Beverly Justice (Secretary).  They were elected.
F. Reports from Standing Committees:
(1)  Academic Affairs Committee—

Proposal from Political Science & Public Administration passed.

Proposal from School of Business (minor in Entrepreneurship) passed.

Proposal from Economics, Finance, & Decision Sciences for a new course called “Technology Enabled Decision Making” (DSC 1590) was discussed after two electives from the department were passed.  The course was proposed as a new General Education course that would satisfy one of the social sciences requirements.  There was a motion to divide the question, seconded, and passed. The new course itself was passed.  There was a motion to write an amendment to make the course a General Education Elective instead of satisfying a social sciences requirement, seconded, and passed. 

Proposals from English, Theatre & Languages passed.

Proposals from Music passed.

Proposals from Geology & Geography passed, including a new Bachelor of Science in Geoenvironmental Studies.

Proposals from Health, Physical Education & Recreation passed.

Proposals from Psychology & Counseling passed.

Phillips reported that Academic Affairs committee is looking into the protocol for approving a General Education course.  This will be a revisiting of the method.  Last May they approved a new General Education course proposal form that requires only two signatures:  the proposer and his/her department chair.

(2)  Faculty & Institutional Affairs Committee—Anthony Curtis read a resolution to give a letter and lapel pin to faculty upon attaining emeritus states.  The Senate voted and approved this procedure.

** Faculty Evaluation Review Subcommittee is still working on the concept of online teaching evaluations.

G. Announcements:
Tulla Lightfoot reminds that Ralph Steeds’ retrospective art opening is today.

Lee Phillips reminds that the deadline for students’ abstracts for the PURC showcase is March 12.

Visitor Barry Burch, new SGA President, announced that SGA is working on getting the University Center to be a one-stop and/or early voting center for the November elections.  They are also trying to arrange a debate for governor’s candidates for April 1st.
