Introduction of new members.  Zeigler mentions the two-absence rule.  Brown says committee members should e-mail their chairs about absences.

Minutes of May 2, 2007, meeting were approved.

Chancellor Meadors welcomed the faculty back.  He displayed a PowerPoint presentation of current enrollment figures and some comparisons to previous enrollment figures, for various demographics.  He gave the Fall 2007 enrollment as up by 107 students, resulting in 5,148 FTEs.  The freshmen class size is up by 167.  This means overall enrollment is flat.  Meadors would like to see 6,000 FTEs ultimately on this campus.  Meadors mentioned increases in Hispanic students, residential students, Honors College freshmen, and Teaching Fellows.  He mentioned decreases in out-of-state students, international students, and summer enrollment.

Meadors mentioned grants and external contracts are down by $ .4 million since last year while the endowment is up $2.4 million.  The university has raised about $8 million in external funds in the last two years.  He gave a facility update, including the UC Annex opening by the end of September, the full-service Taco Bell in the former book store by mid-October, and no new buildings starting this school year, although they expect to start a health-related majors building next year.  This November a press box will be started at the football stadium, and Coach Smith’s house will become university property this year.

Zeigler read aloud an e-mail from Patricia Valenti on the progess of the Strategic Planning and Resources Council.  On May 2, 2007, the strategic plan was presented to Chancellor Meadows.  The plan is available on the Blackboard site for SPARC.  The council has been reconstituted to continue business this year and will meet monthly in the fall.  There will be task forces to correspond to the four goals.

Zeigler emphasized the 90-minute rule for Senate meetings in his report on the Executive Committee.

Frederick identified John Raake and Marillu Santos as faculty conciliator and alternate, respectively, for undergraduate grade appeals, as selected by the Student Government Association.  Some people have had to drop out of committees, and ballots have begun in the Letters division.  Ballots for at-large Senate seats go out next week.  There is one vacancy in FDW committee for Social & Behavioral Sciences division.  The Senate unanimously approved Mahour Parast.  The Senate unanimously approved Susan Edkins to the Enrollment Management subcommittee.

The Faculty Governance Committee had no report.

The Health, Safety, & Environment Committee had no report.

Phillips said the subcommittees of Academic Affairs Committee have not met yet but will have a lot of business next month.

Curtis said the subcommittees of Faculty & Institutional Affairs have not met yet.

Saylor said the Student Affairs and Campus Life Committee will meet Sept. 17.  There is no old business.

The Promotion and Tenure Review subcommittee is not active, according to Zeigler.

There was no report from the Faculty Assembly representative.

There was no report from the Teacher Education Committee.

There was no report from the Graduate Council.

There were no other committee reports, unfinished business, or new business, except to approve the list of names sent by Dean Peters for the honor society, Alpha Chi.  These names had been sent to Senators earlier and were unanimously approved at the present meeting.

The meeting was adjourned at 4:20 p.m.
