(3) Faculty Governance Committee: 

The proposal was attached to the agenda for this meeting, a revision to the Constitution by adding the underlined section shown below to Article III (Section 3) on membership:

“Eligibility for election to Senate membership is restricted to members of the General Faculty

A.  not holding an administrative position above that of Department Chair or above that of Assistant Dean in the Library and. . . .”

There was discussion and a motion to add “or Associate [Dean]” in anticipation of such a title change in the future.  This latter addition was defeated by vote.

The Article revision itself passed by vote.
