D. Reports from Administration

a. Chancellor Meadors had no report but thanked the faculty for a great semester.

b. Provost Harrington said he wants to help make faculty recruitment hassle-free and said he is open to additional, alternative means of recruiting.  He thanked faculty for their attendance and participation at President Bowles’ “UNC Tomorrow” forum on campus.  Dr. Harrington will travel to Apple in California with Dr. Meadors, Bob Orr, and Cindy Saylor to discuss collaborations, including a sales presence on campus, tech support, faculty development, etc.  Right now they are in the information-gathering stage.
A Harvard study of junior faculty nationwide identified UNCP as “exemplary” in three areas:  overall tenure practices, tenure reasonableness, and work/family issues.

E. Report from SPARC 

Pat Valenti said task forces are surveying faculty and other stakeholders or gathering information in other ways, toward the implementation phase.  An evaluation instrument about last year’s SPARC process will be distributed on campus.  Monthly fora in spring semester.  Beverly King will be leading SPARC this year.

E. UNC Faculty Assembly

Chet Jordan sent a note.  The Assembly watched a UNC Tomorrow presentation.  Code changes regarding dismissal of faculty have not been acted upon.  They are working on some by-laws changes also.

F. NCATE

Sara Simmons said the state Department of Public Instruction came at the same time as NCATE in November.  She thanked Senators for their participation.  NCATE liked the conceptual framework.  UNCP met several standards at the “target” (highest) level.  One area for improvement was identified in graduate programs:  how data are collected in the graduate programs.

G. Reports from Operations Committees.

 (1)  Executive Committee
Zeigler reminded the Senators of the meeting dates for spring semester: Feb. 6, Feb. 27, April 2, April 23.

(2) Committee on Committees & Elections
No action was taken.  Various elections will be held in spring, including chair of the Senate.

(3) Faculty Governance Committee: 

Kay McClanahan brought a resolution from the committee that reminds the administration of the value of shared governance.  This motion was approved.

(4) Health, Safety, & Environment Committee

A specialist from the N.C. Department of Environment and Natural Resources gave a presentation on campus and did a walk-through of some areas where hazardous waste is generated and/or used.  He will make a report recommending disposal and other handling.

G.  Reports from Standing Committees:

(1)  Academic Affairs Committee
** Enrollment Management Subcommittee
Lee Phillips reported that the committee is working with the Department of Athletics to address athlete absences from class for games.

**Academic Support Services

Phillips reported that the Livermore Library will begin showcasing student publications.  UCIS will open the help desk earlier now (7:45 a.m.)  Help desk traffic has increased and UCIS is looking at two ways to accommodate the needs:  grad assistants and a faculty technology liaison within departments.  UCIS will increase the bandwidth of the university network.  Disability Support Services data shows 10% of the student body is registered with them, consistent with the national average.

Students and faculty must learn their Banner ID number because this number is replacing other identifying numbers.

Tony Curtis reported the committee is looking at the policy on going up for early tenure preview.  They’ve charged the ad hoc committee that Liz Normandy is heading to examine the issues.

Presented a resolution in support of awarding full-professor medallions retroactively to faculty who had earned the rank before the medallion initiative started.  This resolution was approved.
