a. Chancellor Meadors 

Dr. Meadors gave his annual Back to School report.  Some highlights 
included enrollment standing at 6,278 (a 111% increase since 1999) and 
he was extremely pleased with the count of 20 Teaching Fellows entering 
this fall.  He reported that retention had not increased but that it had 
remained above 70% for two consecutive years.  He noted a realistic 
percentage for us would be 75-78%.  On the fund-raising side he reported 
the generation of over 5 million dollars for last year.  He compared this 
number to the fact that the university only raised 5 million dollars during 
the entire period from 1990-1999.  Lastly, he announced the status of 

endowed professorships:  the university currently has three, but will have 
seven by the end of the academic year.

Provost Harrington
The Provost reported the process to get UNCP Faculty salaries to the 80th percentile of CUPA peer institutions is now complete.  He thanked the Chancellor and Board of Trustees for their support.  He asked Faculty Assembly delegates to be vigilant with efforts related to UNC Tomorrow.  He announced a new Teaching Excellence Award in General Education for UNCP.  Provost Harrington asked Faculty Senate to look at academic advising this year as part of faculty evaluation and also a piece of the retention puzzle.
Robert Orr, DoIT
24 hour lab is now open in the UC, replacing the one previously in D.F. Lowry.  He reported a test will be conducted with the new student e-mail system this week and finally that faculty refreshing of computers is not possible at this time due to budget constraints, but he will keep the senate posted.
