C. Approval of Minutes of the April 1, 2009 meeting 
Under New Business (J(1)), the word Naïve is to be replaced with Native.  The minutes were then approved.
D. Reports from Administration

a. Chancellor Meadors

Dr. Meadors reported there are 10 days until commencement.  He acknowledged the recent awards received by the Pine Needle.  As of April 9th, all state funds are frozen.  Only the bare essentials are allowed, and even that requires approval.  No purchases can be received after April 16th.  The OSBM allowed commencement to continue.  Regarding the 09-10 budget, the House should have their version ready the 2nd week of May.  Governor Purdue suspects tax income may be better than thought.  We will survive this and are trying to make sure the students feel the least impact.  Four graduate students have petitioned to walk early, based on the allowance given to undergraduate students for the same.  The Graduate Council denied the petition as did the BOT.
b. Provost Harrington

Faculty vacancies are permitted to be filled, but with no pay for travel or expenses.  Dr. Meadors suggested only the top candidates be brought to campus.  We are awaiting clarification from GA regarding Federal Stimulus money.  No communication as of yet from GA regarding furloughs.  Academic Affairs have issued stipends in the past.  No stipends (personal services contracts) will be permitted that are not directly related to instruction.  Maymester and summer school enrollment is up.  The BOT met Friday regarding Promotion and Tenure recommendations.  Meetings are still ongoing with the candidates and announcements will be made public once meetings are concluded.  The document created to highlight scholarly work by faculty will not be published by hard copy due to the budget.  The document will be available on the website and around 150 copies will be published in-house.  On Friday, May 1 at 1pm there will be a meeting between NCAAUP UNCP campus officers and the Provost.  The location of the meeting is to be announced.
c. CIO Bob Orr

Faculty refresh machines have arrived and the process will move forward totaling approximately 60 machines.  Eighty-six machines will be refreshed  in labs/classrooms.  Apple ipods are being furnished by way of a grant.  DoIt is working with Drs. Lillie and Curtis on this grant.  UNCP will be the campus pilot for the new UNC Payroll system.  The system is scheduled to be launched October 1 with the GA staff overseeing the system.  The final eight campuses will transfer to the new system by July 2010.  The status of the Moodle study will be included in today’s AA report.
E.  Reports from Operations Committees
 (1)  Executive Committee
       Tony Curtis recognized the work of Senators whose terms are ending.  He                                                 presented the Executive Committee members with gifts of appreciation for       their work this year.  A special report from the Faculty Athletic Committee on       the year’s activities was distributed to all members.
(2) Committee on Committees & Elections
Susan Edkins distributed an amended Appendix A and requested approval of   the appointments in Appendix A.  Approval was unanimous.  A proposal (Appendix B) to broaden the scope of the Health, Safety and Environment Committee was presented.  The meeting times will increase to meeting the first Monday of each month, rather than four regular meetings per year.  Approval was unanimous.
(3) Faculty Governance Committee: 

Kay McClanahan presented several recommendations:
-Restrictions on Membership in Ajudicatory Bodies, excluding membership of assistant department chairs on the Faculty Grievance Committee, Promotion and Tenure Committee and Faculty Hearing Committee.  Passed 18-1-0.

-Senate direct its committee and subcommittee chairs to include as much substantive material as possible in the agendas.  No vote.

-All attachments accompanying the agendas and minutes of the Senate, committees and subcommittees be posted to the website.  Passed 18-1-0.

-Changes to UNCP Faculty Constitution.  No vote.  Vote at the first meeting in the fall and then forward to general faculty for approval.

(4) Health, Safety, & Environment Committee

F.  Reports from Standing Committees:
(1)  Academic Affairs Committee
Ramin Maysami’s report from the Academic Support Services Subcommittee:  Moodle changes did not pass.  From the Enrollment Management Subcommittee, a modification to the Registration Section of the Faculty Handbook (6-7.C) passed unanimously.  Curriculum proposals were decided as follows:
Proposal 1 from the Department of Mathematics and Computer Science passed unanimously.
Proposals 2.1-2.16 from the School of Education:  Educational Leadership/Education/MS Service Agency passed unanimously.

Proposals 3.1-3.22 from the Department of Psychology passed unanimously.

Proposals 4.1-4.2 from the Department of Sociology and Criminal Justice passed unanimously.  The title of the course in 4.2 is Criminal Violence.
Proposals 5.1-5.3 from the Department of Professional Leadership of the School of Education:  MA in ED in Middle Grades Program passed unanimously.
Proposals 6.1-6.6 from the Department of Health, PE and Recreation passed unanimously.

Proposals 7.1-7.6 from the Department of Economics, Finance and Decision Sciences passed unanimously.  The title of the course in 7.6 is Supply Chain Management.
A proposal was presented to revise three-year terms of Department Chairs to four-year terms.  The vote was 9-9-1.  Chair Curtis broke the tie with a vote in favor, thus the proposal passed.  An ad hoc committee will be formed to study this further.

** A motion for a 10 minute extension was requested and approved.

(2) Faculty and Institutional Affairs Committee
Ottis Murray gave no report.  He thanked the members of the committee and its subcommittees for their work.
(3) Student Affairs and Campus Life Committee

   Judy Curtis reported that student marshals have been approved.  Wade Allen,     The Pine Needle; Tiffany Schmidt, Indianhead yearbook; and Craig Wilson, the   Aurochs were each selected by the Student Publications Board to be the Editors     of the student publications for 2009-2010.  The Yearbook will be distributed   tomorrow along with The Pine Needle.  The Aurochs will be distributed on   Friday.  The prestigious awards recently won by The Pine Needle would not   have been possible with the support of the Chancellor and the Provost several   years ago when they made a one-time grant to the paper, making it possible for it   to continue to grow in size and staff.  Senator Curtis thanked them for both their   support of the students and the publication. 
G.  Other Committee Reports

      (1)  Faculty Assembly

     (2)  Teacher Education Committee
An Electronic Portfolio Requirement has been approved.  Students enrolled in Foundations of Education beginning Fall 2009 will be required to complete all CARE assignments inside Task Stream.  Students who have completed Foundations of Education prior to Fall 2009 will have the option of completing CARE assignments in Task Stream or via hard copy through a graduation date of May 2012.
(3) Graduate Council
The Graduate Council held its final meeting of the academic year on April 20, 2009. The Department of Professional Leadership in the School of Education nominated a faculty member for Graduate Faculty status, and the nominee was approved. The Council reviewed and approved two policy proposals. A revised policy for withdrawals brought the current policy in line with the latest federal guidelines concerning financial aid and refunds. Another policy proposal addressed graduate students’ participation in commencement. The approved policy states that a graduate student may participate in commencement exercises if he/she has met all the requirements for graduation. Furthermore, a graduate student is eligible to participate in the commencement ceremony that coincides with the semester during which he or she will complete all degree requirements. Specifically, if a graduate student will complete degree requirements during the fall semester, he/she is eligible to participate in the Winter Commencement. If he/she will complete degree requirements during the spring semester, he/she is eligible to participate in the Spring Commencement. If he/she will complete degree requirements during the summer, he/she is eligible to participate in the following Winter Commencement.

The Graduate Council also reviewed the new process for graduate assistantships, which will be piloted during the 2009-2010 academic year. This new process provides the opportunity for the University’s academic departments, schools, and colleges to play a major role in the recruitment, selection, and placement of graduate assistants. The members of the Graduate Council expressed their strong desire for this to be a collaborative process, with the deans and department chairs in the College of Arts and Sciences, School of Education, and School of Business actively seeking input from graduate program directors before decisions concerning placements are made.

On behalf of the Graduate Council, appreciation was expressed to the Faculty Senate for following the procedure of including a report from the Graduate Council on the agenda for each month’s meeting, as stated in the By-Laws for the Faculty Senate (Faculty Governance Documents, section 11-2, Faculty Handbook). The inclusion of this item on the Faculty Senate’s agenda demonstrates respect for the Graduate Council as an important University-wide committee and as the official policy making body of the Graduate School (Graduate Council, section 10-5.B, Faculty Handbook).
