Call to Order

Approval of Agenda

Approval of the Minutes of the October 21, 2008 meeting

Items from Senate Executive Committee

A.
Divisions (Item #1)

The Committee received a list of full-time faculty by Division. The issue of possible re-alignment of the Divisions and number of faculty senators who would represent each Division was tabled because of data problems. The presumed source of the information provided to the Committee is Institutional Research (Beverly King). The number of full-time faculty including lecturers by Department listed on this document appears to be incorrect. The Committee agreed that the current size of the Faculty Senate (25) is large enough.



B.
Faculty Grievance Committee (Item #2)
The composition of this Committee is specified in the UNC Code. The Committee sees no issue here.

C.
Eligibility of Library Deans (Item #3)
The Committee believes that Deans (Assistant or otherwise) should no longer serve on the Faculty Senate. There are now sufficient faculty available to fill Senate seats. Motion: That the following wording of Article III, Section 3A (Eligibility for election to Senate membership) of the Faculty Constitution, “not holding an administrative position above that of Department Chair or above that of Assistant Dean in the Library” be changed to the following: “not holding an administrative position above faculty Chair.” This Motion was made by Jordan and seconded by Lightfoot. The vote was 8 in favor, none opposed, no abstentions. Motion approved.



D.
Campus Appeal Board Chair (Item #4)
The Committee believes that the Senate Chair should continue to serve as chair of the Campus Appeal Board because of (1) the stature of the Senate Chair and because (2) the Senate Chair represents the faculty as a whole. A motion to this effect was made by Denny and seconded by Bukowy. The vote was 8 for, none against, no abstentions.


V.
Review of UNCP Faculty Constitution and Faculty Senate By-Laws
The Committee agreed to focus on reviewing and recommending changes in the Senate Constitution (not the By-Laws) at its next meeting.
