2. Approval of the Minutes

3. Old Business

A. Approval process for academic program changes


In response to an earlier request by the Graduate Council that the Faculty 
Governance Committee consider this issue, the following Motion for a Resolution 
was made and 
seconded:

Resolution on Procedures for Curricular Changes


Whereas, according to Section 502 D (2) of The Code of the University of North 
Carolina, the Chancellor of each of the constituent institutions in the UNC system 
"shall insure the establishment of appropriate procedures within the institution to 
provide members of the faculty the means to give advice with respect to questions 
of academic policy and institutional governance, with particular emphasis upon 
matters of curriculum”; and 


Whereas, The University of North Carolina at Pembroke faculty and 
administration have established a detailed curriculum process, part of which 
states:  “The department is the point of origin for all curriculum proposals, both 
those that can be handled at the campus level and those that must have Board of 
Governors’ action”;


Now, therefore be it resolved that all faculty and administration follow the 
procedures stated in Section 6-10 of the UNCP Faculty Handbook when 
proposing curricular changes.  
            After discussion, the motion was passed unanimously. 

B. Review of the Faculty Constitution
The Committee continued to review the Faculty Constitution and to discuss needed clarifications and updates. The last two pages of the document will be examined during a meeting called for April 14 to ensure that all recommended changes to the document can be forwarded to the Faculty Senate prior to its last meeting of the year on April 22, 2009. 

4. New Business

A. Dissemination of materials to the Faculty Senate

In response to a concern raised about continued untimely dissemination of materials to Senators, the following Motion was made and seconded:  

The Chair of the Faculty Senate is reminded that the Agenda and accompanying materials should be published to the Senate at least five days prior to the meeting according to Article VI, Section 3.B of the Faculty Constitution. 

The motion was passed unanimously.

B. Faculty Governance Committee meeting schedule

Because of way the university calendar falls this semester, the Faculty Senate will hold its last meeting of the year on April 22 rather than on the first Wednesday in May.
