VIII. New Business
a. Changes to Faculty Handbook
(UNCP Faculty Constitution, Article VI, Section 3, D) “The Health, Safety and Environment Committee shall consist of not more than twelve members. There shall be five faculty members, one from each of the five divisions. They are to be nominated by the Committee on Committees and Elections and confirmed by the Senate. Also, there shall be a representative from the Staff Council, Physical Plant, Human Resources, Nursing, and the Library. The final member shall be the Assistant Vice Chancellor for Facility Management, Business Affairs” (p 30).
i. Change “Physical Plant” to “Facilities Operations”

ii. Add “Associate Vice Chancellor for Safety and Emergency Operations”

b. Changes to Faculty Handbook
(By-Laws for the Faculty Senate, Section 5) “Health, Safety and Environment Committee

The Health, Safety and Environment Committee will discuss and investigate issues related to the health concerns of students, staff and faculty due to environmental conditions on campus in addition to issues related to environmental sustainability. The committee will meet the first Monday of each month. Members of the Faculty, Staff or Student body may attend and make known concerns they have related to Health, Safety and Environment issues. The committee may meet more often when needed to investigate specific issues that may arise. The committee will make regular reports to the Faculty Senate” (p 37).

i. In practice, this committee only meets four times each year. The description in the By-Laws needs to be changed to reflect this practice.
