1. Call to Order

Chair Cindy Saylor called the meeting to order at 3:30 p.m.

2. Approval of Minutes

Minutes from the April 16, 2007, meeting were approved.

3. Approval of Agenda

Agenda was approved.

4. Report from Chair

 The chair had no formal report. Dr. Judy Curtis was selected to be Recording Secretary.

5 .Report from Vice Chancellor for Student Affairs. Dr. Lisa Schaeffer, Associate Vice Chancellor for Student Affairs, made the report to the committee.

a. Oak Hall, the new residence hall, opened in August. Ed Wittenberg is the Resident Administrator. Marni Highsmith is Administrative Support Associate for Oak Hall. Matt Anglin is Resident Administrator for West and Wellons. There are 1626 students living on campus compared to 1440 at this time last year.

b. The Office of Multicultural and Minority Affairs has the 4th Annual Harmony Walk coming up on Sept. 20 as well as the Funeral Service for the “N” word.

c. The University Center is celebrating its 20th anniversary with events on Oct. 3. A new sound system has been installed in the lounge. The computer lab is still in the design phase.

d. The University Annex did not pass inspection on Sept. 5. Final inspection is scheduled for Sept. 18 with move-in in early October.

e. Symphony Oxendine is the new Associate Director of Student Life. Lori Carter is Administrative Support Specialist in SGA. Rosie Perez is coming Oct. 8 in the Distinguished Speaker Series. 

f. Intramurals are practicing behind Lumbee Hall. The field behind Village Apartments is not ready.

g. Greek Life has 27 advisors trained with new faculty and staff members involved. Linda Davis has been hired in Student Life and two graduate assistants have been added.

h. The theme this year for the Career Center is “discover a world of opportunity.” The business etiquette dinner is coming up Oct. 9. The Career Expo is Oct. 10.

i. Student Health Services received a $10,000 grant for HIV/STD programming.

j. Counseling and Testing is offering academic success skills weekly. The staff now is on-call 24 hours a day, seven days a week. On Sept. 24, there will be a Town Hall Meeting on addiction. Dr. Teresa Bullard, CEO of Southeastern Regional Medical Center, will participate.

k. A new residence hall that had been the number one priority was not funded, but the Allied Health Building was funded. The residence hall may not be funded until 2010 at the earliest. It may not be possible to wait that long.

l. A Taco Bell will open in D.F. Lowery Building in October.

m. The student fee process begins by the end of the month. A 6.5 percent increase is proposed.

n. Deadline for nominations for students for Who’s Who is early November. Information will be sent to faculty.

o. Tailgating will no longer be held in the Black & Gold Plaza. The most popular tailgating is in lot 14. 

p. Patricia Fields reported on GPAC. Tony Orlando on Sept. 15 was one of the best shows with 525 in attendance. The audience was so responsive that Mr. Orlando stayed an extra hour beyond the scheduled closing. “Hairspray” is on Oct. 4 and is expected to sell out. A gala precedes the show at 6:30. Other upcoming events include a Tribute to the Beatles and Rosie Perez. Ms. Fields inquired of the committee whether offering discount opportunities at the last minute to fill the shows is a good idea. Chair Saylor said she thought it was important to fill the seats and provide the opportunity to attend. The committee agreed.

6.  Reports from Subcommittees

a.    Michael Alewine reported on the Teaching Awards. The original idea was to find ways to increase student representation in the award nomination process and in the decision process. Ideas were to have banners, tables of information, and publicity in the student newspaper. At that time, the Faculty Senate Awards Committee said there was no student representation on the committee.

b.   Chair Saylor appointed Mr. Alewine, Dr. Wendorff, and Ms. Simpson to the subcommittee. She asked them to communicate with the Faculty Awards Committee and determine deadlines.

7. Old  Business

a.
Dr. Lisa Kelly reported on the findings of the Child Care Report. Workplace Options found that students were not willing to pay what it would cost to have an on-campus facility. They can obtain child care for less through other means. They were satisfied with the care they were receiving. Also, many facilities in the area had closed and local providers felt threatened by the university getting into child care. A copy of the report is on reserve in the library.

b.   Dr. Diane Jones has said a directory of child care providers and information will be made available. Dr. Kelly said that needs include finding drop-in care providers and sick child care providers. A committee met over the summer with local providers.
