I. Call to Order
Chair Judy Curtis called the meeting to order at 3:35 p.m.
II. Approval of Minutes
Minutes from the November 17, 2008 meeting were approved

III. Approval of Agenda

IV. Report from Chair

Dr. Judy Curtis asked that everyone remember the family of John McMillan, UNCP Director of New Student Orientation who was tragically killed in an auto accident on February 14.  She also noted that the Pine Needle would be doing a tribute story on John in the upcoming issue.
V. Dr. Lisa Shaeffer delivered the report from Student Affairs on behalf of Dr. Diane Jones.      

a. Dr. Shaeffer reported that Mr. Chris Blackburn has been hired as the new Director of Greek Life.  She also reported that Ms. Kesi Thompson has been hired as a Counselor/Case Manager.  A position mandated through the Campus Safety Commission.
b. Parents Weekend has been set for September 11-12, 2009 and Homecoming for 2009 is October 3.  
c. Ms. Katy Locklear was recently named Miss UNCP 2009.

d. Renovation projects currently underway are the redesign of the University Center balcony area and the upgrade of the Information Booth.  
e. Dr. Shaeffer noted several changes to FERPA.  She reported that Assistant University Counsel, Patricia Bradley, had put together a PowerPoint presentation outlining these changes.  After a brief discussion, it was decided that Dr. Shaeffer would e-mail this presentation to Dr. Curtis who will forward it to the SACL committee.

f. Student Affairs will be hosting two Administrative Exchange visitors from Germany on March 15-22, 2009.

g. The Who’s Who Brunch has been scheduled for April 1.  Invitations are forthcoming and RSVP’s should be directed to Mrs. Cathryn Shooter.
VI. Old Business
a. Student Publications Board                                                                  

Dr. Meadors recently inquired about the possibility of making the UNCP yearbook, The Indianhead available on CD.  The Student Publications Board reviewed this request and their findings were presented by Ms. Sara Oswald, yearbook advisor.  Ms. Oswald has helped students to produce the yearbook for twenty-one (21) years.  Ms. Oswald noted a number of concerns presented by the Publications Board.  Some of those concerns were:
*Annual yearbook production is a journalism class offered through the Mass Communication Department.  Going to an electronic format would affect the class.  This is the only class in Mass Communication that focuses on book production.
*The yearbook is a student fee funded project.  Students expect to get a book for their money.
*Currently, Ms. Oswald knows of no institutions that produce their yearbooks solely in an electronic format.  However, some do produce companion CD’s that note what was happening in the world during that year.
*Rapid changes in technology would make any electronic format obsolete in just a few years and hence the yearbook would not stand the test of time.
*Students on the Publications Board noted that signing of yearbooks was still a much-loved tradition that would not be possible with an electronic version.
*It is much easier to lose a CD than an actual book.

Dr. Litty asked if there were any demands from students for a format that could be digitally shared?  Ms. Oswald reported that she was not aware of any such request from students.  She also noted that if Dr. Meadors’ goal was to reduce cost, adding a supplemental electronic version of the yearbook would actually be more costly than the current hardcopy version alone.
Dr. Curtis agreed that she would report these findings back to the Faculty Senate and Dr. Meadors on behalf of SACL.
VII. Reports from Subcommittees
a. Student Activity Period

Dr. Maisonpierre reported that the subcommittee met on February 9.  There were three groups identified to gather information from and report on.  Summaries of data gathered are below:

Clubs and Organizations – Dr. Maisonpierre

-Twenty (20) Faculty/Staff Advisors and eight (8) Club Presidents (Students) responded

-Activity period most frequently used for meetings
-No alternative time would be convenient for all parties 

-Most felt that attendance would suffer if the activity period was eliminated
Students - Hannah Simpson
-60 responses from students
-56 of 60 were in favor of maintaining the activity period

-A chart was developed that outlined room usage and occupancy.  This chart identified plenty of rooms/times that would be open for additional classes
-Activity period is used for a variety of events to include but not limited to, general club meetings, event planning meetings, distribution of information, special events such as blood drives, Harmony Walk and Asia Day, majors meetings, Traffic Appeals Board meetings, workshops and yearbook photos
-SGA has adopted a Resolution in support of the “Retention of the Student Activity Period”
Academic and Support Departments - Dr. Litty
-17 departments responded
-Roughly 50% stated that another time “could” be found to host their events, activities, meetings, etc

-Most agreed that attendance/participation would decrease if activity period were eliminated

-Mixed, somewhat contradictory responses 

After much discussion on how to proceed with the data collected, the committee decided that Dr. Curtis would present the findings to the Faculty Senate Executive Committee and to Dr. Jones.  At the next SACL, a concise report will be presented by the subcommittee and wording for any recommendations will be decided upon with plans to present findings to the full Faculty Senate at the April meeting.
