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Student Affairs & Campus Life Committee Meeting Minutes

I. Call to Order
Chair Judy Curtis called the meeting to order at 3:32 p.m.
II. Approval of Minutes
Following discussion on the wording noted in a report regarding the student activity period, the minutes from the February 16, 2008 meeting were approved.
III. Approval of Agenda
Agenda was approved.
IV. Report from Chair

Dr. Curtis held her comments since they related to both old and new business.

V. Cindy Saylor, Assistant Chief Information Officer for Educational Technologies and Client Services attended and provided the committee with an update on the options for student printing.

Ms. Saylor reported that although UNCP has gone through numerous technical upgrades recently, nothing has been done to improve printing options for students.  There seems to be no consistency with printers across campus concerning issues such as the supply of paper, copy cards, kiosk services, maintenance, etc.
One solution could be for students to receive a copy card, loaded with a certain cash value for copies.  The actual cash value per student and other financial issues would need to be sorted out.  Students would then print their document, the document would be stored and students given a job number.  Students could then go to any number of kiosks across campus, enter their copy card, select their print job number and print out their document.  This solution would be more cost efficient for DOIT based on service issues alone.  The kiosks would operate as a copier as opposed to a printer.  Therefore, cost per copy would also be less expensive.  This option would be more convenient than current services.
DOIT plans to take this issue to SGA and ask what they would like to see happen with campus printers.  Dr. Jones asked if this would be supported by the Education/Technology fee.  Ms. Saylor responded yes.  Dr. Jones reminded Ms. Saylor and the committee that this would be at least a yearlong process in order to get funding approved by the Student Fee Committee.

Ms. Saylor went on to say that, UNCP would first put a pilot program in place to see how this system would work before moving ahead with a full plan.  Ms. Saylor would like to see a service dashboard attached to each kiosk that was used for various alerts such as, low paper, low toner, paper jams and other service needs, etc.  She mentioned current problems with student printers to include reuse of paper, use of wrong type of paper (notebook was even used), objects being inserted into printer to release jams, etc.
Dr. Curtis inquired about printers in labs.  Ms. Saylor replied that there would still be a few printers in the labs but a main kiosk would be available on all necessary floors.  Dr. Curtis also asked if this would affect the printers in individual faculty and staff offices.  Ms. Saylor reported that Business Services is working to run all printed copies through our office copiers.  They are much cheaper to operate so faculty and staff can look forward to seeing fewer and fewer desktop printers over time.  She went on to say that, some of these issues were PACE based initiatives and were being filtered through Business Services.  DOIT is only responsible for the technology and networking issues.
Dr. Curtis also asked Ms. Saylor about the proposed switch from Blackboard to Moodle.  Ms. Saylor reported that an ad hoc committee has been formed to look at Blackboard, Moodle and Sakai.  She went on to say that, Moodle was a free, open source system; however, management of the system is not free.  With Blackboard, we pay for system and someone else manages.  Moodle appears to be user friendly and a number of institutions currently use it.  Ms. Saylor noted that for at least one, if not two years, both systems could run together since there is no bridge that would migrate us from Blackboard to Moodle.

Some UNCP early adopters have joined a pre-use pilot program.  They currently manage Moodle on their own.  Ms. Saylor stated that there would be an upcoming Town Hall meeting.  This issue will be discussed further at that time.
Ms. Saylor also reported that the 2009 Teaching and Learning with Technology Conference is coming up later this month.  Information is available at unctlt.org.
VI. Report from Vice Chancellor of Student Affairs
a. Dr. Jones reported that the Office of Student Affairs is currently working on the 2009 Student Handbook, which will include updates on the drug, health and safety policy.

b. UNCP will welcome two visitors to campus on March 15-22.  Dr. Hubert Sowa and Dr. Julia Pathe-Breckner, both from University of Education, Ludwigsburg, Germany, will be here as a part of the Administrative Exchange Program.

c. A memorial service for UNCP student Patrick Shawn Stephens will be held on Wednesday, March 18.
d. Student Health Service is working with GA and other UNC institutions to develop a consistent insurance plan for all UNC students.  UNCP students currently pay $243 for $6,000 in coverage per semester.  Some institutions have up to $250,000 in coverage.  The proposed new plan would cover students for at least $100,000.  More details will be available at the next SACL meeting.
e. Upcoming events include Doug Flutie on the Distinguished Speaker Series on March 17, American Masterpiece Dance Theatre on March 23-24 and To Kill a Mockingbird on March 27 at GPAC and a Day of Service on March 29.
f. The Who’s Who Brunch will be held on April 1 at 10am in the Faculty Dining Room.

g. Several projects are taking place throughout the University Center.  The food service area is being renovated to give it a fresh new look.  The second floor is being renovated with monies received through student fees.  This renovation will provide a more user-friendly space for students.  Students will soon find the addition of a waterfall across from the coffee shop as well as additional magazines and newspapers throughout the UC.
h. The West Hall project has been put on hold due to budget issues.
Dr. Litty asked if there has been a decision on the cable provider for the residence halls.  Dr. Jones replied that to date there has not been.  Dr. Litty went on to explain that Mass Communications was not consulted until after bids went out and if our current contract with Time Warner Cable is not renewed, we stand to lose the TV access channel. Dr. Jones noted that this process was at the request of the students who wanted more channels and at this point, our hands may be tied.  Dr. Litty asked that the University consider the best value for all parties…not the lowest bid.
VII. Old Business
a. Activity Period                                                                  

Dr. Curtis thanked the Activity Period subcommittee for their hard work on this project.  Based on the information gathered by the subcommittee, SACL, a standing committee of the Senate, must now decide to a) Act, b) Submit a Resolution or c) Submit a Recommendation.  After discussion, Hannah Simpson moved that The Student Affairs and Campus Life Committee recommend that the 10 a.m., Wednesday, Activity Period be retained.  Kayla Pearson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously (9-0-0).  
Dr. Maisonpierre then moved to disband the Activity Period Ad hoc Committee, Dr. Litty seconded the motion and this too carried by unanimous decision.

VIII. New Business
Dr. Curtis reported that she had received an e-mail from Therese Rizzo regarding the official lost and found at UNCP.  Dr. Rizzo is concerned that she seems to be getting a great deal of people in her office looking for lost items.  She asked that SACL look into this issue.  Dr. Jones reported that Student Affairs maintains the “official” lost and found.  However, since that office is only open during normal operating hours, she asked for the committee’s thoughts on moving that lost and found to Campus Police.  It was decided that Dr. Curtis would report to Dr. Rizzo, letting her know that we are looking into the issue and will have more information at a later time.
