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Student Affairs & Campus Life Committee Meeting Minutes

Monday, February 15, 2010 - 3:30 p.m.

I. Call to Order

Dr. Curtis called the meeting to order at 3:35 p.m.

II. Approval of January 18, 2010 Minutes

Minutes approved as presented.

III. Approval of Agenda

Agenda approved as presented.

IV. Report from the Chair

a. Dr. Curtis reported that information on the proposed student computer initiative has been shared with the Enrollment Management Subcommittee.  She went on to note that Dr. Bob Orr is working to compile a report that will be sent to the Academic Support Services Subcommittee and in turn, forwarded to the Academic Affairs Committee.  Dr. Curtis agreed to bring more information to SACL as it became available.

V.  Report from Vice Chancellor of Student Affairs

a. Dr. Jones announced that Miss Jenna Walters is the new Miss UNCP.  Miss Walters and five other contestants competed for the title on February 4, 2010.

b. Next, Dr. Jones reported that she regularly meets with representatives from UNCP’s Student Government Association.  Our SGA is a part of the UNC Association of Student Government.  Recently, two issues have been brought to Dr. Jones’ attention that she felt a need to share with SACL.  First, there is currently a system wide petition circulating among the 17-campus system.  This petition is protesting a proposed tuition increase in which funds will not remain within the UNC System and its campuses but will be funneled into state government.  ASG has a goal of 30,000 signatures for this petition, with UNCP looking to provide 2,000 of those.  Secondly, SGA members have shared concerns with Dr. Jones that currently financial aid may not be used for parking permits and permits must be purchased before refund checks begin to arrive.  SGA has proposed that refund checks be issued no later than the first day of class so that students have time to purchase their $90-$100 parking permits before the parking grace period ends.

c. Dr. Jones noted that feedback is still being gathered on services for graduate students.

d. Dr. Jones updated the committee on the new student housing project.  She reported that we recently received notification that the capital program would not be going to the Board of Governors in February as planned and that additional information had been requested on graduation and retention rates.  Currently the project has been moved to the April BOG agenda.  She also noted that there may be information coming from the Student Steering Committee relevant to housing all incoming freshmen on campus.

e. Dr. Jones reported that Pierce and Pierce would be the new student insurance provider for the UNC System.

f. A Construction Plan has been submitted to the State Construction Office for renovation and additions to the Student Health building.  This would be a $3.9 million, self-liquidating project that would involve the removal of the current Nursing building and renovations and additions to the existing Student Health Building.  

g. A Train Derailment/Chemical Spill Simulation exercise has been scheduled for March 11, 2010.  This is the second exercise that UNCP has hosted on emergency preparedness.  In 2009, an Active Shooter Exercise was held on campus.

h. Student Affairs, in conjunction with DoIT, has taken the lead on the transition to a campus wide electronic event management system.  A vendor has been identified and a number of demonstrations have been hosted throughout campus.  The targeted implementation date for this project is fall ’10.

i. President Bowles has announced his retirement.  He will be leaving the UNC System in December if not before.

VI. Special Report – Printing and Photocopying Charges

 
Mrs. Denise Carroll, Director for Business Services.

Mrs. Carroll began by explaining the services that she and her departments provide to 

UNCP.  She went on to say that for some time, she has been looking into ways to better

manage copiers here at UNCP.  There are currently 85 copiers on campus.  With 
recent upgrades, most of these machines are now multi-function devices that are network 
linked.  In the future, these machines will allow the campus community to print to copiers 
as well as desktop printers.  Until recently, the only component missing was a software 
package that could manage this process.  Mrs. Carroll reported that after much research 
and through consultation with DoIt, a software vendor has been selected, EquaTracks.   

There are a number of reasons that UNCP will be converting to these multi-function 
machines:

a. Since the number of people actually touching these machines will be less than with the current copiers, the number of technical issues will be reduced.

b. They will increase flexibility for students, faculty and staff in their printing and copier needs.

c. They will increase efficiency.

d. They will provide a transition from “pay to copy” machines to the use of a declining balance card.

e. Eventually, they will provide a “follow you” printing feature that will allow you to print and pick-up your documents from any multi-purpose machine on campus.

f. Reduced Cost – multi-function machines are 6-7 times less expensive to operate than desktop printers and this transition could save the university as much as $300,000.

Finally, Mrs. Carroll reassured the committee that multi-function machines would not take 
the place of desktop printers for faculty and staff.  She also noted that groups such 
as student publications would still be able to print as needed from other hardware 
sources.  The new services are not being implemented to reduce options, only to 
increase and enhance.

VIII. New Business

a. Student Academic Achievement Awards

There are two possible awards being discussed, one coming from SGA and one coming from the Office of the Provost.  SGA has suggested, in an effort to award academic achievement and cut down on complaints directed at the dining hall, a monthly program in which students with a GPA of 3.7 or higher will be entered into a drawing with the winner being allowed to select a meal for the week.  

The Provost is recommending that a student meeting academic and other qualifications be selected to receive a Trustees medal and possibly a cash award at graduation.  This proposal would need to go to the Faculty Senate for approval.  Dr. Curtis asked the committee if they would like to see this project remain with SACL for discussion or be sent to the Academic Affairs Committee.  

It was decided that this issue would be carried over to the March meeting for more discussion.

IX. Announcements

a. Patricia Fields updated the committee on events at GPAC and made note of the upcoming Marshal nominations.

b. Dr. Curtis reminded the group that the next meeting date is March 15 in Room 217 of the Annex.  She went on to note that Steve Martin, Associate VC for Facilities would be joining us at that meeting.

c. Dr. Curtis also reported that the 2009 Yearbook had recently won first place with “special merit” in the American Scholastic Press Association’s annual contest. Also, the publications submitted entries in the first North Carolina College Media Association contest.  

d. Nick Faulkner mentioned the Regional Science Fair coming up on Saturday, February 20.

X. Adjournment
