I. Call to Order

Dr. Curtis called the meeting to order at 3:33 p.m.

IV. Report from the Chair
a.  Dr. Curtis reported that in the recent Faculty Senate meeting, the Senate passed a motion stating that the established policy regarding commencing with credits remaining, as outlined in the current catalog, be followed and that any exception forms be eliminated.
b. Dr. Curtis gave the committee a quick update on the status of Dr. Tony Curtis.  She also noted that he did plan to complete his term as Senate Chair.

V.  Report from Vice Chancellor of Student Affairs

a. Dr. Jones gave the committee an update on the Miss UNCP Pageant scheduled for February 4, 2010.  She noted that UNCP is the only university within the UNC system that has a Miss NC franchise.  She went on to report that not only is the pageant a scholarship pageant, there is also a personal development component attached to the program and the pageant is usually well attended by students.
b. Next, Dr. Jones brought the committee up to date on the status of the new residence hall.  Currently the university is working with architects and the construction team on the final designs for the project.  Groundbreaking for the facility, which is scheduled to house 396 beds, is tentatively set for April-May.  One issue that is still being addressed is the relocation of the Intramural Field.  UNCP is currently in discussions with LRDA about the use of their field.  
c. The committee was then provided an update on the H1N1 virus.  There have been no new cases reported since our last meeting.  UNCP did receive a $10,000 grant to be used for supplies and education relevant to H1N1.  

d. Dr. Jones reported that the new Holiday Inn Express, located in Pembroke, is set to open on January 22.  She informed committee members that an open house and preview was being hosted at the hotel this evening and encouraged everyone to attend.

e. Dr. Jones then went on to discuss student services offered for graduate students.  The Division of Student Affairs is looking into the services that are currently offered for graduate students and investigating what other services may be needed.  Dr. Jones asked that the committee forward any ideas that they might have to her office.

VI. Old Business 
a. Dr. Curtis noted that at a prior meeting, the committee had expressed interest in inviting Mr. Steve Martin to speak with SACL.  She asked if there was still interest in hearing an update from Mr. Martin on campus construction and future plans.  Dr. Jones stated that Mr. Martin had recently spoken before the Division of Student Affairs regarding the University’s Long Range Plan and that his presentation was very informative.  It was decided that Dr. Curtis would contact Mr. Martin and invite him to a future meeting

VII. New Business

Who’s Who – Dr. Jones reported that UNCP received the request for information late from the Who’s Who agency.  However, to date thirty (30) applications have been received.  UNCP has a quota of one-hundred, fifty (150).  The committee reviewed and commented on the applications received to date.  Dr. Jones agreed to forward any additional applications that are received before January 15, 2010 (the deadline for submissions) to the committee.
