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Student Affairs & Campus Life Committee Meeting Minutes

Monday, September 21, 2009– 3:30 p.m.

I. Call to Order
Chair Judy Curtis called the meeting to order at 3:33 p.m.
II. Approval of Minutes
Motion to approve by Jonathan Maisonpierre, seconded by Nick Faulkner then approved by unanimous decision.

III. Approval of Agenda
Agenda was approved.
IV. Report from Chair

a. Dr. Curtis welcomed everyone back for the 2009-2010 year and thanked them for their commitment to serve on the SACL Committee

b. Dr. Curtis noted that there was only one new charge for the SACL Committee from Faculty Senate about students walking in commencement before completing all the graduation requirement. She thanked Dr. Orr for attending the meeting to talk about student computer issues.
V. Special Report from Associate Vice Chancellor for Information Resources and Chief Information Officer, Dr. Robert Orr.

Dr. Orr reported to the committee that at the August retreat, the Faculty Senate had discussed the addition of a student computer requirement.  He went on to say that this was also brought up at a recent student issues forum.
The Faculty Senate asked that Dr. Orr put together a committee to review such a requirement and develop a proposal that could be considered.  He noted that in addition to today’s meeting with SACL, he had also met with SGA in an effort to recruit members to serve on this committee.  The committee will be based out of the Senate’s Academic Affairs subcommittee on Academic Support Services.
Dr. Orr noted that there were a number of ways that a student computer requirement could be handled – each of which will be considered by the committee he is putting together:
a. UNCP could make strong recommendations regarding student computers
b. UNCP could provide a list of requirements, but be less diligent about making sure 
the requirements are met.

c. UNCP could provide a list of requirements with purchase options

d. UNCP could have required computers that would be provided to students 
through an IT fee
Other issues that the committee will be looking at will be the use of electronic textbooks, software issues, network access, file sharing and upgrade period.
Dr. Jones asked what percentage of our students currently have computers, specifically laptops.  Dr. Orr replied that while he does not have hard numbers, it is estimated that 80-90% have computers, with 80% of incoming freshmen having laptops.  He went on to say that, the down side to this was that many, if not most of these student computers were at least four years old.
Dr. Litty asked would faculty and staff be surveyed about any upcoming requirements.  Dr. Orr stated that they would and that they were welcome to serve on the research committee.  

Dr. Orr went on to report that there are many components to this project.  If students are provided computers, we could possibly upgrade after two years and sell the old ones to public schools for the buyout cost ($200-$300).  The student would then be issued a new computer that would be theirs to keep upon graduation.  In this regard, this program could be used not only as a community service project but more importantly as a retention tool for UNCP.

Dr. Litty expressed some reservations that she and other faculty members have about computer mandates, use of laptops in the classroom and possible mixed messages to our students.  Dr. Orr assured everyone that these concerns would be address through his committee.
VI. Report from Vice Chancellor of Student Affairs
a. Dr. Jones shared information with the SACL committee relevant to fall ’09 enrollment numbers as presented in a recent presentation to the Board of Trustees by Vice Chancellor for Enrollment, Jackie Clark.

b. Dr. Jones noted that the record increase in enrollment was also creating challenges for Housing and Residence Life.  We currently have 1725 students living on campus with another 1200 adjacent to campus and 50 on a waiting list.  After sharing additional housing statistics, Dr. Jones reported that UNCP is currently looking at constructing a new residence hall to replace West Hall.  While funding was thought to be unavailable, GA has recently given UNCP the authority to sell bonds to support this project.
The proposed location for this new residence hall would be on the site of the current intramural field.  Issues such as relocation of intramural field, dining services and effects on parking are all being considered.  
c. Next, Dr. Jones updated the committee on the current situation with the H1N1 virus.
Year to date, UNCP has thirteen (13) suspected cases and two (2) confirmed cases, one involving a staff member who was hospitalized.

Administration is encouraging faculty, staff and students to stay at home if they are sick and exhibiting flu like symptoms.  They are also implementing a buddy system within the residence halls for issues such as meal deliveries.  Dr. Jones noted that our first line of defense is education and prevention.  Awareness signs, anti-bacterial wipes and hand sanitizer are being placed throughout campus.  She went on to say that currently, UNCW leads the system with over 400 reported cases of H1N1.

d. Dr. Jones reported to the committee that budget cuts have impacted the Student Affairs Division with the loss of Assistant Vice Chancellor for Student Development, Dr. Tom Corti.  There has also been a reallocation of funding sources for two other positions within the division from state to non-state.

e. Dr. Jones stated that the Student Fee process is about to begin.  She is currently working with Arjay Quizon, SGA President to identify six (6) students who would be willing to serve on this committee.

VII. Old Business
a.  Dr. Jones reported that Time Warner Cable is now available in all residence halls and that the lost and found is now located at the new Information Station.
b. Dr. Litty inquired about the response to the increase in GPA requirements for SGA Senators.  Mr. Quizon reported that while a few old members were lost, five new executive members and 12-14 new senators were seated.  He also stated that there were a record number of nominations for freshmen senators – 7-8 nominations for five senate spots.
VIII. New Business
a. Dr. Curtis reported that at a recent Board of Trustee meeting the issue of students commencing with credits remaining came up.  Undergraduate students are currently being allowed to commence with six (6) credits remaining.  Graduate students recently asked for that same consideration and were turned down.   

The following questions were presented, how many actually return and complete the 
requirements?  How many are applying to commence with credits remaining?  How many 
of those returning still do not finish?

The committee agreed that with so many questions unresolved, we would take the 
matter up again at our October 2009 meeting.
