VI. Report from Vice chancellor of Student Affairs (reported by Diane Jones)

1. Tuition and Student Fees-The four year plan has ended and we are awaiting the new guidelines. Last year’s plan placed a 6.5% cap on tuition and fees (a printed history of fees over the past several years was submitted for review) 

2. Miscellaneous Fees- A printed history of last year’s miscellaneous fees was submitted for review.

3. Homecoming 2011 was a success (financially) in part due to combining Homecoming and Parents’ Weekend. This was also aided by the athletic events, GPAC’s Kool and the Gang, and other planned events. 

4. Housing and Residence Life- the University has been asked to develop a transition team with the intent of taking over the management of Courtyard Apartments and to enter a Master Lease as a foundation project, but must wait for additional approval from BOG and the Council of State to enter the Lease agreement. The committee plans to assume management with or without a Master Lease.

VII. Report from Student Government Association- Student Issues Forum is being revived.  This year will be one topic per forum, and they’ll try to do one forum per full month of a semester.  October 25 will be financial aid.  Student of the Month is being revived.  Nominations are being accepted.  First one will be announced at end of November.
