Minutes of 26 November 2007 Meeting

Reports

· Stephanie Hammond reviewed the written report submitted by The Aurochs (attached).  She noted that a new advertisement for submissions will go out in January.  Some of the issues associated with electronic submission of files were discussed.

· Sara Oswald reported that the Indianhead is working on its third submission of pages, which will be sent to the printer before Christmas break.  Group photos for the Organizations section are still in progress and will be completed early next semester; photos for The Aurochs and The Pine Needle still need to be scheduled.

· Dr. Curtis reported that The Pine Needle is working on the final issue for this semester, which will go to the printer tomorrow.  Some editors will be graduating or leaving, so there will be staffing changes next semester.

Old Business

· Dr. Curtis reported that Dr. Mary Russell has been unable to locate the minutes she took at the 28 Feb. 07 meeting.  We may need to reconstruct these, since the resignation of Jether James as Indianhead editor and the schedule of interviews for 2007-8 editor positions were discussed at that meeting.
New Business

· Dr. Schaeffer reported that Dr. Diane Jones has asked the advisors to do a 5-year projection of student salaries (current year through 2011-2012).  This should be done before the end of the semester and submitted to Dr. Schaeffer.

· Ms. Oswald reported that the boxes of yearbooks from previous years have now all been delivered to the new office suite, and they are taking up much more space that anticipated. Additional storage space and/or some other disposition for these boxes is needed so they can be moved out of the office assigned to The Aurochs.  Dr. Schaeffer suggested contacting James Bass in Alumni Relations to see if some of these books can be made available to alumni; Ms. Oswald will pursue this and report back next semester.

After an announcement that the date for the first meeting next semester will be Monday, 28 January (same time and place), the meeting was adjourned.

1. We would like to express a special thank you for the generosity of The Pine Needle for providing very striking, oversized submissions announcements for us in the two recent issues.  The Aurochs staff especially appreciates the message that accompanied the second announcement, asking people to resubmit any work that may have bounced back to them as a result of some technical difficulties.

2. We have put up flyers in various locations on campus to advertise submissions information for The Aurochs.  Some of these locations include the first floor of the University Center, Mary Livermore Library, all floors of the Education Department building, Locklear Hall, the Dial building, and Sampson Hall. 
3. As we have continued to get the word out about The Aurochs, we have discovered new ways of networking via the Internet.  The use of MySpace and Facebook allows us the opportunity to locate UNCP students using certain site-specific search engines.  We have been able to seek out students on the Internet according to their majors, minors, graduation statuses, etc. and have invited these students to submit work to be considered for publication.  

4. We have received a number of submissions in all categories—poetry, fiction, creative nonfiction, and art— for the 2008 issue of The Aurochs and are happy to say that many of these submissions look promising.
5. The senior and M.A. art exhibition, “It’s a Painting Thing,” will be held this week.  The event had an opening reception yesterday, November 19, from 2:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m.  The exhibit features the work of two M.A. candidates, Arnold Middleton and Millie Rowe, and the work of three graduating seniors, Ashley Russell-Berdeau, Lorraine Hardman, and Kevin Hunt.  The gallery hours are this Monday-Thursday from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. and this Friday from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  The exhibition will provide additional networking opportunities for The Aurochs staff.
6. We will be extending our submissions deadline to January 18, 2008.  An announcement will be sent to the student listserv about this deadline extension.
