1. Call to Order

Dr. Curtis, Chair, called the meeting to order at 3:36 p.m.

Members made short introductions.

2. Approval of Minutes

Minutes from the April 4, 2007, meeting were approved.

3. Approval of Agenda

Agenda was approved.

4. Report from Chair

 The chair had no formal report

5. Reports from the publications

a. Dr. Helgeson reported that the 2006 and 2007 issues of The Aurochs were distributed at graduation and distribution across campus has been completed, including copies in the library, Office of Multicultural and Minority Affairs, and academic departments. The Aurochs participated in Pembroke Day. They are planning the 2008 issue.

b. Ms. Oswald reported that the Indianhead has a larger staff this year and also more students have registered to take the course for credit. She distributed a staff list. Yearbook portraits will be taken Oct. 3 and 4. Katrina Hampton explained that organizations will have a time scheduled for their pictures. Ms. Oswald said they are anticipating their move to the UC Annex. They hired an administrative assistant to work Monday to Friday from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. The committee looked at the schematics for the student publications space in the Annex. It appears that the Aurochs has to go through the Indianhead space to get to its office. The Aurochs does not have separate offices for its editors or faculty advisor.

c. Dr. Curtis reported that The Pine Needle has grown to a full-size broadsheet size this year, up from the previous tabloid size. The students are able to do 12 pages consistently. The Pine Needle office in Old Main is being kept open during the day by a rotating schedule of the senior staff. The Pine Needle has a number of new staff this year. Ms. Oswald commented that she sees people reading the paper, and Dr. Helgeson commented that it is well written. SGA representative Lyndsey Daniels suggested the staff needs to have press identification. A short discussion ensued bringing up the point that the SGA attempted at one of its meetings to prevent The Pine Needle reporter from staying for its entire meeting. The reporter refused to leave. The committee agreed that freedom of the press is important and The Pine Needle needs access to information. Dr. Curtis said the staff is being given business cards and Amanda Hickey agreed to design press passes for the staff.

5.  Old Business

a.   Dr. Helgeson introduced the applicants for co-editors of the Aurochs: Leslie Liszcz and Stephanie Hammond. After a brief interview, Ms. Oswald moved that the board approve Leslie and Stephanie as co-editors. Dr. Schaeffer seconded the motion. The board unanimously approved their selection as co-editors for The Aurochs for 2007-2008.

b.   Dr. Curtis said she would contact former board member Dr. Mary Russell to ask her to submit the Feb. 28, 2007, minutes she took as secretary in rotation.

6. New  Business

a.   Ms. Oswald reported on information she learned about student contracts. Students must be paid through direct deposit. Dates on all documents must match. The faculty advisors agreed that the workload in preparing student contract paperwork is burdensome.

7.  Announcements

a.    Dr. Curtis announced a new issue of The Pine Needle would be out later in the week.

8. Adjournment

The committee adjourned at 4:36 p.m.
