These were the comments or Questions posed last night

1. H1N1 spray mist is available at Student health services

2. Is it possible to move recyclable bins in UC to more visible locations

3. There is a request to locate more benches between UC and UC annex and out in front of UC (did not hear clearly the locations specified).

4. There is a problem using student health insurance at area pharmacies.

5. Why can’t the pool have same operating hours as CAMPBELL WELLNESS center?

6. Can UNCP students use the gravel lots on Deese & University Rd?

7. Lot’s of conversation about being safe walking at campus in evening. Specific targets were lights out in front of taco bell, walking from Pine to Old Main, on the track, and around village apts. There are people walking around campus during the day that look like they do not belong.

8. Do we have gang presence on campus? Discussion about gang symbols in stairwell of Oak Hall.

9. Why is UNCP not informing the campus that NC passed a law about throwing away plastic bottles?

10. The swipe card does not work in dryers in residence halls. Where can we get change for the laundry machines?

11. With the increase in student enrollment why doesn’t UNCP raise the standards to get admitted?

12. Why isn’t the 24 hr computer lab in UC open all 7 days?  Apparently it is closed from 3am on SAT to 3PM on Sunday’s.

At conclusion of Student Forum there was a Student Fee Roundtable with Dr Robert Orr, Dr Charles Harrington, Dr Diane Jones, and Dan Kenney. In addition to the UNCP Administrators there were 9 UNCP students to discuss the merit of the fee increase. Much of the discussion was about UNCP Athletics wanting a $ 20 (3.4%) increase. The student fee committee will convene on Wed Nov 4th to make final recommendations.
