D. Presentations

1. NC Literacy Corps National Literacy Action Week- Chrissy Swett

· Chrissy Swett, director of NC Literacy Corps, addressed the senate concerning the NC Literacy Corps National Literacy Action Week. During the week of January 28th the campus organization will be sponsoring various events on campus including Books for Troops drive, a reading party and other activities.
