C. Reading of the Minutes

· Minutes for January 23, 2008 were read and approved with corrections.

D. Presentations

1. Academic Affairs: Dr. Harrington

· Dr. Harrington spoke concerning academic affairs, which included the creation of new academic programs. He stated that the creation of new academic programs is the result of both internal and external processing, which require feasibility and need assessment prior to its establishment. 

· Student Steve Gayle asked what is the best course of action to start a new degree program for African American Studies. Dr. Harrington stated that the creation of the program could quite possibly be a great idea for the university and suggested that Gayle further his research on the feasibility and demand for the program. Dr. Harrington also offered for Gayle to meet with him to further discuss the matter. 

· Dr. Tom Corti questioned what new developments the university has in academics. Dr. Harrington stated that the university will soon be creating a Physical Therapy doctorate, an Entrepreneur minor, a Life Sciences Batchelor degree, studies in Media Integration, and many others. 

· President Barry Burch Jr. asked concerning the use of minor participation to assess the demand for a major. Dr. Harrington responded by saying that using minor enrollments is an important method for displaying evident need for the degree program.   

2. Housing and Residence Life: Cynthia Redfearn

· Cynthia Redfearn addressed the senate to clarify the current benefits of RA salary, in doing so Redfern addressed her prior experiences as a RA and description of her current position in the Office of Housing and Residence Life. 

· She stated that RA stipend rates have consistently increased in the past five years. RA stipend rates take into account the duties & responsibilities, time, RA to student ratio, housing rates, and cost of living.

· Redfearn entertained questions. The questions included RA vs. RD stipends and responsibilities, times when RA(s) are to be on duty, and the responsibilities of the newly hired security staff in residence halls.

· Presented a draft proposal to the senate concerning getting the new UNCP Allied Health Building named after UNCP graduate Joshua Deese. Deese was a member of the UNCP ROTC, Lumbee Tribe, Phi Sigma Nu, and U.S. Army Reserves Officer prior to being killed while on patrol in Iraq.
