April 4, 2016 Current version (Effective July 1, 2008, through April 3, 2016) – Reference to N.C.G.S. 143-597 was added to this policy as well as reference to N.C.G.S. 143-598 giving authority to UNC Pembroke Police and Public Safety to cite violators of the policy. Wording was added to Sections 1 and 2 prohibiting the use of electronic cigarettes and other tobacco products in State buildings, as well as making this policy applicable to visitors. An updated campus map was included depicting all university facilities and locations of designated smoking areas. Wording was added stating consequences for employees and students who violate the policy. References to various tobacco cessation programs was also included.
This policy was formatted to reflect the new UNC Pembroke Policy and Regulation Standards implemented October 2011.
