1. Call to order

The meeting was called to order by Dr. Zoe Locklear at 3:40 p.m.  A motion was made to add a curriculum proposal from the Department of ETL relative to the Spanish Education major.  Motion approved.
2. Approval of the minutes:  March 14, 2007 TEC meeting

The minutes of the March 14, 2007 meeting were approved as presented.

3. Good News

Dr. Tommy Thompson reported that the Athletic Training Program completed an on-site review with initial strong, positive feedback regarding the content.  Final approval is anticipated later this summer.  Dr. Janita Byars reported that the Music Education Program completed an on-site review with strong, positive feedback regarding the content.  Dr. Locklear commended both programs for their outstanding self studies and accreditation visits.

Curriculum Proposals:  


Department of English, Theatre and Languages:  The program of study for the BA 
in English Education (9-12) currently does not require any tutoring, rhetoric, or 
advanced writing skills courses.  Adding the students’ choice of two of these 
options to the required courses would ensure that majors would be exposed to 
either more historical and current issues they will encounter in the teaching of 
writing or experience in writing skills that are appropriate, up-to-date, and closely 
related to their future teaching assignments.  This would lead to better teachers at 
the secondary English level, which in turn, would lead to better prepared students 
throughout high school and beyond.  The proposal is to add the students’ choice 
of one or two of the newly added or modified composition and rhetoric courses to 
the required courses which may be taken to supplement their core requirements 
(please see revised section “additional required course work” in the BA in English 
Education curriculum.) – The curriculum proposal was approved as presented.
Department of English, Theatre and Languages:  A proposal was presented to replace EDN 430 with SED 300 in the Spanish Education Program thereby changing the number of electives from 11 to 9 semester hours.  EDN 430 no longer exists in the Teacher Education Program.  When the Spanish Education Program was initially approved the Teacher Education Committee, EDN 430 was the requirement but at this time has been dropped from the course offerings and has been replaced by SED 300. – The curriculum proposal was approved as presented.

4. Report from the Director of Accreditation:  Dr. Sara Simmons

Dr. Simmons alerted the TEC members to anticipate and respond to relevant emails regarding program of study changes for the 2007-2008 catalog.  It was noted that previous corrections were not made to the 2006-2007 catalog, although submitted.  Dr. Simmons will work with Ms. Sara Oswald in an attempt to make all necessary corrections in anticipation of the November accreditation visit.  Dr. Simmons indicated that program coordinators and directors should submit their next draft of their DPI reports no later than April 23.  Common responses will soon be posted on the Blackboard site.  Dr. Simmons distributed and reviewed two handouts:  NCATE Handbook for Accreditation Visits and DPI Evidences Expected to be Available.   Dr. Simmons reported on an upcoming visit to UNCW to look at their exhibits and websites.  Ms. Tiffany Alford, in Dr. Huffman’s office, has been given the responsibility to collect vita and syllabi.  Program coordinators and directors were reminded to submit these documents to Ms. Alford and to share syllabi format with new faculty, etc for summer courses.  Dr. Simmons stated that priority should be given to submitting electronic versions.   

5. Report from the Director of Assessment:  Dr. Alfred Bryant

Dr. Bryant distributed a handout for each respective program that presented individual data on each program.  Ms. Pam Carroll reported that her office is still working on analytic and MAT tables and that the data will soon be available. Several program coordinators and directors raised questions relative to the data reports to which Dr. Bryant and Ms. Carroll provided responses.  Dr. Bryant reminded the graduate program directors to direct their students to the online disposition survey.

Ms. Obeda presented a list of students for admission into the Teacher Education Program (see handout).  The applicants were approved as presented.

· Renewals – Faculty Licenses – Ms. Obeda reminded those methods faculty members whose license will expire June 30 to submit to her office ASAP the needed paperwork for clearance of these licenses.  Dr. Locklear stated that if a faculty member’s license expires due to non-compliance with this request, the faculty member will be responsible for the $55 renewal fee.

· Courtesy and Out-of-Area Placement Procedures and Forms

Ms. McBroom presented and reviewed two handouts:  Out-of-Area Internship Placement Procedure and Out-of-Area Placement Request Form.  These forms are relevant to undergraduate placements only.  Following discussion of the forms, the placement procedure was modified to exclude the reference to department chair and replaced with a reference to the Dean of the School of Education.  Both the placement procedure and placement request form were approved with minor edits.
Ms. McBroom presented and reviewed the Courtesy Internship Procedures for Non-UNCP Students.  The procedure will be posted on the SOE website.  Dr. Jane Huffman suggested that the form be amended to list the licensure areas offered at UNCP to prevent miscommunication to potential students.  The wording on Procedure #3 was edited to read, “UNCP will inform the student intern of the required UNCP fees for supervision and teacher honorarium.”  The procedures were approved with minor edits.

Report from the Office of University-School Programs:  Ms. Pam Carroll

Ms. Carroll provided updates on the spring Teacher Education Fair, the Second Language and Minorities Symposium, the regional teacher cadet meeting, the PDC meeting and the National Board Support Program, noting the tremendous success of these outreach initiatives.  
· Urban School Visit to a “Manning High School” for Secondary Majors – Dr. Locklear removed this activity from the spring intern calendar and will reconsider the possibility for future interns.
· Other – Ms. Carroll noted the seemingly large number of action plans written this semester, particularly around the interns’ lack of adequate planning, excessive absences, and limited classroom management skills.  The USP Office will work to provide additional seminars relative to these topics for the fall 2008 interns.

Report from the Office of Teacher Education/Dean’s Office
Dr. Locklear presented and reviewed a number of handouts, including:  

· Concerns about Teacher Education (3-15-07) letter from President Erskine Bowles (see handout)
· NC Professional Teaching Standards Commission - Preface to Standards for NC Teachers (3-15-07 draft) – The SBE charged the Commission with aligning the standards for teaching with those of the 21st century skills as expected for current teachers.  The Commission is requesting feedback by April 24 on these proposed standards.  In fall 2008 there will be a new evaluation process and standards for teachers focusing more on student learning, as opposed to teacher actions.  These standards will drive changes to the teacher education programs (see handout).  
· Standards for Teaching in NC – A draft copy was circulated.
· Future-Ready Students for the 21st Century (see handout)
· General Assembly of NC Session 2007 – House Bill 583 – Dr. Locklear presented the proposed changes to this bill, noting that the community college system would like to be able to provide all courses needed by lateral entry teachers for licensure.

Dr. Locklear reported that the SBE will soon approve a new Praxis II test for B-K graduates who would like to teach in kindergarten and be considered highly qualified.  She also noted that if B-K majors pass the Praxis II in elementary education, they will qualify for the elementary education licensure area simply based on passing the Praxis II exam.  Dr. Locklear also reported that a new EC general knowledge Praxis II exam will soon be available which will enable EC teachers to be considered highly qualified based on an examination.  Dr. Locklear reported that members of the General Assembly recently questioned the possibility of rolling course start dates for courses such as:  reading, generic methods, Educational Psychology, human development, and Exceptional Children.
