1. Call to order

The meeting was called to order by Dr. Zoe Locklear at 1:02 p.m.

Action Items
· Admissions into the Teacher Education Program - Ms. Janetta Obeda 62 applicants for admission into the Teacher Education Program, commenting that most of these students are now eligible for admission due to the recent Praxis I composite score change approved by the SBE.  The list was approved as presented.  
· Diversity Position Statement - Dr. Sara Simmons presented a proposal for edits to the diversity position statement (see handout).  The proposal was approved as presented.  Dr. Simmons reminded the program coordinators and directors to insert this revised statement in their respective DPI reports.
· Assessment System Graphic - Dr. Simmons presented and reviewed a unit assessment system graphic (see handout).  The graphic was approved as presented.

Report from the Dean’s Office
· Judge Howard Manning’s letter of June 19, 2007 - Dr. Locklear presented Judge Howard Manning’s letter relative to the preparation of Middle Grades Mathematics teachers and the UNCP response to this letter (see handouts).   
· Review and Discussion of Current Program Approval Standards - Dr. Locklear presented the final copy of the now adopted NC Professional Teaching Standards and discussed the impact of these standards to the DPI Program Approval Standards (see handouts).  The SBE is considering implementing major changes to the current program approval standards and is soliciting feedback regarding each standard.  Dr. Locklear encouraged the TEC members to send to her any particular feedback regarding their opinion as to the current program approval standards.  Additional information will be provided during the fall 2007 semester.
· Impact of Praxis II licensure changes on Graduate Program Admissions - Dr. Locklear raised questions regarding the impact of the SBE policy which allows a teacher with a clear license who passes a Praxis II examination in another licensure area to add that licensure area simply by passing the exam.  The question for the TEC and the Graduate Council is whether current policies would allow a teacher who now holds the new license based on the exam only and not based additional coursework to be admitted into a graduate program.  For example, a number of B-K graduates have now passed the Elementary Education Praxis II thereby adding Elementary Education to their license.  These students would like to be admitted into the Elementary Education graduate program.  Following discussion, it was decided that the graduate program directors have the authority to require applicants to enroll in additional prerequisite courses in any circumstance.   
· Teacher Recruiter Community College position – Dr. Locklear introduced Dr. Josephine Locklear, the new teacher recruiter who will be assigned to the Robeson Community College campus.
· Setting August meeting date – Dr. Locklear announced the possibility of calling a TEC meeting on or about August 15.  Additional information to follow.
