1. Call to order/Welcome/Introductions

The meeting was called to order by Dr. Zoe Locklear at 3:40 p.m.  Following a welcome by Dr. Locklear, the members introduced themselves, noting position.
2. Approval of the minutes:  

· April 11, 2007 TEC meeting – approved as presented

· July 30, 2007 TEC meeting – approved with amendment to Dr. Aiken’s name
· August 28, 2007 TEC meeting – approved as presented

3. Good News

· Record number, Fall 2007 Teaching Fellows freshman class – Dr. Locklear reported the largest freshmen class ever at UNCP, 16 freshmen (14 females, 2 males, 9 minority).  The Teaching Fellows Program now enrolls a total of 58 Teaching Fellows.
· Evaluation of Teaching Fellows Program – Ms. Karen Granger, Director, reported that the program will undergo its 5-year evaluation on November 27-28.  A number of university-wide faculty will be randomly selected to complete a survey regarding the effectiveness of the program.  Additionally, at least 8 faculty members will be randomly selected for interviews during the on-site visit.  Ms. Granger circulated an informational flyer, which will be emailed to the faculty all listserv within the next week (see handout).

Report from the Director of Accreditation:  Dr. Sara Simmons
Dr. Simmons spoke to the preparatory work in progress toward the accreditation pre-visit, scheduled for September 24, and the accreditation visit, scheduled for November 10-14.  The institutional report is still being drafted with standard 4 being almost complete.  Syllabi and vita are due to Tiffany Alford ASAP.  Also, syllabi from the non-teacher education faculty teaching content courses in the departments are also due.  Dr. Simmons reminded the program coordinators and directors of the types of evidences that should be placed in their evidence crates (as discussed at the April 2007 meeting and posted to the Blackboard site).  The graduate program handbooks now posted on the Blackboard site are being reviewed and will soon be printed along with the intern handbook and the TCWS manual.  Ms. Debbie Thompson reported that the evidence crates are in the NCATE room (Education 334) and that the graduate assistants are available for assistance.  Ms. Thompson will meet with program coordinators and directors at their convenience to review their respective evidence crates, common responses, manuals, syllabi, handbooks, etc.  Dr. Betty Brown reminded new methods faculty to see Ms. Janetta Obeda ASAP in reference to their North Carolina license.  Dr. Locklear reminded the membership that she has forwarded the NCATE team members’ names to them via email.  She has also communicated with the state and NCATE chairs that the Provost will be in China during the visit and that Dr. Collie Coleman has agreed to represent the Office of Academic Affairs.

Report from the Director of Assessment:  Dr. Alfred Bryant
Dr. Bryant reported that he is still working on the reports for course grades and that if any program coordinator or director is missing these grade reports to contact him.  He is also working on the program evaluation completion forms and subsequent report.  Dr. Bryant stated that the graduate disposition survey remains posted on the Blackboard site and new students should be directed to the survey.

Report from the Director of IT:  Ms. Debbie Thompson
Ms. Thompson stated that some electronic copies of some annual reports are missing and she will be working to collect these.  She reminded program coordinators and directors to review online program information and to advise her of needed edits.  She is working to make the SOE site more user friendly so that the reviewers will have easy access to information.  The NCATE site is password protected and should be fully available in October.  The site was designed by one of the graduate assistants.  She reported that Distance Education will be supporting additional online course development and that interested faculty should contact her.

Report from the Licensure Officer:  Ms. Janetta Obeda
· Admissions into the Teacher Education Program – approved as presented

· 2.0 GPA minimum requirement for TEP admits – Ms. Obeda spoke to the difficulty that a number of students encountered when trying to register for courses with the 2.0 GPA minimum requirement and asked that the policy committee revisit this policy during the current semester.  

· Course repeat policy – Ms. Obeda also spoke to the confusion that some students and advisors encountered regarding the revised course repeat policy and asked that the policy committee revisit this policy during the current semester.
· Ms. Obeda also explained a number of problems she encountered with the Banner conversion in terms of reporting data for the Licensure Office.

Appeals Committee:  Dr. Karen Stanley reported that the Appeals 
Committee received 6 appeals the second week of August (4 requested 
permission to take additional courses during the internship semester, one 
requested a waiver to the 2.0 minimum GPA policy and one requested a 
waiver regarding CARE and TCWS requirements).  Three were approved 
and 3 were denied.  Dr. Stanley suggested that the Policy Committee 
establish a deadline for appeals requests.

Professional Studies:  Dr. Irene Aiken reported that Saturday Praxis I

10.  
Report from the Office of USP:  Ms. Rachel McBroom
· Preliminary list of Spring 2008 student interns – Ms. McBroom presented for information purposes the preliminary list of spring 2008 interns (see handout).  If a program coordinator recognizes that a student pre-intern name is missing from the list this means that the necessary paperwork has not been submitted to the Office of USP and student should contact Ms. Nicky Bullard.
· Important dates for Spring and Fall 2008 student interns – Ms. McBroom also distributed a handout with important upcoming dates for student interns.  She will email this handout to program coordinators.  She noted that the second meeting for fall 2008 interns has been scheduled for September 20.   

· Status report on Fall 2007 early field placements – The status report is unavailable at this time given problems with the database.  Almost 100% of the early field placements students have pre-registered but a reminder email was sent to faculty teaching courses with a required field experience assignment giving students a final registration date of September 28.

Report from the Office of Teacher Education/Dean’s Office
· Report from statewide Associate Deans’ meeting – Dr. Betty Brown reported that the 2006 IHE report was presented to the SBE with no IHEs being cited on any item.  UNCP is the only IHE that tracks RALC student enrollment.  Dr. Brown volunteered to share our tracking system with other IHEs following the accreditation visit.  Dr. Brown distributed copies of the NC Professional Teaching Standards document, noting that DPI will offer training on the new standards in the spring.  The TPAI will be replaced with a new evaluation instrument based on the new standards. 

·  Dr. Brown also spoke to SBE/TCP1 - Proposed Standards for the Approval of Pilot Programs for the Licensing of Lateral Entry Teachers as approved at the August 2007 SBE meeting.  This action will impact IHE preparation programs.

· Bachelor of Interdisciplinary Studies – Dr. Alfred Bryant explained that EDN 3600, EDN 3100 and SED 3000 are the only education courses included in the current draft of the BIS proposal.  

· Regional meeting for Teacher Cadet Coordinators – Dr. Locklear described the September 14 meeting planned for our 12 partner LEAs.  The meeting is designed to strengthen the working relationship between the regional teacher cadet programs and the Teaching Fellows Program.  
· Teacher of the Year Symposium – Dr. Locklear announced that the SOE will co-host with DPI this symposium on October 19.
· National Board Support Program – The 2007-08 support program started on September 8 with approximately 50 teachers in attendance.  
· NC TEACH II – This online program also started on September 8 with approximately 8 participants but with an anticipated enrollment of 25 by January 2008.  
· Draft – 2007-2008 TEC Subcommittee Assignments – Dr. Locklear circulated a sign-up sheet for the 2007-08 TEC subcommittees.
