1. Call to order – The meeting was called to order at 3:40 p.m.

Following introductory comments by Drs. Locklear and Simmons, Chancellor Meadors made additional comments and then presented certificates of appreciation to a number of faculty and staff who made contributions to the highly successful November Teacher Education program accreditation visit.  Dr. Collie Coleman also expressed his heartfelt congratulations to the faculty and staff.
Following the certificate presentations, Ms. Karen Granger made comments about the upcoming Teacher Cadet Day, scheduled for February 20.  This event will bring high school students and their teachers to the UNCP campus, who are enrolled in regional Teacher Cadet Programs.  The students will have an opportunity to participate in a number of day-long events, including visiting classes.  Ms. Granger would like for any of the teacher education faculty members, or their colleagues, to volunteer to have these students attend their classes on this day.  Please see the sign-up sheet.

UNC Tomorrow Report:  Dr. David Oxendine (http://www.nctomorrow.org/)
Following introductory comments by Dr. Locklear regarding the now published UNC Tomorrow Report, Dr. David Oxendine made a presentation, including a review of the related website and video links, regarding the process involved in the development of the report and the recommendations and next steps to follow (see handout.)  Dr. Locklear encouraged the TEC members to become familiar with the report, especially those sections which will have direct impact on the work of the teacher education faculty members.  Dr. Locklear stated that she is now a member of the UNCP UNC Tomorrow Committee.

5. Curriculum Proposals: 
NOTE:  Item 13 – Unfinished Business was moved to this point on the agenda.

· Department of Professional Studies and Middle Grades:  The proposal for the Middle Grades Education Program which was tabled at the January TEC meeting was moved from “Unfinished Business” to this location on the agenda.  Dr. Nancy Cerezo, Program Director, made a motion to withdraw the proposal from the agenda.  Motion approved.

· Department of Art:  Graduate Art Education Program: – Course modification:  1) Course title change to:  ART 5000 – Art in Elementary and Secondary Schools  2) Course description change for ART 5100 - Graduate Studio Concentration.  
Dr. Ann Horton-Lopez, Program Director, presented these motions for approval.  Following brief discussion, the motions were approved.

· Department of Geology and Geography:  
1) Course revision:  GLY 3100 – Minerals and Rocks.  Add GLY 3110 –     

       Minerals and Rocks Laboratory as a co-requisite for the lecture.

2) Biology/Arts & Sciences/Science Education Program modification:  see (1) above
Ms. Rachel McBroom, Program Coordinator, presented these motions for approval.  Following brief discussion, including an explanation that these changes apply only to those students who complete the earth science concentration, the motions were approved.
· Department of Professional Education Programs:  Birth-Kindergarten Education Program:  Deletion of HLTH 106, 109, & 206 (3 one-hour courses); Addition of one new 3-hour course:  ECE 3140
Dr. Karen Stanley, Program Coordinator, presented the motion for approval.  Following brief discussion, in which the justification for the change was presented, the motion was approved (see handout.) 
· Department of Professional Leadership:  School Counseling Program:  2 new course proposals and 3 course revisions
Dr. David Pitner, Program Director, presented the motions for approval.  Following brief discussion, the proposal for two new course descriptions for SCN 5350 – School Counselor as Leader, Advocate and Consultant and SCN 5900 – Seminar in Professional School Counseling were approved (see handout.)  Following brief discussion, the course description revisions for SCN 6000 – School Counseling Practicum, SCN 6110 – School Counseling Internship, and SCN 5400 – Fundamentals of Counseling were approved (see handout.)  Following brief discussion, the proposal for the modifications to the Professional School Counseling Program to include the two new courses, was approved (see handout.)
6.
Report from the Director of Accreditation:  Dr. Sara Simmons
· UNCP Revision Task Force (see handouts) – Dr. Simmons reported that the Task Force has met twice and has produced the draft that was distributed today for consideration.  TEC members should forward comments to Dr. Simmons.  The next draft of this document will be presented at the March TEC meeting.  Also, any interested TEC member is welcome to join the Task Force or may choose to work on one of the subsequent subcommittees that will be formed at a later date.
· Preservice Teacher Rubric (see handout)- Dr. Simmons explained the document to the members of the TEC as is now stands under development by the Department of Public Instruction.  DPI is soliciting feedback on this draft by February 15th.
· MSA Rubric (see handout) – Dr. Simmons explained the document to the members of the TEC as it now stands under development by the Department of Public Instruction.  Again, DPI is soliciting feedback.  Recently, Drs. Higy, Simmons and Brown attending a planning session hosted by the DPI in which this document was reviewed. 
· Panels to develop “power standards” – Dr. Simmons reported that the Dr. Kathy Sullivan has requested that no later than February 25, the names of faculty nominees who are interested in serving on these content panels be sent to her for consideration and selection.  The UNCP teacher education faculty members are strongly encouraged to serve as members of these panels.  Attendance at all meetings is required.  The faculty members would not be paid for their services but travel costs will be covered.
· SBE actions (see handout) – Dr. Simmons reported that these changes have now been approved by the SBE.  She made particular mention of items 5, 7 and 8 as items needed immediate attention by the Revisioning Task Force in order for a recommendation to be made to the TEC no later than April 2008 for action
· Report from the Blue Ribbon Commission on Testing and Accountability to the NC State Board of Education, January 2008 (see handout) – Dr. Locklear requested that this document be distributed to the TEC since it contains recommendations which will likely effect teacher education programs.
· Report from the State Board of Education and University of NC – General Administration Ad Hoc Committee on School Leadership, December 2007 (see handout) – Dr. Locklear requested that this document be distributed to the TEC since it contains recommendations which are now “driving” the revisioning process for all teacher education programs.
· NCATE Rejoinder – Dr. Simmons reported that the rejoinder has been completed and mailed to DC.
· DPI Rejoinder – Dr. Simmons reported that the rejoinder is under development and will be mailed to the DPI on or before March 1.

g.  Policy Review:  Dr. Karen Stanley
Dr. Karen Stanley presented two proposals for action (see handout) which had been presented at the January TEC meeting for discussion.

· Proposal I:  
Continuation in the Professional Semester

The proposal was approved effective with the fall 2008 semester.

· Proposal II:  
Early Release from the Internship for Undergraduate Candidates for the Purpose of Full-Time Employment as a Teacher

Following brief discussion, in which it was explained that in order for an intern to be granted early release, all of the student’s work must be completed and the student must have at least a 2.0 on all final exit evaluations and that this policy does not guarantee early release – it only permits such consideration, the proposal was approved effective with the fall 2008 semester.

Report from the Director of Assessment:  Dr. Alfred Bryant
Dr. Bryant reported that he anticipates soon receiving a number of graduate portfolio evaluation documents for compilation and reporting of data.

Report from the Director of IT:  Dr. Debbie Thompson
· Task Stream, etc. vendor presentations – Dr. Thompson reported that she is finalizing the dates for vendor presentations to be made in March.  These presentations will be open to all teacher education faculty members.
· Online course development – Dr. Locklear reported that the contracts for those faculty members who will be developing courses into online and hybrid formats will be ready for signature on tomorrow.
· SOE Computer Lab changes – Dr. Thompson reported that the lab will be closed at the end of the spring semester.  This decision has been made given that so much of the campus, including the SOE, is now wireless making the lab more obsolete than in previous years.  Print stations will be set up in Curriculum Lab for student use.  The computer lab and office will be converted into office space and into a workroom for faculty to test technology, for faculty training, etc.  The SOE, in conjunction with UCIS, will purchase mobile laptop carts for professors to use in classes.
· Apple update – Dr. Thompson reported that the campus is switching over to Apple Mac Book Pros, which have a dual platform.  Those faculty who requested a laptop will get an Apple.  Also, later this spring, the SOE classroom computers will be replaced with Apples and the projectors will be upgraded.  Training will be provided to faculty.
